Frank Feld, a farmer from Spring Val ­
ley, Minn., was sen t to the county jail 
last night apparently insane. He had 
made t w o unsuccessful at tempts to com­
mit suicide. Feld was found at the union 
stat ion by Detect ive McAllister and was 
sent to the central police station. A few 
minutes later he became violent, and 
breaking away from the officers, dashed 
out of the station, down lockup alley to 
Second street , and then 'to First avenue S, 
where he threw himself on the street car 
tracks in front of an approaching car. 
The car •vyas stppped and the man taken 
from the tracks to the station. 

When he was locked in a cell, he broke 
all the furniture and then tried to cut his 
throat with a piece of sharp iron. He be­
came s o violent that he was taken to the 
county jail. 

Feld, in one of his rational moments, 
told the officers that he had a wife and 
nine children at home, and that he was 
well fixed financially. He said that he 
had deposited $1,600 with a local s team­
ship company agent yesterday and that he 
was on his way to the old country. H e 
had $50 on his- person. 

The morals of St.; Paul seem to have 
been taken in hand by; the Retail Liquor 
Dealers' association, ' which protested re­
cently against the proposel opening of a 
German vil lage under the auspices- of 
business men constituting the general 
coliseum committee'. Beer would he sold 
at the German vil lage, declared the liquor 
dealers, much beer. The Village would 
be visited, doubtless, by reputable res i ­
dents and their families, who might be 
demoralized. The liquor dealers pro­
tested on the grounds of "public policy 
and the good name of the ci ty ,"'and the 
German vil lage died the death of a dis­
tempered dream. 

And "now comes" President Frank 
Huber of the St. Paul board of aldermen, 
with two almost revolutionary ordinances, 
which have the moral support of the 
Liquor Dealers' association. Alderman 
Huber, keeping a, saloon himself on Bast 
Seventh street, has protected vigi lantly the 
interests of his class. The ordinances 
were introduced last night and each w a s 
adopted without debate under suspension 
of the rules. 

The first ordinance guarantees, in fu­
ture the moral tone of every church s o ­
ciable, every Sunday school entertain­
ment, every concert or lawn party, read­
ing, lecture or dramatic performance 
given in St. Paul b y a religious, benev­
olent, or charitable association. That i s , 
the ordinance repeals all l icenses hereto­
fore granted permitting entertainments of 
any sort, and provides that the power to 
grant l icenses for "all sho,ws, concert!^ 
plays, operas, etc. ,"'shall be vested solely 
in the c i ty council. Only regular the ­
aters may obtain annual l icenses and that 
by a two-thirds vote of the council. 

The second ordinance protects the 
health no less than the morality of St. 
Paul. This subversive ordinance abol ishes 
the sandwich wagon. To eat onion sand­
wiches upon the open s treet i s i l l bred, 
argues Alderman Huber, i s even vulgar; 
and hamburg steak "en plein air" may 
lead to evil associations. The wind­
swept tamale is malignant. A bas le 
sandwich wagon! Why imperil one's fel­
low citizens, body arid soul, while clean 
and decorous sandwiches are obtainable 
at free lunch counters; while downtown 
wine .rooms serve wholesome food with 
other refreshment; while, in short, Hu-
ber's "All Night Cafe" sti l l flourishes.

Minnesota's department of s ta t i s t i c s 
has been entirely left in the lurch by 
the township assessors this year. Com­
paratively few have made returns of 
farm and, labor stat is t ics from which ' the 
commissioner at St. Paul makes h i s re­
port. Assessors ' reports of this kind 
have usually been incomplete, but th i s 
year the assessors have deserted en 
masse. 

For the magnificent sum of 20 cents , 
the assessor i s expected to compile the 
farm and labor s tat i s t ics of his township. 
The assessors say that $20 would he rea­
sonable compensation for this work, which 
includes securing answers to a multitude 
of quest ions and compiling the results .Th* 
refuse longer to do the work for the com­
pensation awarded by statute. 

In some of the counties the assessors ' 
strike Is not yet in force. There are a 
few w h e r e the reports have been made, 
but they are incomplete and inaccurate. 
The commissioner of s tat i s t ics has been 
notified of the assessors ' refusal to make 
the returns and in some cases he has re­
quested the county auditor to make es t i ­
mates . This would be nothing more than 
a guess in any county, and consequently 
unsatisfactory. 

•The farmer has declared h is antag­
onism to the state's effort to compile farm 
stat is t ics . He regards efforts to secure 
figures on acreage and yield a s an aid 
to manipulators of the market in holding 
the price of commodities down. The a s ­
sessors say that the majority of farmers 
refuse "to answer the quest ions in th i s 
part of their reports. if they made 
an intel l igent report, they would be forced 
to go over the ground personally, which 
would take time and, consequently, re ­
quire more compensation than the 20-cent 
fee. It i s the opinion of a majority of 
the county auditors that the state must 
make a large appropriation if i,t desires 
to secure exact information of this kind. 
Otherwise the department might better 
be el iminated. 

Although the central northwest is one 
of the most important factors in the coun­
try's commerce and production, there is 
no systematic effort to compile informa­
tion on production in any of the three 
s ta tes . South Dakota makes no-effort at 
all . North. Dakota has a department of 
this kind, but if the legis lature does not 
put it on a bet ier footing it might as well 
be cut out. The township 'assessor in 
North Dakota receives no extra compen­
sation for th i s work and, general ly speak­
ing, h e g ives it l i t t l e attention.
