ciease of railroad valuation he has effectual­
ly answered his critics on the merger ques­
tion 

With the increase in valuation of property 
and the bumper crop in sight everywhere 
through the state, North Dakota ought to be 
on financial easy street another year The re­
cent statement of the state treasurer showed 
a good balance of cash on band and bills 
paid to date Taxes at the usual rate on 
a valuation of $135,000 000 will give the state 
plenty of unds for current expenses 

The number of state banks in the state 
has more than doubled in the past two or 
three j ears New^ towns have been estab­
lished and it has come to be the case that a 
bank and a newspaper are about the first in­
stitutions started j 

With the normal republican majority in the 
state, e\en the most*, optimistic democrat can 
see nothing but defat in sight for the demo­
cratic ticket this fall The principal fight 
will be made upon the merger issue There is 
some feeling on that score, particularly in the 
valley, -where for many years there has been 
no competition in transportation With some 
active campaigners there is no question but 
the democrats will be able to make some capi­
tal out of the merger matter Resubmission 
does not seem to strike fire so readllj as the 
sanguine resubmlssionists in the democratic 
party hoped it would Outside of a few coun­
ties in the western part of the state, it is not

tional provision locates this institution in con­
nection \wth the hospital for the insane at the 
city of Jamestown Still another amendment 
provides for changing the name of the Insti­
tution at Devils Lale to the state school for 
the deaf 

Deputy Insurance Commissioner Gilbreath 
is receiving some pleasant mention from' the 
press of the state for promotion -to the com-
misaionership at the next election1 Gilbreath 
is one of the republican leaders of Morton 
county and is popular and capable in his po­
sition 

Although both tickets are in the field, there 
is remarkablj little political talk in the state 
It seems to have been tacitly agreed that all 
energies shall be expended in gathering the 
crop during the early fall, and that the elec­
tion fireworks shall be delayed until as late 
a day as possible

company has started Its mill for the fall run 
Duncan & Brewer Lumber company's mill is 
to run days only till the Pilsen Lumber com­
pany s cut is completed, which will be about 
Sept 1, when the Red Cliff company will take 
hold Otherwise there are no new changes 
in the operation of mills at the head of the 
lakes 

There have been no sales of lumber in im­
portant amounts the last week Some buyers 
have been, looking around and. seme deals 
are pending and may be closed in a few days 
There Is no appreciable change In prices and 
no intention, as has been locally repotted, to 
shove them up 

Lumbermen are commencing to take stock 
of things for the coming winter, and the 
log crop Is* the next thing to be copsldered It 
will be very large, probably larger, if weath­
er and other conditions permit, than last 
season. 

Construction work on the Duluth.' Virginia 
& Rainy Rher »oad has been slow this sum­
mer, and the end of track has not advanced 
any since early spring JBut it is intended to 
push on during the fall and winter and the 
plans for two large sawmills near the north­
ern water shed may be carried out within a 
year or two Some new equipment ordered 
some time ago isi on the way 

The amount of summer logging that has 
been under way in this district this season 
has been above that of any preceding year and 
is, in its proportion to the gross amount of 
logs put in, far above that of all past years 
There has been added this season to the rail­
road logging interests of the district the busi­
ness of the Brooks Timber company, <sup-
plying the new Brooks-Scanlon mill at Scan-
Ion, which will amount to about 60,00*0,000 
feet for the season, as well as a considerable 
further amount for other persons Then there 
is the Duluth, Virginia & Rainy Lake road, 
which is haulmg 20,000,000 feet this year for 
IoWa men There is also the Nester road on 
the north shore of the lake, ^landing Jogs 
at the mouth of the Gooseberry river, and 
this will amount to about 40,000,000 feet this 
year The logging road of t&6 Split Rock 
Lumber company is more active and will Jand 
04,000 000 more feet this year 

The two Weyerhaeuser roads emptying into 
the Cloquet and St Louis have been normal­
ly busy with a combined business of about 
50 000,000 feet The Duluth & Iron Range 
road has hauled more logs than ever, and 
will be very active again as soon as ore 
business slacks up It will probably move 
during the year about 180r000,000 feet of logs 
into this citj The Northern Pacific and 
South Shore roads hav6 both hauled in more 
than usual and the Missabe and Eastern have 
been fairly active 

With the new Hines road the long extension 
of the Duluth & Northern Minnesota and the 
Virginia & Rainy Lake, and with the shorter 
extensions planned for the Split Rock and 
Nester roads, there will be a large business 
for the coming year Aside from roads that 
dump logs into this bay and the Cloquej. there 
are in this district the Empire Logging com­
pany s road, which Carries logs away from 
the head of the lakes rather than to \t, and 
that of the Fall Lake Lumber company, 
which extends toward the company's mill

Atlanta Ga Aug 11 —The adoption of 
an elaborate set of resolutions and the 
farewell address of Bishop J W Gaines 
brought to a close the Negro Young Peo­
ple's Christian and Educational Con­
gress The resolut ions say 

While we have had wrongs and grievances 
many, w« also have opportunities and privi­
leges innumerable 

Whatever burdens we may still have to en­
dure, of adjustments which are yet to be 
made, we throw ourselves upon the justice 
and fair play of the American people, north 
and south 

A genration ago we came out of bondage, 
without a foot of land, without a home, with­
out a name Even the clothes which covered 
our poorly clad bodies were not ours To­
day we have some land, some homes, some 
money Yesterday we had nothing, to-day we 
own millions pf acres of land, pay taxes on 
property wortlS millions of dollars, and raise 
more »otton under freedom than under slav­
ery 

We earnestly recommend to our people 
throughout the country that they teach their 
children the dignity and value of manual 
labor, and that they give them the benefit 
of an industrial education 

We are cognizant of the civic and political 
Inequalities under which our people are suf­
fering Nevertheless we urge our people to 
continue to strive to shape their conduct so 
that they may prove themselves deserving of 
anv right and privilege now enjoyed by every 
other American
