The reaction came 
suddenly when the many small traders who 
had turned bulls for a day tried to take 
profits. There was" not enough new buying 
for the market to withstand the realizing. 
Later when the Bradstreet figures for the 
world's viosible, delayed from yesterday, were 
received, showing a decrease of 1,300,000 bu, 
Uie market recovered to 6o%c. 

Liverpool followed our upturn by an open­
ing gain of %d and was %®%d up at the 
close. But while the European situation 
showed a firmer outlook on the whole, there 
was some now bearish 'goesip forthcoming. 
RusBla is said to have good crops, especially 
southern Russia, where crops are above the 
average in yield and the quality of the wheat 
aM right. This from the representative of an 
American grain house now traveling in Rus­
sia. The Russians, he says, need money, and 
he looks for free offering of Russian wheat 
in Liverpool later ou. 

Locally the speculative Interest is begin­
ning to turn to the outlook for September de­
liveries, as the possibility of a shortage on 
delivery day is suggested by the light re­
ceipts here. Of course receipts will increase 
later, but whether or not to the extent gen­
erally expected is the question. Many farm­
ers are stacking wheat and this may have 
some effect in diminishing the volume a£ the 
eai ly movement. To-day^ there were 102 cars 
in Minneapolis, against 202 "lost v 6 a r> ^ ^ l t 

has been running about this xway for some 
time And of the 102 cars in 53 were winter 
wheat. To be sure, receipts at southwestern 
markets are heavy, and even if a scarcity 
should develop here, it would not necessarily 
carry up the whole market. In Chicago, how­
ever, there is left only about 977,000 bu of 
No. 1 northern wheat, a decrease last week of 
400,000 bu. There was an increase of 96,000 
bu in No. 2 red, but even with this the total 
stocks of contract grades in Chicago are down 
to 1,679,000 bu. These figures are worth not­
ing because they represent a decrease of con­
tract grade there when stocks in general are 
increasing; they represent a decrease in con­
tract grade at the height of the crop move­
ment, they demonstrate that winter wheat Is 
not grading as high as could be desired. It
