Banker F R Ferris of Oshkosh woke 
the con\ent ion up with a talk on the 
Fowler bill and the branch banking and 
asse t currenoj ideas 

"There is no spi l l ing of blood in this 
batt le ' said "Mr Ferris , "but bankers of 
Wisconsin, the hosts of the east , of the 
Standard OH companj and the Morgans 
and the Vanderbilte are advancing upon 
us and thev Intend to lick this country 
clean 

The establ ishment of branch banks 
throughout the country would furnish the 
Standaid Oil companj the means to flght, 
cut the throat of and exterminate every 
small bink through the country They 
could lower the rate of interest in any 
part of count i j at will 

Fol lowing the address of Mr Frentz 
Joseph Chapman of Minneapolis, secretary 
of the Minnesota Bankers association, 
addressed the convention talking of the 
actual experience of the Minnesota bank­
ers at their convention with the work­
ings of the tjranch bank s>stem 

'In Canada ' he said the manager 
of a bank could not make a loan for more 
than $100 unless authorized by the head 
inanagor of the svs tem at Montreal, 
•while farmers and business men desiring 
large sums had to l i s t their applications 
thirty days beforehand and somet imes 
t w o and three months, not get t ing the 
monev unless their security was g i l t -
edged ' 

Canadian business men he said, gave 
i t a s their opinion that the great growth 
and prosperity of the Linked States has 
been due in great measure to i ts small 
independent banks 

He said the bankers of the west would 
Jiave to stand shoulder to shoulder 
aga ins t the east to prevent the eaBt 
feeding their cow in the west and milk­
ing her in New York city 

Branch banks and asset currency, he 
sa id were held in no favor by Minnesota 
banks and he had come to the Milwaukee 
convent ion for tho purpose of bringing 
that word 

Resolutions were unanimous pdopted 
opposing all legis lat ion tent 'o the 
eubstitutlon of branch ban or the 
present independent sys tem banking 
and urging representat ives in ngress to 
oppose such legis lat ion opposing anv 
l a w tending toward the substitution of 
a s s e t currency for the piesent national 
bank circulation, requesting that the 
(banking laws of Wisconsin be revised 
and adapted to the present need of the 
e ta te and protest ing against the taxa­
t i o n of banking houses used by banks in

ufactur ng company, has been spending a few-
days in the city and says all the operators are 
having a serious time In securing sufficient 
help On account of ithe big strike In the 
east the demand for lignite has increased In 
leaps and bounds Mr Lycan states that 500 
experienced miners could secure work at once 
in this state, and he believes an effort should

the Horseshoe company Is closing up a large 
gap in its possessions, and secures a solid 
block, as It previously held ground on all 
ides of the new possessions 

The Horseshoe company has decided to en­
large still further the cyanide plant at 
Pluma, and the contract has been awarded 
to C M Hampson of the Colorado Iron 
Works It was originally the Intention to 
make the plant of 200 tons capacity, but it 
Is now to be given a capacity of 300 tons 
The building was formerly used as a chlor-
lnation mill, and the old roasters are being 
taken out to make room «for the cyanide 
tanks 

The Anaconda Mining company, which is 
operating on 400 acres of ground between Bear 
BuUe and Elk creeks, has encountered a new 
ledge of ore in the bottom of the shaft, at 
the depth of 100 feet It Is a quartz, inter-
stiotified with green talc, and a pyrites of 
iron Is finely disseminated through it It 
was first encountered In the west side of 
the shaft, and is found to be dipping strong­
ly Into the shaft It is identical with the 
free milling ore found aloDg the Homestake 
bell and at the mine of the Clo\er Leaf ocm-
pany Tho latter is only a mile and a half 
from the Anaconda 

DEADWOOD, S P — fhe Montezuma flux 
mine in the ujper part of Deadwood is net­
ting its owners $900 a month J T Olllmore, 
C W Carpenter and Robert Giltner are the 
principal owners of the property. It Is pro­
ducing 120 tons of ore dally, which is loaded 
at the mine and shipped to the Golden Re­
ward smelter In the lower part of Dead-
wood The ore Is found in an enormous ver­
tical ledge, and is easily mined It carries 
% per cent Iron, 45 per cent sulphur, from 
1 to 3 per cent copper and a trace in gold 
It is much in demand at the smelter, since 
the Homestake has ceased to ship Its con­
centrates to the plant, and owing to tho top­
per it carries, does away with the necessity 
of shipping in copper ore from Montana for 
flux, as was done at the smelter a great 
many years 

The Sunday mine near Galena has made 
its sixth shipment w Ithin the last two months 
The latest consisted of three cars of ore, 
which were delivered at the Imperial cya­
nide plant at Deadwood Most of this ore 
has been obtained by working over the old 
dump The property is under lease to C 
B Haras who, In addition to working the 
old damp, is employing a small force of 
miners In the old openings, and Is exposing 
some high-grale shipping ore 

The El Refugio mine, in the same region, 
is being worked by J B Sheehan under 
lease He is mining a silver-lead ore, which 
assays well, and is sacking It at the mine, 
preparatory to shipping Much of the ore 
carries as high as 60 per cent lead and runs 
from 25 to 30 ounces of sliver to the ton 

The Ohio group of claims, between Bear 
Butte and Elk creeks on the divide, Is being 
de\ eloped by the Groshong brothers, who 
own the control A shaft has been started 
in a vein of free milling ore, and will be put 
down 100 feet Most of the work on the 
property in the past has been on the surface.
