White Pine Lumber Production 

Was Reduced. 

DEMAND CONTINUES STEADY 

M o v e m e n t o f S a s h a n d D o o r s F a i r

Statistics shoeing the logs scaled la the 
Minneapolis distric* reveal that the totals were 
much less for July than for the correspond­
ing month a year ago As production dur­
ing the summer Is estimated on the basis 
of the monthly figures showing the scale of 
logs this carries with it the conviction that 
the production of white pine was diminished 
In proportion 

The total boom scale at Minneapolis, July 
Of this year was 48 302,490 feet, and the rail 
road scale was 6,372,960 feet, a total of 54,-
675,460 feet 

For the corresponding month last year the 
boom scale was 52,230 b90 feet, and the rail­
road scale was 13,b20,840 feet, a total of 
65 851,530 feet 

The decrease for July this year over last 
was 11,176,080 feet, and it is safe to assume 
that the decrease in production was nearly 
equal to this 

Altogether It is highly Improbable that the 
total cut of white pine lumber in Minne­
apolis this jear will be as large as a year 
ago Two out of the four months of the saw­
ing season have shown a curtailment in pro­
duction, while the gains during the two 
months when gains were made were not suf­
ficient to overcome this 

Qttxtallment 'n cut the past month was due 
to the low stage of water in the river part 
of the time As stated m T h e J o u r n a l , 
turning operations were susoended for a few 
days, and owing to difficulty in getting logs 
to the mills some of the latter operated on 
only half time One of the largest mills was 
down the greater part of the month for neces 
sary repairs and this reduced the total pro­
duction materially 

Demand for lumber continues steady and 
without feature 'It is promised that the res­
toration of freight rates which have been 
demoralized, will occur the first of next 
month, and during the remainder of August 
there should be an actHe movement in an­
ticipation of these higuer rates being put into 
effect 

For the first time In four vears shipments 
for two succeeding weeks have been the 
same They were 8 608,000 feet for the week 
ending Tuesdaj night, and the same for the 
previous w°ek Receipts are also running 
closely together For the week ending Tues­
day night they were 3 440 000 feet, a decrease 
of 4S.O0O feet from the previous week Rail 
receipts of logs for the week are estimated 
fit 2,574,000 feet 

S a s h a n d D o o r s A c t l t e . 
Volume of business in sash, doors and mill 

work for the season of the year is up to ex­
pectations and is ahead of last season Most 
of the deliveries being made now are on 
special worK, but some stock orders are com­
ing In and the outlook is for a large run of 
this class of business in the fall The mar­
ket is very firm and is showing advancing 
tendencies on some lines 

H a r d w o o d T r a d e I s N o r m a l . 
While the movement of hardwood lumber is 

not heavy for this season of the year, it is 
up to normal expectations, and no complaint 
is heard Prices are well maintained on red 
oak and other leading descriptions Birch 
And basswood are active and firm Move­
ment on fall account will commence shortly

of another concern known as the Cobb-
Everet t Investment company The new 
charge is that of conspiracy In the war­
rant i t i s a l leged that Bet t s and Fisher 
conspired and entered into an agreement 
t o commit fraud upon the public and 
that In the commission of such fraud they 
used the United S ta tes mails 

Bet t s appeared to be somewhat sur­
prised upon being taken into custody He 
w a s Immaculately dressed in the height 
of fashion and had every appearance of 
prosperity when taken before United 
States Commissioner F i ske He waived 
t h e hearing of the complaint and pleaded 
not guilty but was much disappointed 
when Mr. Casey asked that h e be held in 
$10,000 bail Be t t s "demurred, whereupon 
Mr Casey presented a most important 
document a3 bearing upon the tremendous 
amount of money which Fisher & Bet ts 
had secured from the public 

An expert accountant for the govern­
ment has gone over the accounts of Fisher 
and Bet ts at the Federal Trust company 
and also at the Mercanti le Trust company 
During a very short period of t ime in 1901 
it was shown that J N Fisher & Co , de­
posited at the Federal Trust company 
$67,461 46 and in the name of Wil l iam A 
Bet t s trustee over $83,000 Wi l l iam A 
B e t t s i s a brother of Frederick The ex­
pert accountant a lso found to the credit 
of the "Cobb-Everett Investment com­
pany," a t the Mercantile Trust company 
deposits amounting to over $67,000 Bet t s 
was Iheld in $10,000 as requested for a 
hear ing in the case at 10 o clock to-mor­
row. 

Up to the t ime of writ ing he had failed 
t o procure bail Of the $22,000 deposited 
w i t h the trust company a large amount 
of it was withdrawn a day or two before 
Fisher and Be t t s were arrested last fall 
There are hundreds of unfortunate vic­
t ims who just now would like t o find out 
where this money has gone The govern­
ment officials especial ly would l ike to 
locate it as there are several v ict ims who 
have been reduced to dire want and dis­
tress by their losses 

Fisher, Betts ' partner, w a s arrested 
later and he also was held in $10,000 

but the administration Is so determined 
to have Greene and Gaynor that i t is wi l l ­
ing to ignore precedent 

The release of Gaynor and Greene by 
Judge Caron of the supreme court of Can­
ada has caused no surprise here It w a s 
expected. The point made by the fugit ive 
Americans was that the charge of con­
spiracy on which they were indicted in 
the United States te not a crime in the 
Dominion of Canada and, therefore, not 
extradtable The point i s purely technical
