Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce, Aug 
18.—Wheat moved up another notch to-day on 
continued covering by shorts in September 
•wheat and some new general buying. Sep­
tember led again in strength and sold to 67c. 
Realizing carried it back to 66%c, but there 
was good support throughout. Liverpool was 
weak at the opening- but firmed up and closed 
%@%d higher. Some new bearish gossip was 
in, 'but was more than offset by news of a 
nature favorable to price maintenance. Buda­
pest estimators now place the Hungarian crop 
at 166,2000,000 bu, while the promise July 1 
was for 144,500,000 bur and last year the 
estimated yield was 127,00^000 bu. Springfield, 
111 , wired that' the winter wheat area was 
1,774,000 acres, and that the yield was fully 
36,500,000 bu, or 5,400,000 bu more than last 
year. Argentine shipments Increased to 240,-
000 bu. against 43,000 last week. Last year 
Argentine shipped 408,000 bu In Chicago 
there were two strengthening things in sight, 
the wet weather and the poor quality of ro-
ceipts. With these there was the report that 
Armour is active in September and has 
enough September bought to control the entire 
stock of contract grade. This would be im­
portant as a bull card, especially if receipts 
continue running light and grading low. 
There were light rains in South Dakota, and 
general light rains over Nebraska and Iowa. 
The forecast is for partly cloudy weather to­
night and Saturday with probable showers. 
Cables reported dry weather in Argentine and 
rain needed, 

Kansas City receipts were only 160.000 bu, 
•gainst 228,000, but St. Louis showed up with 
860.000 bu, again 102,000. Over 1,000,000 was 
shipped out of Kansas City, most of it headed 
for Chicago.,. At primary points receipts were 
1,138,000 bu, against 969,000 bu, and ship­
ments 1,860,000 bu, against 422,000 bu. Wheat 
and flour clearances equaled 281,000 bu 

Minneapolis had only 115 cars, against 293 
last year, and Duluth had 11, against 31. 

The Modern Miller says- Threshing returns, 
and statements from trustworthy authorities 
point to total yield of 400,000,000 bu of winter 
wheat. The largest yields were made by the 
soft wheat states of the central surplus 
region. Farmers are still selling off giade 
•* heat freely but many are holding choice 
grain The milling quality of the wheat this 
year far surpasses that of last season as it 
produces a stronger and uniformly better 
flour. For the week wheat and flour clear­
ances were 4,591,000 bu, against 4,244,000 bu 
last week, and 9,040,000 bu a year ago. 
The market sold off a little at the close on 
realizing, September closing at 66%@6694c; 
December. 64%c, and May, 67%@67%c.
