LIFE IN GERMAN

HEALTH RESORTS

The Fashionable and the Serious ‘‘Cures’”’—*“B. O'B.”
About Them and the Inevitable Voyage Down the
Rhine—A Dull German Comic Opera.

Tells

Rolandseck on the Rhime, July 21, 1902.
—@German health resorts are divided into
two classes; those .which are fashlonable,
and those which are not. The occasional
visit of royalty or some high court of-
ficial will maké a place, however ob-

scutre, smart at once, and the cure be-
comés an adjunct to the mild frivolity of
the modish world, as at the Baratoga and
White Sulphur of a generation ago. Hom-
burg and Carlsbad are the ultra types of
the dominating influence of the court and
social world of Burope and Welsbaden
stands in the middle ground, and at the
other extreme are Bad Nauheim and Bms,
where the cure is all essential, and the
pomps and frivolities of the town are cast
aside for the time being, along with.dress,
horses and the mnewest dancer at the
operd, With this essential difference the
life is much the same at all these places;
tlie towns are attractive; women fnd
the shops mildly fascinating, and the
hotels are uniformly good, At Nauhelm,
where the $300,000 spent by the Grand
Duke of Hesse in beautifylng the town
makés a pleasant background for the ser-
fous nature of the cure, they claim to heal
almost all the incurable {lls that fiesh is
three
springs. Bad hearts, weak hearts, in
fict any kind of heart but a marble
heart i warranted not to balk and be
sound and kind in from three to
slx weeks, I belleve the theory runs that
while heart troubles are sometimes
hereditary they come from many
causes, heart complaints belng hand mald-
ens of love and first cousing of apoplexy.
Bad cireulation may be biought on by your
creditors who hold too many of your
notes; weak hearts by the stock market,
and feeble hearts come to American busi-
néss men who work themselves to a
standstill physlically and mentally. How-
ever as sgon 24 people get money enotigh
together to learn they have hearts they
seemn to drift to a German water cure,
and as a natural resilt the local physi-
eland have villas filled with watteaus,
drive about in carriages, and spend their
winters in Parla or Vienna. -

A Buay Time of It.

The touirist who follows the regime,
however, has & rather sy time of fit.
Up at seven in order to get in the pre-
geribed number of glasses before break-
fast, the water being served in dainty
clean glasses by malds in uniform, which
surprises the American accustomed fo
having it ladled out in a cracked glass,
thick enough to have done time in the
penitentiary.

They do mot gulp the water down, but
#lp it lelsurely, taking from ten to fif-
teen minutes to a glass, strolling through
the park and listening to the music the
while. From one and a half to two glasses
is the avérage, three the limit, though
ad those with hearts do not drink the
waters but confind themselves to the
bathe, the springs Are mnever overly
crowded, Then after &n interval of half
an hotir breakfast: another hour of rest,
then the bath; complete quiet for an
hour or so, 2nd then an elaborate course
dinfier at 1 &'clock. This completes the
routihe of the ddy unléss you wish to
spend the afterncon in a beach chalr in-
hiling the fumes from fltered black
tho¥t, which is sald to be most benefloial
for citdtrhal affections. Hverywhera you
go, howevetr,you suit your. fadividuality
and become a numbéf. THe attendant at
the doctor's hands you one as he ushers
you into a reception room as dull, dreamy
and comfortless as such places usually
are, where your fellow sufferers in half
a dozen tongues with unblushing frank-
ness are discussing aches and pains which
would never as much as be hinted at
elsewhere. Again at the bath houses you
go by number, and though they give 2,000
baths a day, {f you are mnot early, you
must wait an hour or two watching the
board where the numbers being called off
are hung out llke winning horses at a
race track. Finally, when the very glass
at the spring is numbered, you begin to
teel like a cross between.a keno caller
and a train dispatcher.

As for the amusements, they are much
the same at all of the cures. Whether
you wish to or not, you pay & nominal
tee for a Kurhaus tax, which entltles you
to all the privileges of the place except
the particular things you most wish to
geé. 'The Kurhaus Is as dull as Lon-
don of 4 Sunday, as the yawning American
and the bored Britisher lounging all day
on the really beautiful terrace can testl-
fy. ‘There's & billlard-room with two
lonely tables, a smokeroom sprinkled with
Germans and indifferent pletures, and a
reading-room fllled with notices printed
in all languages enjoining that strict
quiet which after a single visit one has
no intention of again disturbing. The

pular concerts on the terrace might
gg worth while were they popular in any-
thing but name; but Wagner 18 “light”
and Weber is simply ragtime to these
music-loving Germans, and unless you are
really an educated musiclan, you soon
have a surfeit of Bach and Beethoven, and
sigh for Sousa. One number, however,
every afternoon. is a waltz, and the Ger-
mans have the swing of it, and certalnly
play waltz time better than other musi-
clans, even though they ecorn any dance’
muele less than twenty¥ vears old. In
fact, a disgregard for all things new char-
acterizes German muslicians in general,
and the musical Joe Miller of a band-
master at the Kurhaus is particular to
auch a degre ethat I've heard‘''Carmen’’ so
many times in the last month I begin to
feel llke a matador, or & pleador at the
very least. [ did hear one mueical nov-
elty, however; a composition by the
kalser, who may have ordered it played,
but must have forgotten fo order the
applause, for it was received with that
awful death-like sllence which in theatrl-
cal parlance ls known as a “frost.” I
fancy it rather easy to be a Toyal com-
poser; aH an emperor has to do is to pick
out the tune nwith one finger, and then
call In some musleal hack to polish,
orchestrate and generally fix it up.

A New Comie Opern.

f was also “among those pre<ent' at
the first production of 4 new comic¢ opera
by Dellinger, & well-khown Gerfuan cdm-
poser, some of whoge operas have been
produced in America at. varlous times. It
went off with consideratile eclat, the com-
poser leading thé orchestra Wwith spirit
and skill and being decorated with laure!
hetween acts. The opera iiself 1s of the
“iNapnan” type. being bullt up around one
waltz song, and, judging from its recep-
tion, seemed to achieve a falr measure of
siiccess. But the book is absolutely un-
intelligible, and when it is all over one
wonders what 1t was all abouf, although
that is th no wise remarkable in comic
opera. But what impressed a stranger
chiefly was the abeolute lack of move-
ment, it “Jadwiga' be taken as A type
of the u#ual operatic bfand made in Qer-
many. From &n American viewpolnt, the
somedlians wera dbsolutely funereal in the

few places Wwhere they were glven rein:
the principals stand in one spot and

geem to take root while they sing and

dellvor gestureless speeches; and as for
the chorus, it wandered in and out appar-
ently at will, A German comie¢ opera
chorus strolls lelsurely on, exhibiting in
the time-hotored way a burning ifitérest
in the affairs of all the other chataoteérs;
but there the resemblance to the ideals of
childhood cemases. The ¢horus canhot be
made to laugh at the antics of the funny
man; nor do the woes of the lovers move
the comic opera villagers to tears. When
they have heard enough, they simply walk
ofi without even waliting for the old fa-
miliar epeech of “Now I pray you léave
me, kind friends; I would be slobe.,’ By
the way, we might all of us with profit
copy the virtues of an operatio chorus.
Buch unselfish consideration of others,
such good listeners, never interrupiing
save in monosyllables and inspiting the
confldence of every one to such an extent
that they are alwayd found loitering
around the most public place in the vil-
lage waltirg for some total stranger to
happen along to take them into his confi-
dente. And then always so happy; for
they not only tell you so, but théy must
be, with nothing to do all day long but
“tra-la’" and practice the two-step.

The Trip on the Rhine.

But to return to the subject of the
cures, complete rest after taking the

Though out of the
running for the time being yourself, you
can look on at the game as played by the
tourists who go up and down the Rhine
every hour of the day, and every day of
the year. The trip on the Rhine is one
of the few set pleces for sightseers which
really quite comes up to expectations. If
pushed for time it is all well enough in
a way to take the railway, which skirts
either bank of the rivet; but the question
of time being of little moment to the
average tourist, it is better to put in an
hour or two longer and do it by steamer.
The picturesque sceifiéfy may become a
trifle monotonous, and one old castle
which has withstood the assaults of every-
thing but time, looks very llke another,
crumbling to riuin high up on the cliff,
B¢ the trlp down the Rhine, with its
1 of romance and chivalry, its tales of
wicked barons and maidens fair, would
be ideal for thé honmeymoon, and might
even conjure up redollections of that time
of long ago to the seasoned experience of
such worldly persons as have forgotten
all such things, Taking the steamer at the
old fashiomed typlecal German town of
Mainz, post Rudeshelm and {its famous
vineyards to Bingen.
