MISTAKE WAS FATAL

Johnnie Krisko’s Shirt Waist Taken
for a Newspaper by Rifleman.

BOY SHOT THROUGH THE BODY

He Was _Lylng in the Grass When
Hit and Lived but 30
Minuntes.

John Krisko, the 3-year-old son of John
Krisko, a mllkman residing at Columbia
Heights, was accidentally killed yesterday
by a rifie shot fired by Captain Percy A.
Wilton of Company F, 'First regiment,
national guards. The boy was playing on
the rifle range and his white walst was
mistaken for a plece of paper, at which
Captaln Walton fired. The bullet entered
the left side of the body between the fifth
and sixth ribs and came out at the neck.

A detachment of the company went out
to the range yesterday for rifle practice.
Several small boys from the neighborhood
were attracted by the presence of soldiers
but were driven away. A number of shots
had been fired, when one of the men tried
a new rifle. He then hapoded the gun to
Captain Walton, who examined it and said
he would shoot at a newspaper that was
Jdying not far away. He took careful aim
dt the object and. fired. A  little boy
sprang into the air and then fell to the
ground, The men rushed to him, but he
was found to be mortally wounded.

Lieutenant Smith attempted to stanch
the flow of blood and Captain Walton or-
dered a man to summon a physician. Dr.
C. A. Kelsey came soon after the accl-
dent, but eald that the boy was beyond
aid. He dled in about half an hour.

Captain Walton is greatly grieved over
the accident and did all he could to save
the boy's life. Several newspapers. had
been blowing ebout the range and he
mistook the boy's white walst for one of
them. He notified the coroner of Anoka
county and promised to be present at the
Inquest this afternoon.

Exchange company, with a capitaliza-
tion of $50,000,000 and an avowed intention

on the part of the incorporators to revo-
lutionize the grain trade has not disturbed
the Minneapolls grain men to any no-
ticeable extent. Ordinarly’ it might be
supposed that the birth of a §60,000,000
company would be the cause of some ner-
vonsness on the part of men whose lines
of buiness relationship are to be cut,
and whose business must necessarily de-
crease in volume if the new plan succeeds.
Yeét it is hard to find a Minneapols grain
man who shows any interest in the new
scheme, and inquiry for an opinion as to
tha effect of the new combine upon the
grain trade in general is mhet with quiet
smiles. The trade views it as one of
those huge, impracticable schemes that
originate in the minds of promoters and
cobme to the front at irtervals.

E. A. Burrage of Minneapolis, secre-
tary of the South Dakota and South Min-
nesota Grain Dealers’ Association, is in
receipt of a letter from Charles B. Clark
of Chicago, bearing on the new organdza-
tion.
thority on matters pertaining to the grain
trade, and is editor of the Grain Dealers’
Journal. He views the new company as
one of the schemes that always originate
when the country s prosperous, the farm-
ers have plenty of money and it is easy
to get them to buy stock in co-operative
companies which promise to cut out the
expenses of middlemen and secure for the
farmers the commlissions that go to the
man who takes charge of the marketing
of his grain for him, and the profits of the
ccuntry banker who advances him money
when he is hard up. The history of the
country shows ihat these huge schemes
usually come to naught, as illustrated by
the petering out of the plan conceived last
year by J. C. Hanley of 8t. Paul.

‘The Grain Growers' Journ.el glves the
full details of the collapse the Ameri-
can Farm company of Ohlo, which went to
pleces recently after an attack upon it by
Attorney General J. M. Scheets of Ohio.
This wae a combine by which the farmers,
through membership and ownership of
stock, were to be benefited immensely by
the building of their own elevators, their
own flour mills, and by the direct rep-
resentatlon on the Chicago Board of
Trade by one of the officers, who, inecl-
dentally, was one of the promoters of the
plan. It all looked well on paper, but
somehow It failed to work out prac-
tically, and many farmers in Ohio who are
stockholders are seriously worrled over
the poor outlook for the recovery of the
money invested.

MR. TAWNEY’S CREED

Full Text of the First District
Congréssman’s Platform.

HE CITES HIS RECORD IN PRQOF

Favors Tariff Revision, Recliproeity,
Popular Senatorial Elections
and Control. of Trusts.

Some first district papers have criti-
cised The Journal
city dailles for not printing Congressman
Tawney's platform in full. The platform
was given out in Winona, and was not fur-
nished the twin city papers. The Jour-
nal printed the next day all that reached
here, supposing it to be complete. In
order that there may be no complaint on
either side in the first district contest,
The Journal here presents the full
text of Mr. Tawney's statement, clipped
from the Winona Republican and Herald.
Taken in coomection with Mr. Tawney's
article in the Chicago Record-Herald, this
glves his views at length. Mr. Tawney
sald:

I deeire to say to the people of this dis-
trict that if nominated and elected, I will con-
tinue earnestly to serve them and their in-
terest to the best of my ability.

I have no criticlsm to offer upon the posi-
tion of my opponent. His declaration covers
only four of the many important questions to
be. considered and if possible settle by the
republican  party in the next congress.

The revislon of the tariff.

‘Reciprocity.

The election of United States senators by
direct vote of the people,

The enactment of lepsls}a.tion for the regula-
tion and control of trusts and combinations.

The best evidence of my position on these
questions, evidence too that is conclusive, is
the record of my affirmative vote in the last
gesslon of congress upon each and every one
of them.

In that session I cast two votes in favor of
the revision of the tariff; one for thé Bab-
cock bill, greatly reducing the duty on the
products of the steel trust; the other, in
favor of the amendment of the so-called
Cuban reclprocity bill, removing the duty on
refined sugar, the product of the sugar trust,
or one more vote than any repubHcan mem-
ber of the fifty-seventh congress cast in favor
of the reduction of tarift duties.

The Proposed Municipal Baths

Only Partinlly Met.

It's the soap trust and innate modeety
that keep American tramps from sport-
ing in every brook and pool as daintily
as Diana and her nymphs. The tramp is
not averse to bathing wherever he can
find gratultous opportunity. As for
men above the level of the tramp, they
are usually anxious to take regular baths
at least once or twice a week.

If, therefore, the present city hall
should be transformed into a public bath-
house, according to plans now under con-
slderation, the bathers would not be con-
fined to+sthe more prosperous classes.

The tubbing habit is well developed

.among patrons of cheap lodging-houses.
Four of these houses around Bridge
Square advertise “'free baths' upon their
street signs.
. "It pays,” sald the clerk of one of these
hotels. “'Our guests are charged only
156 cents a might, but they get a bath for
nothing—hot and cold water and even
towels. Most of 'em take the baths. Of
course they don’t bathe every day. They
ain't no dudes. but they take a wash-
off once a week and sometimes twice.

“Yes, the baths is runnin’ winter and
summer. In fact, more soap i used here
in cold weather than in hot."”

At the Advance hotel, 117 Nicollet ave-
nue, the Columbia hotel, 111 Nicollet, the
Economy hotel, 110 Hennepin avenue, and
MeNall's hotel, 201 Henenpin, the casual
visitors may secure lodging for a nominal
sum and may baths without expense. At
some of these hotels, however, the bather
is expected to eupply an individual towel.

In the absence of Superintendent C. M.
Btocking of the Unlon City Misslon or
“Life Saving Station,” at 122 Washington
avenue 8, the assistant evangelist, Mrs.
J. A. Bernard, said that the misslon didn't
harbor any tramps, so-called. *“Our men
mostly,” she explained, “are simply ‘down
on their luck." But they are poor enough
and ragged enough, goodness knows, to
satisfy a genre painter. They are often
glad to occupy a_5S-cent cot.

““8till, I believe almost all of these men
would use bathrooms if we had them. We
used to have some before I came here.
Now our baths are out of repair, though
we shall have good accommodations when
we move, Oct. 1, to our new quarters In
the St. James hotel.

““And, though we don't have any bath-
rooms now, 1 have heard enough from
managers of similar missions elsewhere
to be convinced that, no matter how poor
and wretched he may be, the average man
iz glad enough to bathe with reasonable
treqnency.
