“BOB” AT CAMP DOUGLAS

Little Governor Liked by the Men—
Becond’'s Rifle Team.

CAMP DOUGLAS, WIS.—The past week

was an active one on the range, and the

Second regiment did some excellent
shooting. The volley firing established a

‘record for the new system of firing, which

18 twelve shots a company instead of
eighteen, as formerly. The record was
broken by the first battalion as to per-
centage of hits. The average was 168—
within 2 points of the highest score in
the First regiment. The followlng scores
were made by each company in the vol-
ley firing: Company A, 184; B, 123; C,
142; D, 71; E, 181; F, 147; G, 108; H, 77;
I, 161; 'K, 144; L, 217: M, 108.

Colonel George Graham, inspector of
small arms praoctice, ls more than satis-
fled with the success of the camp. The
recent report that he will retire after
this vear created much interest jn his
work. It is doubtful if the state will be
able to secure so competent a man for his
place. He received his present commis-
slon in Jenuary, 18¢6, and has never
missed a day on the range while firing
Wwas in progress.

The members of the regular light bat-
teries are rapidly becoming acquainted
with the guardsmen, and the relations are
most friendly. The Twenty-first battery
is reorganized from Battery D ‘of the old
Fifth artillery, which was in service with
the Second regiment, Wisconsin Veolun-
teers, in the battle of Coamo in Porto
Rico, and often camped near the regiment
at other points in the campaign. There
has been many invitations to share mess.

The visit of Governor La Follette to
the Second regiment brought a good sized
erowd. The governor showed good knowl-
edge of details of camp and military life.
He was tendered a review of the infantry
and Troop A immediately after supper.
Following the review the troop made a
trot and gallop past, and gave exhibitions
in hurdle jumping. After thls a squad of
twenty-five men gave an exhibition of
military rough riding on bareback horses.

“Your troop is an honor to the service
and to the state. The people of the state
should know you better, but all who do
know you are proud of you.” Such was
the words of cheer the governor greeted
the officers of the troop with when he
made a visit to the camp later in the
evening. Every man was introduced to
the governor and he made a brief speech.
On his return to the infantry he was re-
peatedly cheered by the troops. *'Bob,”
as the boys call him, is popular here.

LUVERNE, MINN.

Two of the worst electrical storms that
bave ever visited this eection occurred late
Saturday afternoon and early Sunday morn-
ing. In the afterncon storm the electrical
disturbances lasted about an hour and was
accompanied by a heavy rain fall Little
damage was done during this storm. The
gecond, however, was much more severe and
of longer duration. The storm broke about
1:30 a. m., and for over two hours and a half
the heavens seemed to be constantly illuml-
nated. The steeple on the First Baptist
church was twice struck by lightning and
totally destroyed. A piece of debris was
driven through the roof of a nearby dwelling
bouse. The electric light plant wag entirely
disabled, the transformer at the powerhouse
being burned out, as were also the fuses, con-
nections and meter ‘boxes all over the city.
The telephone system also suffered severaly.

LOW GRADES SELLING .

Good Market. for Lumber Once Ac-
counted Almost Valueless,

DULUTH, - MINN.—There were some
sales of lumber the past week, mostly
low grades and‘at former priceg. The No.
4s have been ‘pratty well plcked up, and
buyers are. mow taking in. 68 and 6s, as
some manufacturers say. ‘A class of lum-
ber is now being sold that was looked on
as practically valueless not long ago, and
that still later furnished payment for the
sawing bills. It Is a class of stuff-that,
on account of frelght, cannot be shipped
from west coast mills, but it I8 gond
enough for the purposes it s used for, and
should not be thrown away, as was the
case when things were different.  Ship-
ments are close to the saw and much
green lumber is being sent down lakes.
This condition will continue to the close
of navigation, and a :good deal of the
dryvest lumber left over at the close will
probably go forward by rall in the win-
ter. .

During July, 2,880 carloads of lumber
were handled Into or out of Duluth, most-
ly into the city from interior wmilling
points for the shipment east. But a con-
siderable quantity, more than would be
expected, was shipped all-rail east and
southeast. The total was an increase of
1,240 carloads over this month last year.
Lake shipments the past week have been
22,000,000 fteat in all.

Members of the Schofield Lumber com-
pany of West Superior are buying Idaho
timber in large amounts. They have
bought about 30,000,000 feet of yellow pine
in northern Idaho and are now e¢ngaged
in colonizing a township of unsurveyed
land with settlers and farmere from Wis-
consin. On this township there is claimed
to be not less than 400,000,000 feet of yel-
low pine, the stand being immensely

heavy. A survey of this land will prob-
ably be made the coming winter. A |
stream is to be Improved and a mill |
will be bullt next year.

The Mionesota Wood Pulp company,
incorporators, G. W., T. §. and L. R.
iMartin of Duluth, capital $10,000, has been
formed here to carry on the business its
rame suggests.

Willlam Carson of Burlington, Iowa, has
sold to Cook & Tourish of Duluth timber
in 60-17 and 61-17 for $100,000. Some
other sales are pending.

The Lake Superior Timber company,
which has works down ‘the north shore,
has sold to the Canadian Paclfic road
5,000 piles each fifty-five feat long, for
the foundation of its large grain elevator
at Fort Willlam. The company is putting
in a large amount of pulp wood near the
Nepigon and its officers are now there
from their homes at Detroit.

DES MOINES, IOWA

Suit for $10,000 has been begun against
Mayor Brenton and officials of the police de-
partruent by Harvev McClurg, sextion of a
church in Valley Junction. At the time of
the Peterson murder, bloodhounds were
brought to the city. One night they were
used to trail down chicken thieves, They
traced the alleged thieves to McClurg's door,
and the officers forced thelr way lnto his
house and examined the premises. He was
indignant, and in consequence of being held
up to public contumely is seeking damages.—
The matrimonial record in Des Moines has
been broken by Louls .J. Brendel, a 22-year-
old youth, who has just teen married to Miss
Gertrude Hunt. ‘Both are residents of this
city. Brendel, on applying for his license,
was recognized by the county clerk as an in-
dividual who had been before him several
times on a similar mission. Inquiry and in-
vestigation showed he was getting 'his fourth
marriage license.—A meeting of the new Com-
mercial Assoclation of Iowa was held in Des
Moines Aug. 26. There are ninety orgaalzed
commercial bodies in the cities of Towa, and
each of these will be urged to send a repre-
sentative.—Word has been received of the
death In California of Isaac Cooper, one of
the most prominent of the ploneers of Des
Molnes, [He was the father wof Mrs. F. M.
Hubbell, wife of the noted milllonaire of this
city. He came to Des Moines In 1845.

BATTLE LAKE, MINN.

H. Steenerson, candidate for congress, spoke
here and made a good impression. He favored
tariffi revision so as to adjust schedules to
new conditions and prevent the fostering of
monopolistic combinations or trusts, yet pro-
tecting American labor from the competition
of the cheap labor of other lands. He favored
reclprocity in general, and especlally with
Canada, and he indorsed the position of Pres-
ident Roosevelt on the Cuban question, and
promised, if elected, to support measures to
carry that poliey into effect. [Trusts, he de-
ciared, originated largely in rallroad discrim-
ination, and he favors as a remedy the resto-
ration of equal rights and privileges in the
transportation service of the country, He de-
clared that under the commerce clayse of the
United States constitution congress had power
to deal with these questlons, and that con-
gressional legislation in this direction could
be made effective, It was an able jpddress,
and his reference to. Cuba was especially
cheered by the audience.

SILVER VS. GOLD MEN

lowa Democrats in the Usual Annual
Serap—State Polities.

DES MOINES, IOWA—There is little
question but that the democratlc state
convention on Sept. 3 will witness a repe-
tition of the bitter struggle of a year ago
between the friends and the opponents
of the Kansas Cliy platform. The sil-
ver men are looking for a determined ef-
fort on ‘the part of the conservatives to
capture the organization and they are
making every effort to’ prevent such a
contingency. That the silver wing of the
party- will be just as completely opposed
to compromise as W. J. Bryan is to the
harmony program of eastern leaders was
made clear at the Polk county convention,
just held in Des Moines, Ex-Congress-
man Walter H. Butler, a republican sil-
ver man, was chosen as permanent chair-
man, the resolutions indorsed the Kansas
City platform in whole and in detall, and
all the proceedings_ were so hopelessly
one-gided that several gold democrats
left the meeting in disgust. Later, they
expressed their sentiments on the situa-
tion in no uncertain terms.

Mr. Butler is being advanced for mem-
ber of the resolutions committee [rom
the seventh district. He says he expects
the gold democrats will make a hard
fight for control. It is expected the lead-
ers in the attempt to get the organization
away from the silver men will . be the
democrats in the second and third dis-
tricts. In both these districts, there will
be strenuous congressional campaigns,
with some prospect of democratlic victory
should the state convention omit refer-
ence to the Kansas City platform. Hence
the democrats in those districts will try
to have a platformi adopted that will not
be calculated to antagonize republican
voters.

In this they will be backed by the
Woodbury county democrats and by dele-
gations from other counties. As things

| stand now, however, it would seem to be

impossible for the ccnservative faction
to control. If it does not, it is conceded
that the congressional contests made by
the democrats will receive a serious set-
back.

Second district democrats believe they
can win with Judge M. J. Wade on the
ticket for congress, providing the state
convention does not go hopelessly Bry-
anwards. The third district democrats
are also stremely sanguine. Their plan
is to adopt a platform in which free sil-
ver plays nmo part and then to draw all
possible from the anti-Henderson element
in the republican party in the district.
Late reports from the district are that
the preachers and religlous element in
the district are likely to go to Boles. It
is known this element is opposed to Hen-
derson on account of his personal habits,
which it has never been claimed are those
of a teetotaler and prohibitionist. .

Senator Claude Porter has consented to
run for congress in the eighth district.
The adoption of a silver platform will be
less detrimental to him, however, or to
John P. Hess, the nominee against Lacey,
than it would be to the mominees in the
second and third dlstrlets. X

The republican congressional conven-
tion in the second district will be held
at Clinton, Aug. 20. There will probably
be four candidates. William Hoffman of
Muscatine, W. H. Wilson of Davenport,
W. C. 'Gregory of Jackson county, and F.
W. Ellis of Clinton.

The prohibiton state convention will
be held the same date, Aug. 20, at Water-
loo. A full state ticket will be put in the
field. State Chairman J. H. Campbell will
not be a candidate for another term on’
the committee.

At the democratic state convention, J.
C. Likes of Des Moines will probably be
choeen committeeman from the seventh
distriet to suecceed G. A. Huffman of Des
Moines, long chairman of the committee,
Mr. Likes was indorsed at the recent
JPolk county convention. It is not {m-
probable he will be the next chairman of
the state central committee.

NEW ULM, MINN.—On Saturday this
city will celebrate the fortieth annivers-
ary of the Sioux massacre of 1862 in a
most elaborate manner. Three thousand
dollars has been subscribed to start the
celebratlon and five bands have been se-
cured.. A band of Sioux Indians from
the lower agency dressed in their native
costumes wWwith. the war instruments of
savage times, will pitch their teepees in
the center of the city. '

LIME SPRINGS, IO0OWA—Mrs. Michael
Noonan celebrated her 108th birthday yes-
terday. She is the oldest llving white
woman in the northwest.

Born in Woodford county, Galloway,
Ireland, Aug. 14, 1794, she has seen five
successlve monarchs rule over her native
country, George I11., George IV., William
IV., Victoria and Edward VII. “And I
just think I'll outlive Edward, too,” she
says, cheerily.

Indeed she seems better equipped for
the contest then the new king, for this
redoubtable old woman of two centuries
ago, sews without glasses, rises with the
birds, makes her own bed, eats at the
table with the family, walks about the
house supported only by her cane, and
talks as intelligently and easily as any
of her descendants. She spends much of
her time doing fine needle work and one
of her pieces of fancy work took first prize
at the Howard county fair of 1901. She
owes her long life to the eating of plain
food and the blood of ancestors who
passed the 100 mark. She spurns physi
clans and has never had a really serious
sick spell in all her long years.

Lynch married Michael Noonan, superin-
tendent of roads in Ireland. Tn 1854 they
emigrated to Newark, Ohlo, and three
years later went to Warnersville, Wis.,
and in 1872 came to Chester, Iowa Mr.

Plans of President Hill for the City
of Great Falls.

GREAT FALLS, MONT.—President J. J,
Hill of the Great Northern railway, wha
visited this city last week, -will erect
2 monster steei and iron plant here, for
which plans have been drawn, according
to information from those in close touch
with the railway man.
