The murder of the German ambassador 
to China and the supposed massacre of 
the entire European population in Peking 
inflamed the whole civilized world. The 
relief and rescue proved to be one of the 
mo3t dramatic episodes of modern t imes. 
The horror of the s iege is st i l l fresh in 
mind. It is this which will lend special 
Interest to the production of "The Siege 
of Peking" by the famous Pains a t t h e 
state- fair week after next . 

The pyrotechnic spectacle "Siege of 
Peking" requires a s t a g e 300 feet long 
The scenic work w a s prepared under the 
direction of Edward H. Kirby, and covers 
10,000 yards of oil painting.* „ It repre-, 
sents the beautiful picturesque city of 
"Peking," the capital of the empire with 
i ts narrow streets and quaint buildings, 
among them being the Temple of Heaven, 
the emperor's palace and other imperial 
buildings and pagodas Also to be seen to 
the right is the Tartar City, drum and 
bell lowers and one of the great gates of 
the wall Near to this gate is the Tsung 
Li Yamen of Chinese foreign office and 
further on to the left are the foreign le­
gations and the great Eastern Gate. 

The scene given is that of the night of 
the imperial ceremonv. The emperor i s 
about to return to the palace after bis 
devotions to the Altar of Heaven, and, as 
upon al l s tate ceremonials , the Chinese 
have i l luminated and decorated in their 
known picturesque manner. Houses 
and bazars are festooned with lanterns 
of every description, with colored l ights , 
with flags and bannerets , 

Hn the center of the stage i s a great 
gate guarding the road leading to the 
Forbidden City. The famed purple palace 
la seen in the distance. From the bal­
cony of th is gate the empress dowager, 
the emperor, Prince Tuan and the court 
are to review a body of the imperial 
troops Everywhere strange devices meet 
the eye. Garlands of flowers hang across 
the s tree ts and form arches under which 
the Son of Heaven (the emperor) must 
pass , the incessant gabble of the crowds, 
the beating of tom-toms, the crackle and 
sputter of firecrackers all bespeak the un­
usual exc i tement of the hour. 

Although, apparently everythng is peace 
and goodwill, through it all runs the 
rumblings of discontent and the mani­
festat ion of hatred for foreigners. The 
narrow streets , the surging m a s s e s of 
men women and children; groups Of Box­
ers and imperial soldiers, criminals , ven­
ders- and fakirs, make an odd contrast. 

Upon th i s scene comes Baron von Ret* 
teler, the German ambassador, wi th his 
secretary, on h i s way to a conference at 
the Tsung Li Yamen. They attract the 
attention of the populace, particularly of 
the Boxers. A hosti le movement i s made 
and in a brief few minutes the German 
minister is murdered by an infuriated 
mob. The secretary escaped through the 
aid of nat ive Christians. It was this 
horrible crime that electrified Christen­
dom and compelled the civi l ized nat ions of 
the world to demand the full measure of 
retributive Justice. 

Fol lowing t h e murder of the ambassa­
dor consternation ensued among the peo­
ple Soldiers and Boxers disappeared, 
fires broke out in the neighborhood of the 
legations and the h o m e s of the foreign­
ers were doomed by the incendiaries' 
fiendish work.

In the second part of the production are 
seen the wal ls of Peking with a v iew of 
the imperial palaces in the d i s t a n t . 
Chinese banners hang defiantly on the 
outer wal ls . The Chinese are ready for 
the coming of the army of relief D i s ­
tant guns announce the approach of the 
del iverers. Closer and closer comes the 
sound of the arti l lery. The advance 
guard of the al l ies appears. The stars 
and stripes of the United States , the 
union jack of Old England, the tri-color 
of France, the double-headed eagle of 
Russia, the blazing red ball and rays on 
the white field" of Japan, the batt le flags 
of Germany, Italy and Austria appear be­
fore the grim wal l s of Peking, behind 
which European and American legations 
are confined. 

Cannons open fire; soldiers advance to 
the attack, the gates are battered down, 
th© wal l s are scaled and the stars and 
stripes and the flags of the a l l i e s age 
planted on the walls . The legat ions and 
the Christians are rescued. This al l oc­
curred on the morning of Aug 15. The 
Russians disregarded the agreement of 
the other commanders and made the a t ­
tack single-handed This was taken as 
a cue for the general attack of all the 
forces. They went at it pell mel l , each 
soldier animated by the same heroic

For hours the batt le raged; the Chi­
nese from the wal ls making stubborn de­
fense Two companies of the Fourteenth 
United States Infantry made a dash for 
the east wall , scaled it, tore down the 
Chinese flag and hoisted the stars and 
stripes. The first Yankee soldier to climb 
the wal l s was a bugler stripl ing of 19 
years. He led the way against every re­
s is tance. For twelve long hours the bat­
t le continued, during which time the 
wal ls were scaled, the gates battered 
down, and Americans, Engl ish, Russians, 
Japanese, French, Germans, Ital ians and 
Austrians fought and forced their way 
through the gates and s treets to the res -
