Governor Cummins 
Will also attend the conference. There 
Will no doubt be an effort to crowd the 
tariff and trust agitation Into the back­
ground. Governor Cummins and his 
friends will fight If there is any move­
ment of a nature calculated to belittle 
the "shelter of monopoly" plank in the 
platform 

Increasing Interest attends the coming 
state convention of the democrats Sept 
3. The recent action of the eleventh dis­
trict democrats In nominating T. M Zink 
of Le Mars for congressman, without re­
affirming the Kansas City platform, was 
unexpected in political circles Reports 
from the eighth district are that the 
antl-reaffirmation sentiment is strong in 
several counties there. This is one of 
several indications that the strength of 
the silver and gold forces will be much 
more evenly divided than last year. Cato 
Sells will head the Benton county dele­
gation and come prepared to fight for the 
Kansas City platform.

BOSK DENIES GUILT 

Alleged Slayer of Deputy Hoffman 
Held to Grand Jury. 

PARK RAPIDS, MINN.—In the matter 
of the murder of Deputy Sheriff John L. 
Hoffman, reported exclusively by T h e 
J o u r n a l on Saturday, the ooroner's 
jurv gave a verdict of felonious death, be­
lieved to be at the hands of Frank Bosk, 
also known as "Frenchy." Bosk was put 
through a sweating process in the pres­
ence of the dead man He never flinched, 
steadily maintaining his innocence. He 
waived examination and was taken to 
Walker to await the aotion of the grand 
jury. 

Hoffman was found dead near the rail­
road track one mile north of Nevis. There 
was a bullet hole through his breast and 
one wound in the forehead Wheh last 
seen he was in pursuit of Bosk, a blind 
pigger, under arrest but who had escaped. 
Bosk was the first to tell he had seen 
the dead man beside the track. He was 
placed under arrest, charged with the 
ciime 

It is thought Bosk overpowered Hoff­
man and shot him with his own revolver. 
Hoffman leaves a wife and daughter, the 
latter the wife of the editor of the In­
dependent at Akeley, and a son 15 years 
old.

Southern Idaho Excited by Late 
Quartz Discoveries. 

BOISE, IDAHO—The discovery of 
quartz mines at Loon creek, Custer coun­
ty, a short distance east of Thunder 
mountain, contributes to keep up an- ex­
citement among the mining men of south­
ern Idaho. Much of the rock brought in 
is covered with flake gold Clarence Eddy 
and Ralph Bane have discovered what is 
said to i be the lost Packer lode, fre­
quently searched for since the early '70's. 
It is twelve feet wide and gives an aver­
age of about $50 a ton. 

A report has just arrived that quart? 
worth $200 a ton has been struck on Deer 
creek, parallel with Grouse and Conyon 
creeks, where the original discoveries 
were made. The belt is already proved 
to be four miles wide and over 200 
locations have been made. 

Men are rushing into the new district 
from Thunder mountain, Salmon City 
and Custer, and more discoveries will 
undoubtedly be made, as Loon creek was 
In 1869 the richest of the placer districts 
of southern Idaho. The gold taken from 
the creek was very coarse and worth 
about $18 an ounce. 

B. T, Livingston, who has just returned 
from Thunder mountain, has located a 
group of claims on Sugar creek, about 
seven miles northwest of the Dewey 
mines, which gives great promise. The 
ore is quartz and carries from $2 to $7 
in gold a ton. It is about 600 feet wide, 
all of which assays. 

MOORHEAD, MINN.—The state normal 
school will open to-morrow with few 
changes in the faculty and prospects for 
an increased attendance. All the rooms 
in Wheeler hall have been engaged by 
young women who are either returning to 
the school or who enter the normal for 
the first time. The wallls of the big addi­
tion to the normal building are approach­
ing completion, but the space in this ad­
dition will not be available till late In the 
fall. The course of study will be enlarged 
this year by the Introduction of manual 
training. The course will include bench 
work with tools, draughting and me­
chanical drawing. As a preparation for 
this work, which, belongs to the normal 
department proper, the Sloyd system will 
be Introduced Into the model schools. A 
course In sewing •will supplement this 
preparatory work in the model schools 
and will be carried on in the normal de­
partment together with the manual train­
ing. This course will be in charge of 
Miss Dora Eaton. The following new 
teachers have been engaged: Miss Helen 
Dow, mathematics; Miss Edith Parkinson, 
primary critic teacher; Miss Edna Hey-
WQod, Intermediate critic teacher; Miss 
Lena Leonard, music. 

DULUTH, MINN.—The tug Carrington, 
while towing the steamer James Watts to 
dock, rolled over and sank. Engineer 
George Jones, colored. Is missing.—Mi­
chael, aged 9> was run down and fatally 
injured by a Fourth street tiar,—Piokiands, 
Mather & Co. of Cleveland have secured 
an option on the lease owned by the 
Elizabeth Iron company to lands In sec­
tion 12, near Hibbing. The Elizabeth ex­
plorations have shown 12,000,000 tons of 
ore The land is owned by the state, and 
the commonwealth will eventually receive 
$3,000,000 in royalties.—Pearson & Faw-
cett of Duluth were awarded the contract 
to build the new Metropolitan opera house, 
to cost $85,000.—A very important discov­
ery of iron ore has been made on the 
Eastern Messabe range in section 4-58-15. 
M. Van Buskirk of Eveleth, Charles Pur-
ton and the Eaton brothers of Duluth are 
interested.

Friday morning. The speed program is 
especially attractive. 

INDEPENDENCE, IOWA—Horace J. 
Cook, son of J. E. Cook, a well-known 
attorney, has been adjudged insane, hav­
ing lost his mind because of the excessive 
use of cigarettes. He took a notion to 
tramp across the state, and, coming to 
the town of Ferguson, attempted to burn 
It. The frightened authorities had him 
arrested, when it was found he had lost 
his reason. He is 18 years old. 

DECORAH, IOWA.—The republican 
county convention for Winneshiek county 
was attended by delegations from each 
precinct.

Slate Made Up for the Election in 
November. ̂  x 

DES MOINESf IOWA.—The state fail-
has closed with a surplus of about $15,000. 
The exhibition was the best In the history 
of the state and one of the most largely 
attended. The slate of new directors and 
officers of the state department of agricul­
ture, who will be elected at the annual 
agricultural convention in November, has 
been pretty thoroughly made up while the 
fair has been in progress. President J C. 
Frasier of Bloomfleld has declined to be 
a candidate for another term- W. W. 
Morrow -of Af ton, now viae president, will 
be made president. C. E. Cameron of Al-
ta will in all probability be eloeted vice 
president, though J. W. Wadsworth of Al-
gona is an avowed candidate. Both are 
now directors. J. C. Simpson will be 
re-elected secretary.' 

The directors whose terms will expire 
this year will be C. W. Phillips of the 
second district, R. T. St. John of the 
fourth, T. C. Legoe of the sixth, John 
Ledgerwood of the eighth and Wadsworth 
of the tenth. All are likely to be re­
elected, though W. M. MoFadden of West 
Liberty, superintendent of the swine de­
partment of the fair, will be a candidate 
against C. W. Phillips. There is talk 
of opposition to St. John. If Wadsworth 
continues in the field as a candidate for 
the vicepresldency. It is probable Senator 
E. K. Wlnne of Humboldt will be brought 
out for the directorship from the tenth 
district. 

The fair management which consists of 
the executive committee of the directors, 
contemplates Important improvements to 
the grounds next year. At the next ses­
sion of the legislature, an appropriation 
will be asked for a machinery hall. 

The Des Moines Waterworks company 
has abandoned the attempt to get $50,000 
out of the Special waterworks sinking 
fund, to aid It In laying "its mains to the 
army post. 

Several years ago, in the administration 
of Mayor John MacVicar, there was ac­
cumulated about $75,000 in a special wat­
erworks fund in Des Moines, to be used 
eventually to erect a municipal water­
works plant. The opponents of municipal 
ownership made repeated efforts to get 
this money diverted to some other use. 
Finally, last winter, aft enabling act was 
passed by the general assembly that al­
lowed this fund, to the amount of $50,000 
to be loaned to the water company. It 
was the opinion of many Des Moines peo­
ple at the time the rial object of the 
movement was to head off municipal own­
ership. But the army post sentiment 
was so strong, and th£ cry that if this 
money was not loaned the company it 
could not provide a water supply for the 
post was so loud, that the measure went 
through. 

Recently, the city council instructed the 
city auditor, John Lucas, and the city 
treasurer, Harry Gross* to turn over the 
money to the water company. Both re­
fused, holding the measure of the assem­
bly was illegal and that acting on legal 
advice, for the protection of their bonds­
men, they would not turn over the money 
unless compelled to do so by the courts. 
The water company has given it out now 
that it will not go to the courts. In the 
meantime, it has bought water pipes and 
is laying them to the army post, and the 
water will be furnished the military re­
servation, even if the city retains its 
money. 

"LABOR DAY" CARNEGIE HALL AT ELLENDALE, N. D. 

SIOUX CITY, IOWA—The Willmar & 
Sioux Falls Railway company has kicked 
up a muss by making a one-fare rate for 
the round trip, for the entire week of the 
Elks carnival at Sioux City, the rate good 
over the entire line. The Western Pas­
senger association gave a "rate of one and 
a third fare for the week, within 200 miles, 
and a one-fare rate good for any two 
days. The Great Northern was not con­
sulted and quietly made the lower rate. 
Now the passenger association IS trying to 
force the Great Northern to come up to 
its rate, but there is no disposition to do 
this and it is likely the other roads will 
meet the low rate. 

MILTON, N. D.—S. H. Oakland, post­
master at Merl, about twelve miles south­
west of here, died, aged 4 years.—A pro­
cess for making an excellent quality of 
buiiding brick, one of the ingredients be­
ing northern hydraulic cement, manufac­
tured near here, has been discovered. Only 
a small proporiton of cement Is required, 
the rest being sand, and the cost of man­
ufacture will be very low, considering the 
extra quality of the brick.

Immediately following the parade the par­
ticipants took cars for Bluffslde park, 
where a program of sports was carried 
out and picnic dinners served. The ad­
dresses were made during the afternoon. 
The; speakers Included W. E. McEwen of 
Duluth* secretary-treasurer of the Min­
nesota State federation of Labor; Mayor 
D. A. Stewart, Professor J. A. Tormey, 
superintendent of the Winona schools, 
and President W. F. Fry of the Winona 
Trades and Labor Council. ' 

SIOUX FALLS, B. D.—Labor Day Is 
being observed in a fitting manner by 
the people of Sioux Falls, business gen­
erally having been suspended for the pur­
pose of giving the labor organizations an 
opportunity to. participate in the various 
features of the day. The parade this 
forenoon was one of the largest and best 
in the history of Sioux Falls. Floats rep­
resentative of the trade or profession 
of the members aocompanied each of the 
organisations. The procession passed in 
review in front of the Cataract hotel, ana 
prizes were awarded for the best float, 
and for the most novel or best appearing 
union, numbers not being taken into con­
sideration. The parade was composed 
solely of unions recognized by the Ameri­
can Federation of Labor, no representa­
tive of unorganized labor being permitted 
to participate. Among the features this 
afternoon were a band concert at 1:15 and 
a ball game between the Sheldon and 
Sioux Falls teams of the Iowa-South Da­
kota League. A grand ball in the audi­
torium to-night will close the day's fes­
tivities. 

SIOUX CITY, IOWA—Labor Day was 
celebrated here this morning by a parade 
of all the members of labor unions. There 
were 800 men in line. This afternoon at 
Riverside park, addresses were delivered 
by Chairman T. J. Berman, Mayor E. W. 
Caldwell, F. R. Conaway of Des Moines 
and Representative M. J. Sweeley of 
Sioux City. - Following this an athletic 
program was carried out. A baseball game 
between Sioux City and Flandreau is on 
the boards. 

MANKATO, MINNT-Labor Pay was 
observed in Mankato for the first time 
as labor here has never before been or­
ganized. A large parade was had this 
forenoon to Sibley Park, where addresses 
were given by Attorneys A. E. Clark and 
Evan Hughes and Rev. H. D. Williams. 
A basket dinner was followed by a ball 
game between the clerks' and painters' 
unions and by various sports. A dance 
to-night will close festivities. The stores 
are all closed and the stone quarries shut 
down. 

LA CROSSE, Wis.—Labor Day was ob­
served here as never before in the his­
tory of La Crosse. Business was prac­
tically suspended and flags displayed from 
many buildings. The street parade this 
forenoon held several thousand members 
of the trade and labor unions in line. The 
program this afternoon was given at the 
shooting park. Speeches were made by 
Mayor Joseph Boschert, John F. Doherty, 
City Attorney W. F. Wolfe and others.

MURDER SUSPECTED 

Dismembered Body of Anoka Boy 
Found by the Track. 

ANOKA. MINN.—Ralph C. Watson, son 
of Mr. and Mrs. H. Watson, met a hor­
rible- death yesterday half-way between 
Anoka and Coon Creek. He was ground 
to pieces under a Northern Pacific freight 
train and several facts point to murder.

His pockets were wrong side out and 
empty, except for his watch, which wa» 
safe in his trousers pockets, tied by a 
string. 

The body was removed to Anoka and an 
examination showed an extensive frac­
ture of the skull. Authorities are looking 
up Watson's associates of the night be­
fore and will endeavor to find out how 
jnuch money he spent in Anoka. County 
Attorney Pratt is inclined to believe the 
man was,killed by a train and robbed 
afterwards.

While at the time the threat was 
made the majority of the people strongly 
resented it, under the impression that it 
was unwarranted, developments since 
Woodford left town a few weeks ago 
have shown that whoever sent the letter 
was in all probability justified. 

It is alleged the girl is only 17 years 
of age, and that the girl's father will 
commence criminal prosecution against 
Woodford.
