\\ould come to-night as far south as Iowa started 
a good buying movement. Frosts were re­
ported over the Canadian l ine las t night, a t 
Haver, Man. Wheat in some sections of the 
northwest was reported sprouting in the shoes 
on account of the excessive rains during Au­
gust . These factors took September wheat to 
r i%e and December to 67%@67%c. Local re­
ceipts were large, at 531 cars, but no contract 
stuff was at hand. Minneapolis and Duluth 
reported 414 cars, making a total for the three 
points of 945, against 435 last week. Deliveries
