The quiet but enjoyable celebration of
the silver anniversary of the opening of
the Women's Boarding Home, under the
auspices of the Woman's Christian Asso-
ciation yesterday afternoon, proved that
organization to be devoted to deeds rather
than words.

The president’s
table was heaped high with fragrant
floral gifts to Mrs. A. H. Lindley in ap-
preciation of her constant labors in the
association from its beginning and as
presiding officer of the Boarding Home
for twenty-one years.

The room was filled with interested
women. The brief program opened with
the usual religious exercises and a song
by Mrs. F. W. Cook. This was followed
by a sketch of the history, alms and
methods of the Woman's Christian Asso-
clation by Mrs. A. C. Morgan. Mrs. A. T.
Hale gave a brlef account of the tempor-
ary home opened on the site of the pres-
ent building in 1874, -when the property
was purchased. The small building bought
with the lot proved inadequate for the
work and the home was closed after two
years until funds could be secured to pro-
vide a suitable building.

The history of the present home was
given by Mrs. Lindley. As at first com-
pleted it had accommodations for twenty-
five women, by enlargement it now ac-
commodates seventy. The building was
slow owing to the difficulty of raising
money, and when it was finished it was
encumbered with a mortgage and had no
heating plant. To provide this last neces-

sity, the Home board declded to open a
lunch room at the old state fair at the
foot of Franklin avenue. Like the enter-
prises of this kind at the bigger fair of the
present, it was. a -success, and so much
money was raised in a good cause that
the board was able to purchase conslder-
able furniture from the receipts in addi-
tion to putting in the heating plant.

Self-sustalning Home.

One point that enabled the women to
ask confidently for donations was that
they could assure all givers that there
would be no further soliciting, as it was
planned to make the home self-sustaining.
This expectation has been amply fulfilled,
for the institution has not only paid run-
ning expenses, but for repairs and other
incidental maintenance expenses.

No exact count of the number who
have lived at the Home has been made,
but 10,000 is given as a conservative esti-
mate, There have been but four matrons
in the twenty-five years, Mrs. G. M. Dor-
land, Misses Susan Hall, Daisy Hall and
Achsah Albertson, the present matron.
Mrs. Lindley, in commenting on the spirit
of the home, spoke especially of the
charming family life that is cultivated by
Miss Albertson. The resldents become
very much attuched to their home and
some have lived within its walls from
five to ten years. Their interest in each
other's welfare is also a marked feature,

Several members of the board have been
connected with the work since its be-
ginning, and speclal mention was made
of the service of the late Mrs. Heard, who

OPPOSE CAMERA EXHIBITS

Some of the Library Directors Start a
Movement to Do Away With
Them.

The question of the relation of the
library board and the Society of Fine Arts
will come up for final adjustment at a
special meting on Wednesday afternoon.
This was declded at the regular meting
of the board yesterday. In this connec-
tion It was proposed to ask the Society of
Fine Arts to eliminate the camera exhibi-
tions of its affillated society, the Camera
club, This resolution was introduced by
Director Jacob Stone but action was de-
ferred. The Camera club united with the
Society of Fine Arts last year and holds
its meetings twice a month in the library
gallery. Exhlibitions of slides are a feat-
ure of the meetings and it is claimed that
the removal of statuary in preparing for
the meeting causes injury to the statuary.
Art matters occupied the attention of
the board chiefly yesterday. The reguest
of the Society of Fine Arts for permis-
sion to hold an exhibit of paintings In the
gallery Sept. 28 to Oct. 12 was granted
with the condition that T. B. Walker re-
lease the library from all liability for in-
jurles that might be done to his pictures

in moving them.

A letter ofy criticism from J. F. Jenks
called attention to the fact that while
Branch C circulates nearly twice as many
periodicals as Branch B, and over 1,000
more than Branch A, the expense of the
latter branches is exactly the reverse ra-
tio.

In
other words, the western consumer is
afraid of oysters in the hot weather
months. L. B. Keller, manager of the
Baltimore Packing company's branch in
Minneapolis, believes that canned oysters
will gradually take the place of bulk, and
with that change some of the old prej-
udice against oysters in summer will dis-
appear. In California where the weather
is warm the year round oysters are eaten
at all times of the year. On the west
coast canned oysters have crowded out
the bulk goods.
