any of the men sought.

The homes and accustomed haunts of
Fdmund Berech, Jullus Lehmann, Charles
F. Kelly, Louls Decker, “Kid" Sheridan,
Churles J. Denny and Emile Hartman
were watched by policemen all night and
these watchers were relleved thls morning
by other policemen and deputy sheriffs.
Willlam M. Tamblir Is in Cleveland, Ohlo,
and Adolph Maders is in Colorado.

("hlet Kiely has offered to place the en-
tire police force, if needed, at the disposal
of the clrcult attorney In aid of the deputy
sheriffs. The places of egress from the
city have been guarded, and bridges. sta-
tlons, ferry and street car terminals are
being closely watched.

About Kelly and Lehmann, who ate now
under heavy bonds, Kelly in a pending
trial, and Lehmann on an appeal, the
police feel less solicitude. They express
the belief that these two are simply try-
ing ta find bondsmen.

Although two deputy sheriffs have been
roarching for him continuously, Delegate
Charles F. Kelly of the twentleth ward,
furmer speaker of the house, seems to
have disappeared. That he Is still in St.
Louls, however, and within a short dis-
tance of friends, is believed. He tele-
phoned to the Four courts late Monday
afternoon and stated to the sheriff that
it would not be necessary to hunt for
him, that he Intended to appear and glve
bond to-day..

BAD MOTIVE . IGNORED

“Strike” or Blackmail Litigation
Must Be Settled on Its
» Merits.

Newark, N. J., S8ept. 9.—Vice Chancel-
lor Emery to-day denied the application
made by R. V. Lindabury, counsel for the
United States Steel corporation, for an or-
der to compel the persons who made affi-
davit in the suit of J. Aspinwall Hodge
and others against the steel corporation,
to come into court to be cross-examined.
The viee chancellor also denied the mo-
tlon made by Mr. Lindabury to dismiss
the bill as an imposition. In his declsion
the vice chancellor said: .y

“The rule is established, I think, that
where the only method of protecting or
aserting a property right of a complainant
fs In .a court of equity, the court cannot
refuse to decide or to hear a complainant
upon a question of right merely because
of ‘hiz imprecper motive in the prosecution
of his rights. That the motive . of a com-
plainant, in prosecuting an equitable prop-
erty right, is to be bought off, is not a
season for dismissing a case and refusing
to try a question of right. ‘The complain-
ant is entitled to have the question of
such alleged equitable right tried.”

THE SAME OLD TRAGEDY

Unfaithfalness of the Wife Followed
by the Killing of Two
People.

New York, Sept. 9.—Charles O'Nell, a
janitor, died in a hospital early to-day and
his wife was found dead in = their apart-
ments with two bullet wounds in her body.
The tragedy followed a quarrel in which
O'Nell accused his. . wife of having been
unfaithful. - According to the story told
by O'Nell shortly before he dled, .he
learned last month that while he thought
his wife was out of the city on a.vacation:
in"reality-she had been stopping at:a hotel
in New York with another man. Last
night he accused.her of this and had told
her that she would have to slgn a confes-
sion. Taking 'an unloaded revolver from
his desk he put it to her head. She begged
him.not to kill her, saying she would con-
fess, "He lowered the revolver and, as he
did so, she ran"from the room. She came
back in a few: minutes, according to
O'Neil, with a revolver and shot him
twice. Immediately afterward she turned
the revolver on herself and '‘fired two
shots. ' Bhe fell, and, it seemed, died in-
stantly. The coroner who went ‘to the
O'Nell apartments found O'Neil's  empty
revolver, but he also found a slip of paper
‘which seems to indicate that O"Neil meant
to load.and use the revolver befgre morn-
ing. On the paper was written'in a man's
handwriting: ‘'Three letters on gas meter
will explain all.” : 5

The letters were adressed to relatives
of O'Nell, and asked for forgiveness for
what he wds about to do.

TAWNEY IS DRAWING
AHEAD IN THE FIRST

THE CONGRESSMAN PULLING AWAY FROM KNATVOLD ON THE
HOME STRETCH

A Careful Review of the First District Primary Contest Made After &
Personal Visit to the Various Counties—The Issues and How
They Have Been Handled.

James A. Tawney and T. V. Knatvold
are drawing their republican congres-
sional contest to a close in the first dis-
trict.» The vote will be cast one week
from to-day. The last week of the bat-
tle will be flerce and snappy, neither ‘side
sparing any effort to gain an advantage.
Senator Knatvold's supporters will put
up a game fight to .the last minute, but
there are evidences that they have small
hope of winning. They have found the
cards stacked against them.

Tawney's men are confldent every-
where and their figures for the district
run all the way from 2,500 to 3,800.
These claims are high, as the situation
stands now, but the “band wagon' vote
may possibly bear them out. A close es-
timate by counties, made on the authority
of impartial and well informed men, gives
Tawney a lead of 1,200, out of a total
of 16,400, .

This campaign has been no summer
pienle for the Winona congressman.
When Knatvold first “swung 'round the
circle,” he had the Tawney men on the
run in all the counties except Winona,
Olmsted and Wabasha. The hurry call
was sent for Tawney, and he came. He
made a personal canvass of. the Knat-
vold strongholds, and in each county
rallled his friends and postmasters. In
the strong Norwegian communities influ-
ential Norweglans were put to work and
& committeemman was secured in every
voting precinct of the district. This was
a big task, for in many localities the old
Tawney standbys were found with the
enemy and they had to be replaced. The
Tawney literary bureau was set to work
under the able guidance of Judge D. E,
Tawney, the congressman’s brother, and
every republitan voter in the district was
reached by personal letters, which to-
gether with the Knatvold circulars, kept
the malls busy. Both sides have poll
lists, and even the most obscure voter in
the digtriet has all the campaign docu-
ments he can read.

The lines began to draw tighter, and
the Tawney reaction set in. In his ten
vears of public service, which have been
active years, Mr. Tawney has done many
things which place the voters under ob-
ligation to-“him. Perhaps his most im-
portant public service was his effort to-
ward the passage of the oleomargarin
bill. The dairymen recognize that they
owe him a good turn, and they have
been appealed to in personal letters,
They have generally responded. ' Then
he has peen active in hehalf of the old.
soldiers, and nearly all of- them &re work-

with. A i

The organization is the main thing,
however, and the Tawney organization is
effective. In nearly all the counties it
represents-the leaders, the men who have
fought and won the battles of past years,

the men more “than anything else that
has kept the Knatvold tide in check.

There is a strong undercurrent of anti-
Tawney sentiment, which taken with
Senator Knatvold's positive strength,
may be depended on to glve him a very
respectable vote. A great many of the
thinking men of the district have been
dissatisfied for years with Tawney's po-
sitlion on tariff questions. Those who
favor revision look on him as a high pro-
tectionist, in spite of his votes for modl-
fication of the tariff. They were es-
pecially displeased. with his stand for
the lumber tariff, which was the demo-
cratic lssue on which Tawney's majority
was reduced in 1900.

This entiment was fanned to flame By

Tawney's course on the Cuban reci-
procity bill. The Minnesota delegation
explained that their attitude was taken
bécause they wanted to force general
tariff ‘revision, and this explanation went
for a while. It soon became apparent,
however, that the delegation was really
blocking reciprocity, and Mr. Tawney
at least gave his reason that “it involved
a relaxation of the protective principle.”
Then it came out that the delegation was
directly opposed to the president and his
pollicy toward Cuba, and for violating our
moral obligation toward the island. Mr.
Tawney's letter to the Chicago Record-
Herald, in which he declared that the
president’s policy favored the sugar
trust, capped the climax.
. This was the opoprtunity for which
Senator Knatvold had been waiting. Just
as popular indignation burst out against
Tawney, Knatvold announced his candi-
daecy. The friends of reciprocity and tar-
iff revision at once lined up under his
standard. Some came out openly, others
staved under cover. 'This feeling is still
strong, and not in the least abated, but
now:the strong argument is the lumber
tarlff, which appeals to the pocket of the
farmer.

Mr. Knatvold at once got the support
of men in every county who were at outs
with the Tawney leaders, the “soreheads,”
ag these same leaders call them. = Thias
*element, strong in some countles, was a
valuable reinforcement.

The Natlonallty Question.

Last, but not least, In importance, came
the- Norweglan vote.  The first district
has a large Bceandinavian population
which is Norwegian rather than Swedish.
Mr. Knatvold's name is a passport to thelr
good graces, and it has been freely em-
ployed. He went, himiself, to the strong-
est Norwegian towns in the other countles
where he was 1ittle'known, and introduced
himself, - In these sectlons two weeks ago
everything looked Knatvold, and still has
a decided tinge. - There has been a re-|
action among the Noweglans, however.
The younger men especlally dre_sensitive
on the subject and apt to resent the use
of the nationality argument. Some of the
Knatvold supporteérs, and even Knatvold
himself, have made the mistake at times
of putting it a little too plain. Men who
would -have voted for Knatvold without
acknoweldging why they._did it, have re-
volted against the proposition when put
baldly at them. )

Other reasons have held many of the
Norwegians in line for Tawney. 'They are
largely Interested in dairying, and Taw-
ney's dalry record in congress appeals to
them. -~ Then the Norwegians generally.
are.strong republicans. They are used to
fighting democrats, and swallowing re-
publican principles whole without asking
any’ questicns.” In other words, they are
radicals on principle'and when the Knat-
vold men opened up on Tawney with the

Tawney on Lumber. 4

The lumber -tariff. talk has not drawn -
Mr. Tawney out to defend his past acts,
but it has produced a statement from him .
that has had.an effect on the situation.
He has announced that he will favor. re-;
moving all the duty on rough lumber, and
reducing the rate on the rest of the sched- .
ule. Conditions have so changed, he says,
that the duty on rough lumber i= no lenger,
needed, and although it would not affect.
the price, it should be removed to admit,
lhe Canadian raw product. - However,
American labor in planing mills, furniture
factories, etc., should stlll be proteced by
a duty on finished lumber and its prod-
ucts.

This statement has taken a good deal of
the edge of the lumber tariff argument,
though Mr. Tawney's friends regret that:
it has been delayed so long. However, it,
has reassured many voters as to their
congressman’s intentions, and many tarift,
revision men have been held to Tawney,-
by this argument:

This is the principal Tawney argument. |
While the bitterness of this fight and the.
disorganization that follows are deplored,,
it is common remark in.the district that
the .contest has been a -good thing, be-
cause it ‘will stiffen Mr.  Tawney's back-
bone and, by impressing on him the feel<
ing of the district, make him.take a,
stronger stand for revision.

Work In Winona County.

In Mr. Tawney's home county ‘there is
no organized opposition to him. He- will
not have the county solid, and opponents
are doing some still hunt. work against
‘him. The danger to Tawney in Winona
county is from a light vote. ° There is
nothing to bring republicans to the pri-
maries but Tawney. The county is demo-
cratic, hence no siruggle for republican
nominations. The supreme effort' of the
Tawney committee Is'to get out the vote.
They have sent a circular letter to every
voter, stating the case to him and urging
him to turn out. It is signed by a com-
mittee of 211, headed by Thomas Simpson
and representing every voting precinet.
This committee will do its best to bring
out the votes, but it is not likely that over
1,800 of the 3,000 republican votes will be
cast at the primaries. Of this number,
not over 300 will be cast for Knatvold,
which will. make Tawney 1,200 to the good
in his own county. : &

‘Wabasha for Tawney.

Wabasha county is strongly Tawney. I
found the county seat practically solid. In
and about Lake City, where there is a
large Scandinavian element, ¥natvold has
some active. friends, but even here Taw-
ney Is belleved to be in .the lead. and the
country vote is generally for him. 7Thers
is a county fight on which will bring out
a fair vote to the primaries, though not.a
heavy one. Of the.1,900 ‘republicans who
voted two years ago, about 1,300 will turn
out Eept. 16. Of this number a libéral
estimate gives Knatvold 400, to 900 for
Tawney.

Fighting Knatvold at Home.

Advices from Freeborn county in
that an organized fight is being ::a.dedti:::‘:

Tawney has
made several sore spots by postoffice ap-
pointments, and each oné of these was &'
nucleus for the Knatvold campaign. But
when Tawney learned the situation, he
jumped right Into Dodge county ' and
worked like & Trojan te bring it back in
line: He spent the week before last'in a
canvass of the county, and left it in the &
hands of some of his best workers. They
now clalm ft ‘for Tawney by’ 200. The
Knatvold men claim it by 600. These es-
timates are wide apart, for Dodge is not -
likely to cast over 1,000 votes at the pri-
meries. In the absence of more dclﬁ !
data, the only fair thing is to split the dif-
fere%‘joe and give the county to Knatvold
by 200. R i
