N e w York, Sept . 11.—John Markle , t h e 
h e a d of t h e firm of G. B. Mark le & Co., 
t h e l a rges t of the individual coal opera­
t o r s in the a n t h r a c i t e field, t o - d a y mad.? 
a s t a t e m e n t r e spec t ing t h e proposed a rb i ­
t r a t i o n be tween the employers a n d e m ­
ployes . 

" T h e r e will be no a r b i t r a t i o n , " said Mr. 
Mark le , " and no s e t t l e m e n t of t h e coal 
s t r i k e in a n y way . W e h a v e no t forgot­
t e n our exper iences on a fo rmer occasion. 
T h e r e had been in ex i s tence from 1885 a n 
a g r e e m e n t wi th t h e m e n in our employ 
prov id ing for the s e t t l emen t , in an a m ­
icable way, of all differences t h a t a rose by 
a r b i t r a t i o n . Th i s w a s t h e r e su l t of a local 
s t r i k e l as t ing th ree m o n t h s in 1885. In

" I n 1897 the re w a s a w i d e s p r e a d s t r i k e 
In the Leh igh region, b u t our m e n stood 
b y the i r a g r e e m e n t a n d neve r lost a d a y ' s 
work . In 1900 J o h n Mitchel l a p p e a r e d a n d 
b e g a n a c a m p a i g n on our p roper ty . Our 
employes p re sen t ed a list of g r i evances , 
a n d I repl ied to t hem, a n d sugges t ed t h a t 
)f o u r a n s w e r s w e r e no t sa t i s fac to ry , t h e y 
could d e m a n d a r b i t r a t i o n u n d e r t h e ex i s t ­
ing a g r e e m e n t . 

"Mr. Mitchel l d i s t inc t ly opposed a n y a r ­
b i t r a t i o n , a s s e r t i n g t h a t w e w e r e ins in­
ce re . F a t h e r Phi l l ips , a we l l -known pr ies t 
of Haz ie ton , of h i s own voli t ion, u r g e d 
t h e m e n to ab ide by t h e i r compac t , a n d 
s u g g e s t e d Archb i shop R y a n of Ph i l ade l ­
ph i a a s the t h i r d a r b i t r a t o r . Mr. Mitchel l 
opposed all of t h i s , s a y i n g t h a t i t w a s a 
bluff. A m e e t i n g of ou r employes w a s 
held, to wh ich Mitchel l c a m e unsol ic i ted, 
a n d m a d e a speech . H e a s k e d m e publ ic ­
ly if I would abide , by t h e a r b i t r a t o r s v e r ­
dic t , a n d w h e n I sa id we would, he t u r n e d 
t o t h e a u d i e n c e a n d p leaded w i t h t h e m , 
neve r the l e s s , to go upon a s t r i ke . F a t h e r 
Ph i l l ips a n d I followed h im. u r g i n g t h e 
m e n to s t a n d by the i r a g r e e m e n t for a r b i ­
t r a t i o n , a n d t h e m e n refused to follow 
Mitche l l s lead.

Almos t daily r io t ­
ing p a r t i e s of severa l h u n d r e d m e n a p ­
p e a r e d upon our p rope r ty , led by Mi tch­
el l 's l i eu t enan t s , in t h e va in effort to com­
pel our m e n to b r e a k the i r a g r e e m e n t .
