‘BIG LOGGING SEASON

Wintér's Crop May Be the Heaviest
the State Has Seen.

DULUTH, MINN.—The Ilumber busi-
ness is very qulet, both in sales and
ghipment. Some manufacturers have

atdck for sale, but the buyers are few
gnd shy. Shipments for the week have
been large, amounting to 13,600,000 feet.
Vessel pates are unchanged and will
doubtless remain in as now till the mid-
dle of October at least, perhaps longer.
The vessel men are under agreement
not to meke any change in rates with-
out glving twenty days' notice, and
at thelr meeting In Cleveland the other
day they adjourned without bringing up
the subject at all. There Is no excuse
for a change till the end of the season,
when there should be added prices for
delivering cargoes on account of the
delays and extra risks.

Cook & Tourish and others have sold
to Wm. O'Brien, of St. Paul, $120,000
worth of timber In towns 60 and 61,
ranges 17 and 18, along the line of the
new Cook & Tourish road.

There will not be much of a eut of
pulpwood on the north shore thls win-

ter, for the Nepigon Pulp and Paper
company will not have mills in readi-
ness to use wood for a longe time, at
the best, and the North Shore Timber
company has cut out lts concession In
which 1t was permitted to export to the
United States. )

The l.ake Superior | Timber ecom-
pany, of the same distriet, will cut a

large amount of piling and long timber
this year, and less pulpwood. This com-
pany will run about 150 men all winter.

Wages will be high the coming logging
sonson, and those who are now I the
woods are paying from $35 to $40 a
month for geood men. Men are scarce,
many having gone to the harvest fields,
which makes a temporary severe short-
age. It !s hoped that when the harvest
is over they will be reasonably plenty.
Raliroad work through this part of the
state has drawn off many hundred men,
but this will be over shortly.

The indleatlons are for the
logging operation in morthern Minne-
sota that the state has ever seen. There
will be an immense crop of logs in the
district north and east of the upper Mis-
elssippl and Red Lake, where new
roads have made the whole country as-
sessible, The country north of Bemidji,
whose logs go chiefly to Minneapolls,
will be especlally active.

Evolution of Duluth Banks.

The banking situation at Duluth is
undergoing many changes. The present
indications are that the proposed $500,-
000 Federal Natlonal bank, which was to

largest

be opened by E. D. Nelson, of Ironwood;
Peter White, of Marquette, and others,
may possibly not materiallze, but that

instead some of the projectors are be-
coming heavily interested in one of the
large banks mow in the city. They are
gald to have purchased fmportant blocks
of stock already and to be negotlating
for enough to give them a majority.
Certain changes in officers, largely in the
line of promotions, will take place. This
deal, If carried out according to inside
rumors, wiil give much pdditlonal
strength to the bank. Messrs. White,
Nelson and assoclates may, however,
persevera In thelr efforts to open a bank.

Then, A. R. Macfarlane and assoclates
have secured a charter for the City
National bank, capital $500,000, all pald
in, and expect to be In operation by
winter. Mr. Macfarlane s almost the
original banker of Duluth and has been
pssociated with important financial oper-
ptions for twenty-five years. With him
In the City bank are miny strong local
men, representing wholesale and mer-
chandising interests.

John R. Mitchell, cashier of the Wi-
nona Deposit bank, has bought the char-
ter of the Duluth Savings bank and will
open it with ' §100,000 capltal” in about
thirty days. With Mr. Mitchell, as cash-
fer, will be J. W. Syder, of Akron, O,
now = secretary of a '‘large trust com-
pany, as well as several local men of
prominence.

HOUGHTON, MICH.—With flags flylng
pt half-mast the steamer Oscoda and two
barges came into :port yesterday after-
non. Frank, the §-month-old son of Frank
Nolds, chief engineer of the Oscoda, had
dled on the trlp down from Ashland to
Portage Lake.—Arrangements have been
made for an elaborate ball to be given
this evening by the Upper Peninsula
council of the Commerclal Travelers’ as-
sociation of America. Large delegations
from Marquette, Ishpemling, Negaunee
and other iron country points will attend.
—Peppard & Sons, of Minneapolis have
about completed their work on the new
coal sheds for the Portage Coal & Dock
company.—The steamer City of Rome is
ashore at Betegrls, north of here, on Ke-
weenaw point. She has a cargo of 2,800
tons of Iron ore, and is owned by J. H.
Gllchrist of Cleveland. .

WEST SUPERIOR, WIS.—There are
over 200 men who supposed they would
have steady jobs on the coal docks here
this winter, but who are beginning to
look elsewhere. The cause is the fact that
the dock companies have given up hope
of getting any hard coal this fall. By
Oct. 1 there will probably be not much
over 1,000 tons at the head of the lakes,
The Superior docks do about one-third of
their business in hard coal and they will
have to cut down forces accordingly.—
Rev. J. V. 8anderson of Wilcox, Pa., has
accepted the eall tendered him by the Pil-
grim Lutheran church of this eity. He
will begln to-morrow _as successor to Rev,
J. O. Linner, who resigned recently to ac-
cept a pastorate at Nor h Branch, Minn,

WILLMAR, MINN.—This city will ask
congress for a postoffice bullding next
year. The receipts for the current fiscal
vear will make Willmar a second class of-
flce. The first six months, just closing,
show 3800 more recelpts than for the same
perlod last vear. The last year brought
in $7,300, and at the present rate the year
ending March 31, 1903, will show receipts
far in excess of the $3,000 necessary to put
this city In the second class. Willmar is
the largest city in the new seventh dis-
trict, which has not a federal bullding In
all its length and breadth. The first con-
gressman from the district, whoever he
may be, will be expected to use his efforts
in landing the prize for this growing city.

MURDER AND SUICIDE

Frightful Tragedy on a Principal
Thoroughfare at Sioux Falls.

BIOUX FALLS, 8. D.—J. P. Harrington,
a local business man, shot and instantly
killed Inez Borst, his divorced wife, last
night, and then fired a bullet into his swn
heart, dying instantly.

The couple were marrled seven years
ago, but after llving together until two
years ago she left him and procured a di-
vorce on the grounds of cruelty,

Since that time Harrington has attempt-
ed to induce her to remarry him. These
efforts were unsuccessful, and termfinated
in the tragedy.

So annoying became the man’'s impor-
tunitles that the woman evaded him,
making it difficult for him %o see her, In
order to meet her and commit the crime
which evidently had been carefully
planned. Last evening he sent her by a
messenger boy a purported telegram,
which read:

“Inez, meet me at the corner by the
hatter's, just opposite the courthouse. I
am going to Salt Lake at 4:30 in the morn-
ing. Meet me at 9 o'clock. .

—"J, P, Harrington.”

She met him as requested, and at 9:15
thelr dead bodies were lying on the side-
walk within 200 or 300 feet of the court-
house.

Scores of persons were on the street at
the time. Deputy Sheriff Crooks was only
a short distance away when the first shot
was fired, but before he could reach the
scene, the murder and sulcide had been
committed.

The woman was shot thre times—in the
shoulder, the heart and head. After the
first shot was fired, she attempted to push
the murderer off the sidewalk, but failed.

REFORESTATION

Go;'d(mn{ent Experiments fo' Be
Made on Chippewa Reserve,

CASS LAKE, MINN.—Gifford Pinchott,
chlef of the' bureau of forestry, E.
Bruse, officlal timberman, and other offi-
clals are In the Chippewa reservation
country making a start under the provi-
sions of the Morris. timber bill, Mr. Bruce
has charge of the work in the fleld, select-
‘Ing about 230,000 acres for reforestatlon,
and Mr. Pinchott is here in a supervisory
capacity.

The reforestation of these lands is one
of the most important jobs brought before
the bureau. The lands are to be made a
forest reservation under control of the
bureau. A certain amount of ripe tim-
ber s to be sold annually, and the land
will be reforested according to the most
advanced ideas of the bureau.

For the first time, therefore, the gov-
ernment is making an attempt on a large
scale, to have economlical logging opera-
tions conducted along forestry principles.
A tract of thirty square miles is to be
aperated along these lines, and it is the
selection of these lands that is occupy-
ing the attention of Pinchott and Bruse
and their assistants.

It is expected that contracts for log-
ing blown down, burned and other like
timber will be made in a few days under
the charge of Major G. L. Scott, agent of
the Leech Lake reservation. Efforts will
be made to log this timber and get it out
before deep snows interfere with -the
work.

ROW IN THE BOARD

Iowa State College Trustees Jangle

—Secy. Wilson May Land. - -

DES MOINES, IOWA—The trustees of
the Iowa State college, it has developed,
engaged In a general row at their meet-
ing this week. They were in session
until almost mildnight, trying 'to agree
over the gquestions of erecting bulldings.
Governor Cummins and the agricultural
committee wanted to erect an agricul-
tural bullding at once. Another faction
wanted to delay the agricultural build-
ing and erect an administration build-
ing. The governor and his followers
were turned down, but it has not been
fully settled what course will be taken.
Another meeting will be held next Tues-
day and an Interesting time is expected.

Another question over -which the trus-
tees split was the allowing of three
months’ salary to President Beardshear's
widow. President Hungerford, of the
board of trustees, and several others
opposed  this. Governor Cummins held
it ought to be-allowed unanimously, say-
ing the president had virtually given the
best of his life to the college, and the
people of the state would justify such
a step. In the end, the allowance was
made, and Mrs., Beardshear will receive
about $1,100. !

In the naming of a committes to look
up a suitable man for the presidency and
report, the faction favorable to Secre-
tary Wilson seemed to control. The re-
port going the rounds now, on the au-
thority of one of the trustees, is that
Secretary Shaw, who has friends on the
board, is pushing the movement to have
Wilson seleoted, in order to get Wilson
out of the cabinet. The advantages of
this to Shaw, it Is sald, are that it
would enhance his own Iimportance In
the cabinet from an Iowa viewpoint and
make him the principal channel through
which Iowans could get at the head of
the administration. .

It has developed that among the hun-
dreds of letters recently received by Gov-
ernor Cummins on the Iowa platform, is
one from Becretary Wilson. The latter
endorses the platform in strong terms.
Governor Cummins has refused to give
out the contents of the letter, and of
several others from prominent public men
outside of Iowa, which are said to be
little short of sensational in thelr com-
mendation of the ‘“no-shelter-to-monop-
oly'" plank.

Governor Cummins has issued a pro-
clamation recommending that services in
honor of President McKinley be held
in all churches Sunday, Sept. 14, the
anniversary of the president's death.

WORTHINGTON, MINN. — Yesterday
was the last day of the Worthington dis-
trict fair. The attendance was between
6,000 and 7,000, the largest of any. Gov=-
ernor Van Sant spoke in the large pa-
vilion, but it would not accommodate
one-half of those anxious to ‘hear him.
