Discussed at Minneapolls Churches—Dr.
Hutsinplller's Remedy for Strikes
— The 8-Hour Plan.

Sermons in the various churches on the
employers and employes’ convention at-
tracted large congregations last night.

“The man who works
elght hours a day has more leisure than
the man who puts in ten hours a day, and
is correspondingly better fitted to do
good work,” he said.

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A+ JALUED. TROPHY

Minnesota National Guardsmen Are
Impatient to Meet Illinois for
‘Washburn Trqphy.

It Has Been in Possession of Illinois
for Eleven Years—Prospects
Are Good,

Telegraphic advices announce that the
Illinois national guard has selected a state
team to defend the “Washburn trophy
against an expécted challenge from Min-
nesota, and publishes the names of mem-
hers of the team. This news comes as a
surprise to those most Interested in the
Minnesota national guard rifle work, as
negotiations had been under way for some
time to revive interest In the “Military
Rifle Association of the National Guard of
the Northwest,” but it was thought that
the Illinols guardsmen were preparing to
refuse to notlce the challenge, inasmuch
as they had held the trophy unchallenged
for eleven vears. ‘I'he news of their evi-
dent interest in again defending the trophy
is received with much joy in Minnesota..

Immediately after-camp, Adjutant Gen-
eral Libhey wrote to the adjutant general
of Illinois, stating that Minnesota would
select a team this fall to compete with
Ilinois for possession of the trophy. The
snswer was not most cordial and asked
thal a copy of the rules and regulations
which governed the contest be forwarded.
These it has been Impossible to find. No
one seems to know whether any are in ex-
istence or not.

General Libbey then wrote to the adju-
tant generals of the other states inter-
estad, asking concerning the rules govern-
ing the contest, and at the same time ask-
ing each to prepare & team to enter the
contest. All approved the plan and will
enter, except Wisconsin, which claims
there is no appropriation now available to
pay the expense of & Wisconsin team.

In all probability the contest will be
arranged for next year and the other
states will enter. Minnesota already has
two platessnscribed on the trophy. One
more winning and the trophy will belong
to the state team.

The Washburn Trophy.

Very few of the members of the na-
tional guard at present are famillar with
the Washburn trophy.

It was presented In 1887 and is called
“The Buffalo Hunt,” a beautiful work of
art in antique silver. It was glven as a
prize for interstate rifle competition by
W. D. Washburn of Minneapolis, then
United States senator. Oct. 8, 1887, teams
of twelve men each from the states of
Alinnesota and Wisconsin competed for
the trophy at the Fort Snelling range.
The trophy was awarded to Minnesota by
a score of 959 to 915. Sept. 28, 1838, the
interstate competition again took place at
Fort Snelling, Iowa entering upon invita-
tion. The result was: Wisconsin. 964;
Iowa, 864, and Minnesota, 984. . ;

:Owlug to;an unhappy misunderstanding
between ~Adjutant General Chapman 14
Wisconsin and Adjutant General Seeley
of Minnesota, growing out of the alleged
ineligibility of one of the Mh:mesota team
at the 1888 corapetition, Wisconsin de-
clined to particlpate further, a.n_d conse-
quently no interstate competition was
held in 1889, At the next meeting of the
Wisconsin National Guard Association
held in Milwaukeé, Adjutant General John
H., Mullen of Minnesota attempted to

straighten out the tangle and promised to!

out the old score and begin anew.
'\1“‘%{? offer- was kindly and fraternally re-
ceived by the Wisconsin agsociation and
cordially approved by the national guard
of Minnesota.

The National Guard of the Northwest. ;
““A mectinl of the“adjutant generals of
Wisconsin, ' Iiiniols Towa,- Tndlang, -Mich-
igan and Minnesota was hold at Chicago,
Jan. 14, 1890, to consult. Out of this grew
the Military Rifle Association of . the Na-
tional Guard of the Northwest. General
Vance of Illinols was chosen as . presi-
dent; General Burchard of Wlscunal'n vice
president and Colonel Goldin of Wiscon-
sin secretary. This assoclation decided
to have an annual interstate competition.
among teams of ten men each, all to be
bona fide national guardsmen, and that
only Springfield service rifles and original
service ammunition should be used.

The first annual competition of this as-
sociation was held at Camp Douglas, Wis.,
Sept. 9-12, 1890, Teams from Wisconsin,
Towa, Illinols, Michigan and Minnesota
competed. Lieutenant Colonel Reade, U.
S. A., then a captain, had charge. The
battle was good naturedly fought and won
by the Minnegota team with a score of
2,384; Wisconsin, 2,378; Illinois, 2,366; Towa
2,296; Michigan, 2,225. No unpleasantness
of any kind was noted.

The second annual interstate rifla com-
petion took place at Bpringfleld, Ill., Sept.
7-12, 1891. That year Michigan dropped
out. The result of the competition was as
follows: Illinoils, 2,877; Wisconein, 2,669;
Minnesota, 2,582, and Iowa, 2,688, thus giv-
ing the trophy to Illinols. 4

At the coneclusion of this contest there
was a feeling that a combination had been
formed whereby the trophy went to Lli-
nois. This feeling was brought about by
the fact that during the skirmish firing
the lowest team in the contest fired sev-
eral shots upon the targets of the winning
team. Thus Wisconsin was beat out of
the honors by a very small margin, Thus
ended the interstate competition and I1-
linois has continued to hold the trophy vh-
challenged for eleven years.

The last competition took place In 1491,
and since then no attempt has been made
to revive interest. It is impossible to
find the rules that governed these compe-
titions, but an earnest endeavor is being
made, and no doubt Illinois will be called
on 1 ext year to defend the trophy.

North and South Dakota each have a
good national guard organization now and
they will undoubtedly seek to enter the
interstate competitions, and possibly Mon-
tana.

Much interest in the subject 18 manifest
in Minnesota, and at the coming winter
meeting of the National Guard Officers’
association In 8t. Paul a call will also
probably be issued for the organization of
the Minnesota Natlonal Guard Rifle asso-
clation. Enlisted men will be allowed
membership.
