PLAY SHOWS SPEED

Varsity Football Team Puts Up a
Snappy Game Against Central
High School Men.

St. Paul High Eleven Ties Second
- Team—Minnesota Rooters
£ Are Much Encouraged.

For the first time in three years the varsity
football team succendod In crossing the goal
Mne of the plucky Minneapolis Centrul high
school eleven in yesterday's game on Northrop
fleld. In twonty minutea of snappy pluy the
gophera scored five tovchdowns and Rogers coun-
verted three of these into gomis. {

The St. Psul Central high team succeeded in
bolding the second. varsity team down to a
‘eipher. The light but gritty lads from the saint-
ly eity put up a sirong defense, the work of
MeGrogor at left  end belng eepgulall_\' notes
worthy. The second team played regulation Min-
|nesota football. 'Fbut §8 to say, they per-
formed in a listless, careless manuer, until the
time was too far gone to score, ‘Then they
started fo to play the game as it should be
played, keeplng up the spurt for balf a dozen
downs at the end of which time was called.

It wag the sama kind of play whieh has lost
Minnesota varslty teams any nomber of games
in time past. ‘The second eleven had little dif-
fieulty In gainlng ground wben they rvefrained
from fumbling and did not confuse the signals.
The fumbles, however, were quite frequent
enough to destroy all their chances of scoring.
Onoe with the ball on the high school's two-
lyard lne, MecGregor got the sphere on a fumble
and sprinted thirty-five rards before he was
downed by IMarcldson.

VARSITY'S PLAY FULL OF GINGER.

The play in the second contest was decldedly
‘encoursging. In point of speed and ginger the
iplay left little to be desired. The varsity start-
ed after the hizh schoo) boys the, minute the
‘'whistle blew, mml In about three minutes had
batterad thelr way nleety yards down the fleld
for a touchdown without a check. "This sort of
procession contluued throughont the game, save
‘Wwhen an oceaslonal fumble gave the high school
the Lall.

Harris ran the varsity beantifully, and repeat-

dly put the plays off before the high school
hays had gotien thelr places In the line. It
was the fastest, snapplest play  ever seen on
|Northrop fielil at this time of the year, and in
ipoint of speed the work was fnlly up to the
msual varsity form in championship games.
" On the whole the fumbling was much less
frequent than is usual in the firet games of the
Beason. Most encouraging of all, however, was
the disposition to play the game at the start,
at the finish and all the time between. "The
eleventh lhour brace characteristle of lest year's
team was forestalled by a first hour brace.

BCIENCE IS LACKING.

In polnt of science, it must be admitted thnt
the play left much to be desired. The line-
guen, although outclassing thelr opponents in
weight, failed usunlly to opeg holes for the
‘backs. and the varsity made Its gains largely
through the speed of the play and the superior
welght of the men. Time and agein runners
were tackled at the line, bhut excess beef enzbled
them to shake off thelr opponents and plow
through for good gains, The backs, on the
other hand, did good work in clearing the way
|for the llnemen to earry the ball, and Rogers,
Van Valkenburg and Smith and Flyon did good
work in advancing the sphere. TRogers, espe-
elally, showed good judgment In picking his
(holes,

Individual eriticism of the varsity’s play is
(hardly possible on account of the one-sided char-
lmcter of the game. The work of O'Brien and
‘Davies fu advancing the ball, as well as that of
the four linemen previously mentioned, was ex-
leallent. Both these meun appear to be half-
backs of varslty ecaliber, They possess the
two most essentipl quallties for a successful
jhalf, speed and unerve, lo a high degree. Lig-
jgett's reckless llne Lmcking evoked some ap-
plaunse; the decollette character of his uniform
evoked jnore,

The work of the team in handling and running
back kickoffs, on the whole, left much to be de-
sired. No criticlsm can be made of some other
features of the game, becaouse no opportunity for
guch critisim was giveln. The varsity dld not
punt once, so that thelr work in this respect can-
not be sized up. On the whole, the exhibition
was encouraging.

Knowlton and La Feos were both out In
nniform at the close of the games, and practieed
punting for a short while. Ther will probably
be out for regular practice to-day.

SCRUBS HAVE PRACTICE GAME,

Following the wvarslty game, the third and
fourth teams, under Captains Nye and McCarthy,
respectively, were pltted against each other in
twenty minutes of flerce play.

In the ganwe between the third and fourth
tenms, some fast work wag done on both sides.
and for the first half of the play neither side
®Beored. Then Nye secured the ball on a fumble
pnd ran twenty-five yarde for a touchdown for
the third team.

After that some fost work made it look as
though the third team would score again’ but a
fumble gave Burdick the ball for a run of nearly
elghty rards and a touchdown, which tled the
EBcore.

Where
practieally new teams are belug built up, as &t
Chicago and Northwestern, this means that there
will be many changes in the line-up before the
coaches fiually ‘settle on the men to make the
elevens. .

1t 18 most gratifylng to read the favorable
reports from Evanstoan. Northwestern has done
considerable backiug up in athletics during the
past couple of years and every one who goes to
foolball games would be glad to see n sirong
eleven wearlng purple jerseys.

In the east the Harvard squad got their- first
serimmuage work yesterday. ‘There is plenty of
football material at Cawbridge, but it is not
of the kind much wanted.

It was the
largest squad of football players ever seen om
the Northwestern gridiron, sund Tralner Hempel
senrrled around for an hour before he could find
enongh padded clothes to accommodate the nu-
merous asplranta for football honors. The
trulning table, with quarters in the clubhouse
adjoining the grand stand, was opened yester-
day, with aull of the. candidates Invited. Selec-
tlon of the varslty squad will probably be made
some tlme this week.

Champaign, Ill.,, Sept. 23.—The Illlnole foot-
ball eandldates started out on a hard week's cam-
palgn last evening. Serubs were pitted agalnst
regulars, and both teams played with vim. The
defensive work of both first and second teams
was the feature of the practice.

Chicago, Sept. 23.—Football men at the Tn-
verslty of Chleago who are working hard to gain
a place at the tralping table, which 18 to be
started soon, bave begun to Indulge dally in
hard, flerce practice. Yesterday afternoon Stagg
kept the blg fellows at work for over an hour
and a half, closing the strenuous exerclse with
a scrimmage of twenty minutes. In the fore-
noon, the Chicago coach gathered his playvers
about bim and gave them a general lecture on
the minor polnts of the game, in addition te In-
strueting them in o few of the plays peculiar to
Chicago. The squad showed some Improvement
yesterday in the serimmage.

Cambridge, Mass., Sept. 28, —Harvard began
her second week of football practice yesterday
with an eventful practice. For the first time,
two elevens lined up for a scrimmage, playiug
for six minutes. The game was between Squad
A and Squad B, and while the game waa on there
was some good, lively fighting. The men eutered
the practice with a splirlt that will do much to
make this season what last senson was.
