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SECRETARY SHAW
TRIES TO HELP

He Meakes a Statement of What Is
Being Done to Help the Bus-
) iness Interests.

He Says That All the Rumors Re-.
garding Experiments in Finance
Are Unanthorized.

All Interest Maturing Between Oct.
1 and the End of the Year
Will Be Anticipated.

Washington, Sept. 25 —Secretary Shaw
to-day gave out the following statement:

“Money once coverad into the treasury
(and this, of course, includes the subtreas-
urles) eannot thereafter be deposited in
banks. All custom receipts are by law
payable to the treasury and subtreasuries,
The only fund therefore avallable in the

banks Is the internal revenue and miscel-
laneous receipts before they have been
actually covered into the treasury. This
amounts to about half a million per day
and since the stringency arose has been
steadfastly returned to elreulation. This

policy will be continued for thirty or sixty
days if needea, and longer if necessary.

*In the meantime national bank circu-
lation has been Increased about $7,000,000,
largely induced by the distribution of de-
posits and the further Increase to the
amount of $5,000,000 is assured.

“All rumors of experiments have been
unauthorized by the treasury department.
It is to be hoped that the public will place
no credence In vagaries started by Irre-
sponsaible and untrusted men of the street.
It Is also hoped that the country will
understand that the treasury department
to the extent of its ability will stand by
the banks, east and west, north and south,
and 1t Is hoped also that the banks will
stand by every business and every interest
that is worth protecting. »

“The only way to get money out of
the treasury into circulation after it has
been actually covered in, is by the pay-
ment of the legal obligations of the gov-
ernment. These may be anticipated.
The department did anticipate the Oe-
tober Interest. It now offers to antlelpate
all Interest maturing between Oct. 1 and
the end of the flseal year, if presented
within sixty days, at a rebate of two-
tenths of 1 per cent per month, which is
at the rate of 2.4 per cent per annum. In
other words, these obligations will be pre-
paid at such a rate as to allow the gov-
ernment to profit thereby at 2.4 per cent
per annum. The amount maturing be-
fore Juna 30, 1003, is, in round figures,
$20,650,000, The profit to the govern-
ment, If this offer shall be accepted, will
be, In round figures, $220,000,

“There will be no experiments tried and
no policy adopted until after mature de-
liberation and no feelers will be sent out.
Anything to the contrary should be dis-
credited."”

Regarding the published report that he
had resigned, Secretary Shaw said:

T denied this rumor in Chicigo. It
would seem unnecessary to repudiate-a
story that has no author and is built upon
o false assumption” and is enlarged upon
simply to fill space. The presfdent and
secretary of the treasury are in thorough!
harmony. On this there need be no doubti
If the speeches made by the president and

secretary be read and compared instead of
the headlines."

WALL STREET'S TROUBLES

The Money Market Is Erratic—Northern
Securitles Freely Sold.
New Tork Sun Special Sorvica

New  York, Sept. 25.—In Wall street,
yesterday, was noted some heavy selling
for the London account on -balance, and
there wns a report that some of the sell-
Ing reflected selling in the London mar-
ket by John W. Gates, who is abroad.

The unsettled conditlon extended to the
Broad street curb market, where the ear-
ly feature was liquidation in volume of
Northern Securitles stock.

The sterling exchange market was very
erratic. On the basis of the quoted rates,
engagements of gold for import from Ru-
rope at a profit were not possible. The
White Star steamship Majestie, which ar-
rived yesterday, brought the first lot of
gold from London. It Is a consignment
of about $1,000,000 to the National City

bank. The bank is understood to have
$1,500,000 more on the way.

This gold helps offset the money loss
#o far this week by the loeal banks to

the United States subtreasury. The sub-
treasury transferred for banks vesterday
§100,000 In curreney to New Orleans and
$500,000 to Chicagn. At the same time
the banks lost to the subtreasury $646,000
on account of customs payments., It was
roughly flgured that since Friday the net
loss of the banks to the subtreasury has
been about $1,200,000. It was learned that
the local banks made yesterday some
heavy direct shipments of currency to
interior points,

The general banking opinion was that
whatever the rates for call money, money
on time is likely to command seiff rates
for the immediate future. For ninety-
day periods, money was loaned vesterday
at as high as 6 per cent a year and a
commisslon of 1 per cent—equivalent to
a yearly charge of 10 per cent. There
was  considerable  diversity of  opinon
ammg brokers as to how much the liqui-
dation in the stock market had relieved
the situation,

A disposition was evident in some Wall
street speculative quarters to attempt to
throw bhlame upon the loeal banks and
trust companies for the sharp smash in
Btock market prices. One story that was
circulated was that, after the bank state-
ment came out on Saturday last, a meet-
ing was held by half a dozen of the most
prominent local bank officers, and they
deecided to put the screws on the western
speculative  contingent, whose loans
amounted to many millions of dollars. -

Philadelphia dispatches reported that
Robert Koons & Co.. members of the
Philadelphia stock exchange, had suspend-
ed and that the firm was carrying a large
amount of Reading.

RIOTOUS STUDENTS

One of Them in Jail on Charge of
Felony.

Berkeley, Cal.,, Sept. 25.—As a result
of a rlotous diversion by students of the
University of California one of thelr num-
ber, Winfleld Reed of Santa Barbara, Cal.,
is in jail with a charge of felony con-
fronting him and others are likely to be
Incarecrated for equally serious and
minor offenses. The trouble grew out of
the big rally to the football team. About
609 students took possession of a local
train, put out the lights, turned on the
handbrakes and demolished the entire fur-
nishings. Winfield Reed, was detected In
the act of putting on the air brake and
was arresied. The students rushed to
his rescue and a desperate fight ensued,
but Reed was finally placed In jail. The
boys tried to storm the place but were re-
pulsed. The law makes Reed's offense a
felouy. President Wheeler of the univer-
sity said he saw no reason why the law
should not take its course in Reed's case,
‘as his offense was serious.

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CLUBBED 10 DEATH

seal was clubbed to death to-day near the
Grassy Island colllery, within less than a
mile of where the Thirteenth regiment is
in camp.

Mine Workers, He returned to work a
few weeks ago, and thereby gained the
enmity of the other members of the union.
No arrests have becn made.

I know that one company is
employing at present 20 per cent of its
regular force of employes.”

Two Hundred Cars of Coal Handled.

Harrisburg, Pa., Sept., 25.—The big
breaker at Willlamstown was operated
yesterday and over 200 ears of coal were
handled. No interference was attempted
by the strikers. The breaker at Lykens
will be started to-morrow to run out the
coal mined this week. Both bulldings
wil be strongly guardeid. There are over
360 men at work in the mines in the Ly-
ken region, which is in the lower end of
Schuylkill county.

MR. TOWER IS CHOSEN

The Russian Ambassador Is Named
to Succeed Mr. White
at Berlin.

Berlin, BSept. 25.—President Roosevell
has chosen Charlemagne Tower, ambas-
sador to Russia to succeed Mr. White as
ambassador to Germany. Notifleations of
this decision and that Mr. White's letters
of recall had been issued by the state de-
partment have reached the foreign office
here.

The appointment of Mr. Tower had been
expected here for several weeks. As he
was passing through Berlin six weeks ago
he gave a hint to one or two of his friends
that he might be transferred to this court.

Mr. White will probably not have his
farewell audience with the emperor Nov.
7th, his birthday, as had been provision-
ally arranged. because his majesty leaves
Nov. 5 for England. The retiring ambas-
sador, therefore, is not likely to present
his letters of recall until about the middle
of November.

TREATMENT OF JEWS

Secretary Hay's Note Now Attract-
ing More Attention.

Paris, Sept. 26.—Secretary Hay's note to
the powers on the subject of Roumanla's
treatment of the Jews, of which slight
notice was at first taken, under the Im-
pression that it would lead to nothing, is
now attracting more attention in the
French press and In official eircles here.
It Is practically certain that the French
government will support a movement
among the powers to put pressure on Rou-
mania in favor of better treatment of the
Jews, and it is believed that Germany will
take a similar attitude. While it is thought
the United States will thus be successful
In stirring the powers into serlously con-
aldering the matter and that remonstran-
ces may be addressed to Roumania, not
much hope is expressed in practical and
permanent effect within Roumania from
such action.

A seml-officlal agency to-day circulated
the following announcement:

The French government had not yet re-
plied to Secretary Hay's note. While it is
impossible to foreeast M. Delcasse's decis-
fon, the impression in diplomatic eircles is
that, while recognizing the high motive
which actuated Mr. Hay, M. Delcasse will
not entirely .agree with the views ad-
vanced In the American note.

G0 TO PATAGONIA

German Colonization in That Coun-

try Is Recommended.

Berlin, Sept. 25.—Herr M. Alleman, edi-
tor of the Argentinesche Tageblatt, which
is the principal German newspaper in
Argentine, has been selected by the Ger-
man commercial leadcera at Buenos Alres
as delegate to the German colonial con-
gress. Herr Allemann has written views
on German colonization which are at-
tracting attention here and which will be-
come the subject of discussion at the con-
gress.

“The Germans,"” .says Herr Allemann,
“must go, first, where they can retain
their language and customs; second,
where German tirade will profit hy the
settlement; third, to the country having
the climate most similar to that of Ger-
many. All these conditions are fulfilled
in Patagonia, which has threefold the area
of Germany and only 1,500 Buropean in-
habitants. The Indlans are dylng out and
Germans going there can remain Ger-
mans."”

GEN. BOOTH'S IRONY

Thrusts at Messiah Pigott and Elijah
Dowie Last Night.

. London, Sept. 25.—General Booth, the
head of the Salvation Army, made a flery
farewell address last evening at Exeter
hall to a great assemblage of Salvationists
before starting on a 25,000-mile tour of
the United States and Canada Saturday.
He flung his arms aloft and crled: “We
don’'t manufacture Messlahs. We are not
equal to the task of growlng Elijahs.”
These thrusts at Plgott, the head of the
Agapemonites, and Dowle, the head of the
Zionists, were greeted with loud laughter
and cheers. In regard to his own family
General Booth said It was true that one
or two of his children had fallen from him,
but, he added, the Salvation Army does
not belong to the Booth family. He fur-
ther said ironically:

“I am not the general of the family; I
am general of the army."”

JOE COHEN WILL
‘TELL THE TRUTR

The Alleged Go-Between Willing to
Testify for the State Against
Fred Ames.

He Insists That His Actions Were
Innocent So Far as He Was
Concerned,

It Is Believed That His Evidence
Will Affect Ames Seriously—
The Jury Completed.

Joseph Cohen, whose name bas been so
frequently connected with the Ames graft
and who Is Indicted jointly with Colonel
Fred W. Ames, now on trial upon a
charge of extortion, expects to go on the
witness stand for the state and tell the.
whole truth, regardless of consequences
either to himself or his erstwhile asso-
clates.

This decision is regarded as important,
as it has been popularly believed that if
Cohen told what he knew about the mat-
ter, Colonel Ames would have cause for
grave apprehension.

Cohen does not consider that his testi-
mony will be in anyway a confession, as
he maintains that any connection he may
have had with the alleged graft was in-
nocent. He says he offered to tell his
story before the grand jury, but that his
offer was refused for reasons unknown' to
himself.

When seen this afternoon, Cohen said:

“Am I going to turn state's evidence?
Well, I don’t know that you would ex-
actly eall it that. I have an intimation
that I am to be subpoenaed by the state,
and if T am, I will go on the stand and
tell the truth, the whole truth and no-
thing but the truth. I have been willing
all along to tell my side of the story, but
every one seemed unwilling that I should
do so. They have spurned my offers from
time to time and have gone ahead with-
out allowing me to explain my connection
with the matter.

“] understand that both sides consider
my testimony important. 1 can tell a few
things, but you cannot call it a confession.
I have committed no crime and I do not
think it would be a confession for me to
tell what I have done. They seem to
think I have committed a crime, but I
have not. I was not bribed, for I held no
office and, it could not be considered brib-

) '!:As to the matter of extortion. Well, I
never extorted a cent from any one and I
will be able to prove it when I get in
court. They say 1 threatened to swear
out a warrant against a certain woman if
she would not pay me $15. Well, that is
false. :

“What am I going to testify? Well, you
wlll have to-wait to-see. -Remember that
I have not been subpoenaed yet and am
not sure that I will be.” If 1 am called,
what I testify will depend greatly upon
the guestions I am asked. "There is one
thing I know about my testimony, and
that is that it will be the truth.”

“Will you tell them about the excur-
sions through the red light district?” the
reporter inquired.

“Yes, I'll tell them everything. Why
should I attempt to hold up anything? I
have no object in view. When my cases
come up for hearing I will be pronfptly
acquitted, and there is no reason why I
should refuse to tell the whole thing. I
did nothing wrong, and I will tell them
what I did.”’

When the news that Cohen had decided
to tell all he knows of the affair was re-
ceived by the friends of Colonel Ames,
consternation was visible on every face,
There were few, even of the most ardent
tollowers of the ex-superintendent, who
were willing to express a belief that he
would be acquitted.
