THIRTY-FIVE YEARS OLD

Carleton Faculty and Students Celebrate
an Annlversary. s

NORTHFIELD, MINN.—The thirty-
fifth annlversary of the opening of Carle-
ton college was celebrated yesterday.
Thirty-five years ago Professor Horace
GQoodhue, now dean of the faculty, gath-
ered the few students about him and be-
gan Instruction in the institution, then
known as Northfleld college, but which
three years later was Incorporated as
Carleton college.

All of the regular recitations yesterday
were givén up and special programs com-
memorating the event were held in the
forenoon at Willls Hall chapel, and last
evening at Gridley Hall.

President Strong was the presiding ofti-
cer. The opening exercises of the morn-
ing program were conducted by Rev. C. E.
Burton of Minneapolis.

M. W. Skinner of Northfleld, one of the
first trustees of the college, of which two
only are now llving, spoke of the early
work of the first trusettes, who were
elected In 1866.

Professor Huntington read several let-
ters of greeting from former trustees of
the college and first students of the insti-
tution.

Mrs. James J. Dow of Farlbault read a
lettar from Mr. Dow, who was unable to
be present. Mr. and Mrs. J. J. Dow com-
posed the first class graduating at Carle-
ton.

Frofessor Goodhue then gave a history
of the beglnnings of higher eduecation In
the state and the prospects for the future.
He also spoke of the beginnings of Carle-
ton and his work thirty-five years ago.

The closing address was by Presldent
Strong. He spoke briefly concerning the
first movement toward the founding of the
collega by C. M. Goodsell, the offers of
the varlous towns and the locating of the
college In 1866.

A program and reception by the fac-
ulty to the students, alumnl! and trustees
of the college were the features last even-
ing. Addresses were made by several
members of the faculty, and each of the
college classes was represented on the
program by one member. The program
was In the nature of a testimonlal to the
sterling character and the untiring la-
bors of Dean Goodhue,

ONE CONVICTED

Qeorge La Due, First of Knock-Out De-
fendants, Gulity of Murder.

BEMIDJI, MINN.—The testlmony of
Joseph RBerry, who turned state's evi-
dence, resulted In the conviction of George
La Due of the murder of Eugene Mc-
Glauchlin, a timber crulser. The Jjury
brought in a verdlet of murder in the
third degree,

Joseph Berry, George La Due and Jo-
seph Beguln were charged with murder-
ing MeGlauchlin, a timber cruiser, by put-
ting polison in his drink on April 5. La
Due was trled alone and Berry and Se-
guln will also be tried separately.

The state chemist, H. C. Corel of Min-
neapolls, testifled that he made a thor-
ough analysis of the polsoned man's stom-
ach and liver. He deseribed In detail the
process employed. He showed samples
of fishberry in Its natural state and In
various other states to the jury. The law-
vers b¥ought out the fact that fishberry
is a rare polson, but that it Is as deadly
as it Is scarce. In drug stores it is some-
times found in the form of powders of
a brown color. It Is sometimes used to
adulterate lguors and sometimes In drugs,
but not authorltatively. Experts say fish-
berry is of no medicinal value, but that
it ls sometimes used for killing fish.

Professor Carel made experiments on
froga with the pytrotoxin (fishberry)
found in McecGlauchlin’'s stomach, and a
small portion of it killed the frog in an
hour and five minutes. The frog had con-
vulsions and his actions were simlilar to
those of MecGlauchlin after he had par-
taken of the fatal potlon,

MILLIONS GIVEN AWAY

16,000 Acres and Other Property for Char-
Ity—Deed Flled at Marshall.

MARSHALL, MINN.—A somewhat uni-
que and very unusual Instrument was
filled for record yesterday In the office of
the reglster of deeds. It was a deed from
John M. Burke to the Winfleld Masterman
Burke rellef fund and conveys to the fund
$4,000,000 worth of real and personal prop-
erty, which Mr. Burke donated to endow
& hospital for convalescents some time
ago.

The deed recltes the object of the dona-
tion and also that the fund was named
for Mr. Burke's mother and limits and
describes the use to which the income
from this vast property can be used.

This deed is of much importance to the
people of Lyon county, inasmuch as it
conveys to the fund some 16,000 acres of
land In this county. This land was pur-
chased by Mr. Burke many years ago
from the Winona & 8t. Peter Rallroad
company and has since been held by him.
1t has never been improved or offered for
eale.

Many of the owners of adjolning land
have been walting for this opportunity to
enlarge thelr farmsa. The fund trustees
will put the land on the market. Much
of It will be taken at once at a high figure.

disease has caused Immense losses to
farmers during the past ten yewrs. The
atate is at present working on the sub-
ject with the idea of proving It that it
originntes in a germ far which a vaccine
or antl-toxin may be secured. To this
end a large range of country is being
visited. Many farmers In Polk county
have lost horses and the diseage has been
particularly severe in the southern part
of the county. The symptoms are gen-
eral lassitude, followed by weakness of
the back, a wobbly gait and much fever,
terminating in death after a period of
three weeks. The disease prevalls mostly
during August and September. Dr. Brim-
hall thinks he is In a fair way to dis-
cover the germ, and as soon as possible
will make a test on some animals at the
headquarters of the state board of health.

Hopeful of Electing Candidates In Second
and Sixth lowa Dlstricts.

DES MOINES, IOWA.—State Chalrman
A. E. Jackson of the democratic state
central committe has arrived and opened
state headquarters. From now until elec-
tion he will be in charge and will be as-
sisted by N. C. Roberts of Fort Madison,
secretary. Mr. Jackson says plans will be
made for large meetings the last three
weeks of the eampaign. Invitations have
been extended to Mayor Carter Harrison
of Chicago, Champ Clarke of Missourl],
Fred Lehmann of 8t. Louls and other-dis-
tinguished democrats to speak in the close
districts. T

The chalrman says he regards the out-
look for the democrats in the second and
sixth dlstricts as very promising. He
evinced no enthusiasm over the outlook
in the third district. He says favorable
reports are received from the first district.
This corresponds with the view of the sit-
uation In the first that is entertained at
the republican headquarters. Disquleting
reports-have come in as to the progress
being made by Congressman Hedge in his
campalgn against Cralg, the democratic
congressional nominee.

The board of control is thrown into a
quandary by the raplid Increase of inebri-,
ates at the state hospitdl at Mount Pleas-
ant, wh. e a department for dipsomaniacs
has been set apart under the law enacted
by the last general assembly. Forty-four
patlents ‘were admitted in September, or
more than the Insane committed to all
the state hospitals in the same month.
The board expects soon to have to set
apart another department for inebriates
at Cherokee, Independence or Clarinda.

Governor Cummins has applied to the
state department for a requisition on the
English government for the return to this
country of John Bishop, who is under in-
dietment at Burlington for embezzlement.

Gorman, Slayer of Streetor, WIIl Rely
. Upon a Plea of Self-Defense.

CUSTER, B.‘D.—The county commis-
sloners have engaged A. J. Plowman of
Déadwood 'to assist at the prosecution of
Jack Gorman, who is to be tried for the
murder of Roy Streetor, colored. Gorman
was a bartender and Streetor a prize
fighter who had just been discharged
from jail at Deadwood after serving a
short sentence. Btretor asserted that
Gorman owed him some money, and as
soon as discharged from jail he came to
Custer-to collect it.: He and Gorman had
previously had trouble over the debt, and
when they met, they fought, Streetor
beating Gorman badly.

They met on the street, and Gorman
fired two shots, one taking effect in the
hand and stomach and the other in the
mouth, tearing away a portion of the jaw
and tongue and producing a wound from
which Streetor died in half an hour. The
tragedy occurred in broad daylight, in the
presence of° many witnesses. A ma-
jority of them say that Streetor did not
see Gorman until after the first shot was
fired, and that he was not seeking further
trouble, although a small caliber revolver
was found In his pocket. Gorman will
urge self-defense. "

000, divided into 50.000 shares of a par
value of §1 each.

The Eva properties were purchased from
the Imperial Development company of
Nelson, B. C.,, which ran short of cash
after expending $75,000 in development
work. They are considered the best free-
milling gold claims in British Columbia.
