You have no doubt read in the dally papers 
the proceedings of the conference at the White 
House last I rtda\ In which jour offliers pro 
poied an Immediate resumption of work If the 
operators would agiee with us to lefei the dues 
tlous at Issue In the strike to the decision of the 
president of the \ nlted States and a tribunal 
named lv him You have noted the replj of 
the presidents of the coal carrying roads In 
which they responded to our oveitures t>\ de 
nounclirf WMK union its raembeis and officers In 
the mokt vehement and malicious manner poe«i 
ble They also declared that a laige majority 
of the strikers would return to work if given 
mllltuv jrotection and they domnnded ihut the 
president send L nlted btates trooi s to the coal 
field* 

In order to demonstrate to the people of our 
countrj that the statements of the operators are 
uuffunded and that the mine woikeis are law 
abiding citizens the officers of all local unions 
should call mass meetings to be held in each uiin 
lng town at 2 o clock W ednesdaj afternoon 
(./"t 8 We know that the mine workers are not 
restrained from going to work bv feai of bod 11 v 
baiui and if this Is tho sentiment prevailing at 
the ueetlngs resolutions should be adopted em

In accoi dance wi th the address i ssued 
by Pres ident Mitchell las t n ight cal l ing 
upon all local unions to m e e t and \ o t e on 
the quest ion of remaining on str ike the 
mine workers of the Prospect , Oakdale 
and Mldvale collieries of the Lehigh Val -
lev Coal company held a m e e t i n g in th i s 
c i ty to day and a t i ts conclus ion i t w a s 
announced that the m e n had unanimous ly 
decided to s tay out in a body unti l they 
had w o n the strike This is the first 
m e e t i n g held in the ^anthracite field under 
the instruct ions of Pres ident Mitchell

Major-General Miller h a s ordered Colo­
nel El l iott a s s i s t a n t adjutant genera l of 
the divis ion of duty a t the adjutant g e n ­
eral s office in this city, to direct the 
m o v e m e n t s of the nat ional guard The 
entire s ta te mil i tary force w a s ordered 
out and Colonel El l iott expec t s to have 
every reg iment in the strike territory 
before midnight 

The guard wil l be distributed by regi ­
m e n t s over the anthrac i te regions for the 
purpose of protect ing the non-union m e n 
w h o desire to work and to suppress t u ­
mults and riots if they should occur
