PLAY A SLOW GAME

Minnesota Puts Up a Wretched Ex-
hibition, While Beloit’'s Work
Is a Revelation.

Gophers’ Offense Is Painfully Slow
—Game Is Won by Weight
and Endurance.

Superlor weight, and ability to replace
every man who was tired or injured, en-
abled Minnesota to defeat Beloit Satur-
day afternoon, the final score standing 29
to 0.

Belolt, although outweighed ten or fif-
teen pounds to the man, put up a much
faster and stronger game than any team
Minnesota has met this year. The play
of the' visitors was in many respects a
revelation. Their tackling was hard and
low. their interference on end runs held
together splendidly, and their line men
charged in vicious style. As long as they
held their wind, the little badger men
simply outplayed the gophers.

*Jot until the fArst half was nearly up
did Minnesota get the ball over. Beloit
had been holding the gophers for downs
or forcing them to punt, while their own
offense, consisting entirely of end runs,
was very effective. It was so effectlve in
fact, that after five minutes play Dr. Wil-
liams vanked Freeman and Davies out of
the lineup, and sent in Van Valkenberg
and Boeckmann. The laiter were. more
suceessful in stopping Beloit's dashes and
durig the rest of the first half Minnesota
just about held her own until with barely
a minute left to play Bidlake was pushed
over for a touchdown, after Minnesota had
rughed the ball down the field for fifty
vards. Beloit might have saved even this
score if Smith had punted on the third
down.

Taken as a whole the exhibition given
by Minnesota would have been amusing if,
in view of the hard Nebraska game ap-
proaching, it had not been pathetic. The
line men failed to charge on defense, and
the halfbacks allowed themselves to be
boxed on nearly every play. Van Valken-
burg wa# the exception to this rule. He
broke through repeatedly, and downed the
Beloit rurihers behind the line. Iafans
sandwiched one or two spectacular tackles
in between a number of plays in which he
failed to distinguish himself.

Beloit Plays Better Football.

In speed of play, in tackling, in general
defensive work, in team work, and in
fact in almost every department of the
game, Beloit showed herself superior to
Minnesota as long as her men's wind
lasted. Weight told in the second half,
and the Beloit men were plainly groggy
from the terrific pounding they had re-
ceived. Yet at the very end of the game,
with half the men reeling in their tracks,
and the rest scarcely able to rise from the
ground, Beloit held Minnesota for downs
on her fifteen yard line. It was a rare
exhibition of grit.

Minnesota's poor play is excusable in
part since Knowlton, Flynn, Rogers and
Harrvies, four of the most reliable men
on the team, were absent from the lineup.
With Hogers and Gray at the ends, and
with Knowlton backing up the line, Be-
loit's end runs would not have been so ef-
fective. The showing of the line men,
however, was the most discouraging fea-
ture of the game. There was a sleepy,
listloss air about their play, and a total
lack of aggressive, fighting spirit, with one
or two exceptions which will be noted
later. One of the Beloit men said’ very
aptly in regard to the gophers' tackles:
“T'hey not only didn't charge our line, but
they seemed tickled to death because we
didn’t send any plays right at them."”

The offense of the Minnesota team was
painfully slow. The interference often-
times held the runner back, instead of
clearing the way for him. Individually
good work was done at times in advancing
the ball. Bergen was the only consistent
ground gainer in the first half, bucking
the tackles in vicious style. Van Valken-
burg usually made his distance, and Irs-
fleld in the short time he was in the game,
showed good fighting spirit. Webster at
center played a fair game, once hurdling
the line and blocking a punt on Beloit's
twenty yard line.

Gray Needed at End.

Gray at quarter ran the team with good
judgment, and got into the interference
well. It is evident, however, that Gray
18 needed much more at end than at quar-
ter, for none of the ends who played Sat-
urday showed anything like varsity class,
Tuck showed up better than either Free-
man or Boeckmann, but lacks experience.
Boaeckmann got down the field well under
punts, but generally allowed the runner
to elude him when he arrived. Boeck-
mann did one good stunt in the =second
half, however, when he overtook and
tackled Mills, who had a clear field for
a touchdown.

Thorpe played a fair game at fullback
in the second half, but from the showing
of the forwards Saturday, “Sunshine” is
needed more in the line than behind it.

For the Beloit team, the speedy half-
backs, Mills and McRae, playved the cen-
tral roles. They ran with good judgment.
and their long dashes at times caused
mingled admiration and apprehension
among the Minnesota rooters, Mills =t
the beginning of the second half pulled off
o sixty-five yard stunt just inside Bergen.
His interference stuck together beauti-
fully. and Dblocked off Gray and Lafans,
but Boeckmann finally got the runner.
Beloit’s end got down under punts much
better than Minnesota's, and on offense
they frequently put big Van Valkenburg
and Lafans out of the plays.

Detall of the Play.

Smith opened the game by kicking off
to Gray, who fumbled, but recovered the
loit got the ball for holding in the line,
bali and ran It back fifteen yards. Be-
and punted behind the goal posts. Bid-
lake punted out to Beloit's forty-five-vara
line. Mills and McRae went at the ends
in turn, and advanced the ball ten yards,
when the gophers held, and Smith was
forced to punt., Minnesota tried a series
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of tackle plays, but the little badgers held
doggedly, and forced Bidlake to punt
again. Beloit trled the ends, but her gains
were small, and the gophers took the ball
on downs at the fifty-yard line. They held
it just about a minute, when Beloit took
it in the same manner. \

Then little Mills tried to get around
Bergen. The lattter turned him in, but
Davies was unable to get through the
interference, and Mills ate up twenty
vards of territory before he was downed.
McRae, on the next play, got outside
Freeman and tore off elght metres more.
The gopher rooters gasped for breath, and
Dr. Willlams hurried Van Valkenburg and
Boeckmann out on the field, Davies and
Freeman taking positions on the slde
lines. The new arrangement worked bet-
ter, Van smashing through the interfer-
ence and tackling Mills for five yards'
loss on the first play. A trial at Boeck-
mann's end was just as futile, and Smith
slgnaled a punt, but Webster hurdled the
Iine and stopped the ball with his chest,
Bidlake falling on the ball at the center
of the field.

Minnesotan made ten yards over the
tackles before Umpire Allen took a hand
and gave Beloit the ball. The badgers
lost ten yards on two plays, and Smith
punted to Gray. Bergen was given a
chance and covered fifteen yards, but a
fumble on the next play cost five yards,
and Bidlake punted. Merrill got away
from Boeckmani and returned the punt
twenty yards. ‘"hen Smith punted and
Gray fumbled, Beloit getting the ball on
Minnesota's forty-yard line. Up to date
Beloit had fairly held her own against
her beefy opponents., Beloit couldn't gain,
however, and Gray caught Smith's punt
at the twenty-yard line.

Van tore off ten yards of earth, and
Minnesota hammered the tackles In
vicious style, carrying the ball to Beloit's
forty-yard line, where the visitors braced
and held for downs. Beloit failed to sig-
nal a kick on the third down, and the
gophers took the leather again. Bergen
and Van Valkenburg tore off five yards
each, and steady punching at the tackles
took the ball to the twenty-five-yard line,
where it was lost on downs. Smith punted
to Gray at the center of the field, and
the same old tackle smashes were re-
sumed.. Beloit was groggy and took time
repeatedly. Van Valkenburg, Bidlake and
Bergen carried the ball steadily down,
until Bidlake was pushed over from the
five-yard line. RBidlake also kicked the
goal. The half ended after Gray caught
Smith's kickoff.

Second Half.

Warren was put in at left tackle in the
second half, Thorpe replacing Liggett at
full-backs and Lafans playing right-half.
Thorpe kicked off to Smith, who returned
the ball to the twenty-yard line. Then
Mills furnished the most sensational play
of the game. Behind splendid interfer-
ence he got outside left tackle, passed the
second line of defense, and went down the
fleld like an antelope. . Gray was playing
back, but the little Beloit sprinter was
surrounded by four of his team mates, and
the best Gray could do was to bowl over
one or two of the blockers.

At that there were enough left to put
Lafans out of the 'unning when he tried
to tackle the flying half-back. Mills now
had a clear fleld, and It looked as if the
gopher goal line would be crossed and
double crossed, but Boeckmann saved the
day by a long sprint and a viclous tackle.
Mills had covered sixty-five yards and
the ball was on Minnesota's twenty-five
vard line.

McRae then got outside Boeckmann for
five yards, but then the gophers braced
and Smith tried a drop kick. Lafans
got through and stopped the ball, Bergen
dropping on it at the twenty-yard line.
Minnesota hammered the tackles until the
fifty-yard linc was reached, when Beloit
held for downs. After losing fifteen yards
on two trials at the ends, Smith punted.
Gray misjudged the punt, it went over
his head and rolled behind the line. Thorpe
punted out and an exchange pf kicks
followed and then Merrill failed to hold
the ball and Tuck dropped on it at the
fifty-yard line,

Beloit Weakens Fast.

Here Beloit began to weaken, Her sec-
ond wind had come and gone, and Minne-
sota was still fresh and strong. Lafans
did most of the ground gaining for Min-
nesota, and the ball was pushed steadily
dowh the field, Van going over for the
.‘secc'md touchdown, Thorpe kicked the
goal.

The next score came easily, Minne-
sota losing the ball only once after the
kickoff, and that time on the umpire's
decision. Beloit held the ball just about
a minute and was forced to punt. Irs-
field took Lafans' place at half and opened
up well, smashing right tackle for five
and ten vards repeatedly. Warren finally
hit tackle for ten yards, carrying the
ball over for the third score. Thorpe's
kick hit the bar, and bounded over, scor-
ing a goal, Score, Minnesota, 18, Beloit,
0. Thorpe punted after the next kickoff,
and Merrill again lost the ball for his
side by a fumble. Minnesota tore up
the weakened Beloit line almost at will
and soon pushed Irsfield over for a touch-
down. Thorpe failed at the goal. An-
other score followed in quick order, and
the gophers lost another by letting Beloit
hold for downs on her ten-yard line. The
lineup:

Boeckmann, knee injured. Dawies, cut

Dr. Williams, when guestioned in regard
to these cripples, remarked Ilaconically,
“None of them are likely to die just yet.”
Lafans’ shoulder was thrown out but not
broken. He is out of the game for some
time. Dr. Willlams examined Bidlake aft-
er the game, and says he failed to find a
broken rib. Harris, Knowlton. Flynn and
Rogers are all expected to play Saturday.
Davies had his eyeball scratched Satur-
day, and may be out for some time.

Wisconsin's Defense May Cause the
Wolverines ‘to Weaken—Les-
sons From Saturday Games.

Great is Michigan when pitted against
a weaker team. Considering only. abiity
to score fast against an inferior ageresa-
tion no eleven in the ‘west has-a license
to be ranked with the Wolverines, Those
who consider ‘only; thetotal scores in. siz-
ing up football \will -pick the: men, from
Ann Arbor to win in a walk from Wiscon-
sin Nov. 1, and'to simply. smother Minne-
sota Thanksgiving' day. ¥
But the strength of Michigan’'s offense
agalnst teams like Indiana. Albion, Case
school and the state agricultural colloge,
is not necessariiy’ acriterion: of the all
around strength’ of - the wolverines. It
does not mean that the “hurry up” attack
will be effective against the badgers. -
Michigan scored 60 points. on~ Indiana
Saturday, just 27 more than the .famous
1901 eleven made agalnst: the hoosiers.
The Indiana players . say. Michigan- is
stronger than last year. -All well and
good, Michigan's styvle of play is to keep
the other side so busy defending its' own
goal that it has little time to think aboit
scoring on the wolverines., With. fast,
heavy backs, and a strong line, that .syvs-
tem works well against Ifgliter and weaker
elevens. ) i ol
But Michigan’'s dcfense has really never
been tested .in the last two..years: ‘Nor
has its offenss encountered -a really ag-,
gressive defense. When' Yost's men meet
the badgers -they will meet;-one -of the
strongest defensive teams in' the country.
The strength of the badger defense too,
lies in the fact that her linemen charge
hard and low. Michigan will not be.able
to run through the badger line.at will
Thev must count on having to repel a de-
termined and.vicious. attack fram Wiscon-.
sin,. and then 'the -wolverine dafense will-
be shown up. 'If it is equal to Wisconsin's
defense, Michigan will win, because “her
attack Is unquestionably the more -power-
ful. It will be a lightning offense against’
an aggressive defense,.and will be ‘the
best possible test of the relative advant-
ages of the two points of strength.

Badgers Have Even Chance. .

On their showing so far Michigan-can-
not be held to have any material advant-
age over Wisconsin. ‘‘T'hey cun, however,
be expected to beat Minnesata by a good.
score unless a number of fundamental
weaknesses in tha gopher team are elimin-
ated. Chief among these is the lack of
ginger in the line. To stop-Mic¢higan's at-
tack the gophers must learn to charge,
an art of which they are totally ignorant
at present.

Last Baturday's games demonstrated
that Michigan's offense is even faster than
it was held to be. They alzo showed .that
Wisconsin has- improved decidedly in of-
fensive play, the badgers scoring 52 points
against Lawrence, which held -Wisconsin
down to 11 two weeks ago. The stories
about lack of ground gaining ability in
King's proteges must be discounted.a good
many per cent after Saturday's game. It
is now. practically certain that Michigan
and Wiscongin will settle the champion-
ship Nov. 1. Minnesota still has a chance.
Her material, in point of heef, strength,
and agility, is .as good as: that of-either
of her two rivals, but.speed and.ginger
have been conspicuous by -their absence
from the play of the gophers, and Minne-
sota must excel in these qualities, for she
has no other point of superiority over the
badgers and wolverines.,

Maroon Team a Surprise.

The surprise in Saturday’s contests was
the decisive defeat of Purdue by Chicago.
Stagg's men showed a  decided reversal
of form, and threaten.to push Minnesota,
although they cannot be considered as
dangerous rivils of "Wisconsin or Mich-
igan. The listless sleepy game the Ma-
roons put up Wednesday gave no_indieg-
tion of the latent strength of the team, a
strength which was shown Saturday for
the first time. this vear. Chicago played
fast, snappy ball,- and her team work was
of a high order. 'The Maroons now seem
to have a little better than an even chance
