For the first tlme In three years Min-
nesotn was defeated on Northrop field at
football Saturday afternvon. A bunch of
men alluded to as “cornhuskers” by the
light-minded were responsible for the
tragedy.

Nebraska came to Minneapolis with the
intention of winning, and she won. It
was a fair and square defeat, and Min-
nesota has no excuses to offer save in the
injuries to some of her men., The gophers,
although far from being ‘“‘outplayed at
every point,” were outplayed in enough
departments of the game to let Nebraska
score one touchdowr, from which Bene-
dict kicked a goal.

From the standpoint of the average
spectator the game was uninteresting in
many wavs, Nebraska took time for in-
jurles to her men so frequently that dur-
ing the first half it was freely predicted
that the wvisitors would wealen before
the end of the game. In the second half
Minnesota also showed the effect of the
flerce struggle, and the constant delays
made the contest slow and tedious.

To the student of the game the contest
was most Interesting. It was fought to
a finish from the heginning of the second
half to the end of the seventy minutes
of play. The teams were matched even-
v enough to prevent a score by either
eleven until in the last flve minutes of
play. During most of the filrst half Ne-
braska was on the defensive; during the
whole of the second half Minnesota was
fighting hard to protect her goal line.

Gophers' Line Inferlor.

The gophers' line showed up poorly by
comparison with thelr beefy opponents,
Captain Westover was a tower of strength
on the right side of Nebraska's line,
breaking through repeatedly and stopping
playe directed at the tackle or end. He
{s one of the strongest, if not the strong-
est, tackle in the west. Minnesota's cen-
ter failed to hold agalnst the flerce rushes
of the cornhuskers, especlally In the sec-
ond half. True, Captain Johnnie Flynn
was bothered with a stiff knee, which pre-
vented him from playing his usual strong
game at guard. Still, it must be ad-
mitted that Minnesota‘'s line all through
dld not show up as strong as the visit-
ors. Webster, pitted against a man who
outweighed him by many pounds, was un-
able to stop the flerce plunges of Mickel
through center. Strathern played a
gritty but not an aggressive game.

Another great point of weakness shown
by Minnesota was in her tackling, partic-
ularly in a broken fleld. Much instruc-
tion must be devoted to this polnt of the
game if Minnesota ls to make a showing
against Iowa, Illinols, Wlisconsin and
Michigan.

In play in a broken field, the Nebraska
men showed up better all around. Their
runners got good protectlon from the
other members of the team, and thelr
tackling was superior.

In short Nebraska won bhecause of bet-
ter physical condition, by superiority In
play In a broken field, and by the greater
strength of her line. Tha defensive work
of Minnesota's backs was falrly good, and
thelr ends were little Inferior to Ne-
braska's although Rogers was not able to
play his best game, and Gray sometimes
overran hls man on punts. WNebraska's
ends sometimes blocked off Rogers and
Gray from following down Xnowlton's
kicks, but after Umpire Allen had penal-
ized the visitors fifteen yards for holding,
the Gopher ends got down well, and more
than once downed Benedict in his tracks.
On the whole Harrls managed to galn
more ground returning punts than Bene-
dict.

Nebraska Has Htrong Team.

Nebraska showed up strong. Thelr at-
tack was slow, but the team s very even-
1y balanced, the interference holds togeth-
er well, the line charges hard on the de-
fensive, and there is no point of material
weakness In the team. Nebraska probably
would have been beaten Saturday by Wis-
consin and Michigan, but she would have
held her own against any other member
of the blg nine.

Gophers Below Championship Form.

Minnesota 18 far below champlonship
form. There are many openings for crits
icism, but there is still no reason to be-
leve that the Gophers will not make a
eplendid showing before the end of the
season. The criticlam was made by one
of the Nebraska players that Minnesota
quit during the eecond half, but this hard-
1y appears justified. Wehster, Flynn,
Van Valkenberg, Rogers and IKnowlton
were really not In shape to play, and the
fact that Nebraska scored at the last min-
ute was apparently due to the fact that
the Gophers were sore and stiff and un-
able to get Into the palys.

Admitting the defects in Minnesota's
play, there i8 no reason for despair on
the part of the Minnesota rooters. On the
contrary there is every ground for hope
that the Gophers can win all of thelr
games from now on, save those with Wis-
consin and Michigan, and In the latter

two even Minnesota still has a good fight- |

ing chance. It Is evidently no time for
“Knocking,’ but for united work, and the
team and coaches need and deserve hearty
support and co-operation.

Outside of Westover, Mickel, Benedict
and Bender were the stars for Nebraska.
Mickel's. llne plunging was a feature, and
Benedict's work in returning punts was
high class. For Minnesota, Harris galned
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great praise from the visitors for his
clever work. .

A mistake was admittedly ‘made in re-
placing Gray by Freeman. Almost directly
after the latter's u.ppa_arance'on the fleld
a fake play arpund his end brought the
ball to the twenty yard line and paved
the way for a touchdown. Gray's plays
wert;‘ open. to criticlsm, but not really
weak. f

Gophers Get a Bad Start.

Minnesota started off badly. Mickel's
kickoff was low, and Strathern stopped It
but fumbled, and the cornhuskers had the
ball in Minnesota's territory. Mickel im-
mediataly bucked the left side of the line
forfive yards, but a fumble gave Minne-
sota the ball and relleved the tenslon for
a moment. Nebraska's line held llke
adamant, and Knowlton was signalled for
a punt. Minnesota trled a new forma-
tion and it was not a success, the corn-
huskers blocking the kick. Minnesota
managed to get the ball again in the
mixup, and the gophers tried the line. A
fumble by Boeckmann gave Nebraska the
ball again at Minnesota's fifty-yard line,
but the gophers held for three downs, and
Knowlton held Benedlet's punt at the
twenty-yard line.

Then Minnesota got a scare. The new
formation on the punt failed again, and
the kick was blocked, but Knowlton fell
on the ball and tried again. For the
third successive time Nebraska broke
through and blocked the kick. but the
ball went over Nebraska's line, and rolled
to Mickel at the thirty-yard marlk.

Minnesota Plays Good Football.

Then the gods favored the gophers, who
got the leather on a fumble, BEidlake
bucked tackle for flve yards, but then
Nebraska held and an exchange of punts
followed, after which Minnesota for a few
moments played sturdy football. Knowl-
ton hurdled the center, Gray skirted the
end for three gains of fAve yards each,
Flynn hit the line for eight more yards,
and the ball was pushed by thils means
from Minnesota's thirty-vard mark to Ne-
braska's fiftv-yard line, the first time the
sphere had been In the cornhuskers' ter-
ritory. Then the gophers were forced to
punt, and Benediet returned the ball, Har-
ris getting eight yards on the return.

Minnesota kicked again, and Benedlet
ran the oval back forty yards, but Allen
saw an offside play, and gave Minnesota
the ball and a ten-yard advance. That
put the ball on Nebraska's thirty-five-yard
line, and a couple of exchanges of punts
followed. Then Minnesota gained ten
vards on short plunges off tackle, and got
fifteen more as a gift from Allen for foul
work on Nebraska's part. )

Score Was Due. -

This brought the ball to the fifteen-vard
line, and here the gophers should have
scored, but the cornhuskers’ line was too
strong and the visitors took the ball on
downs. Benedict punted out of danger,
and time was called a minute later.

On the whole Minnesota had the better
of the first half. Nebraska's attempts to
galn ground off Minnesota's center were
frustrated by the good defensive work of
Minnesota's halves and ends. During the
intermission Coach Booth evidently talked
some to his pupils, and they started the
second perfod with a rush. Benedlet ran
the kilckoff back to the twenty-five yvard
line, and Allen gave the visitors ten yards
for offside on the first play.

Then the cornhuskers tore up Minne-
sota’s line for steady gains, bringing the
ball to Minnesota's forty-five-yard line.
Van Valkenburg got two ribs broken by a
kick in one of the scrimmages, and Lig-
gett took his place. Ten more yards for
offside brought the ball to Minnesota's
thirty-yard line, and ten more yards were
galned, when Minnesota held for downs.
Nebraska trled what looked like a fair
place kick, but a bad pass gave the goph-
ers the ball on the thirty-five-yard line.

The ball changed hands twice on fum-
bles, and the gophers tyled the bucking
game, getting eight ya.rﬁs before Knowl-
ton was forced to punt. Two exchanges
of punts followed, Harris running back
the kicks with good success, and then,
after short galns netting fifteen yards,
Shedd got around the left for twenty-flve
vards. Had he walted for his blocker to
get In front of him he might have had a
touchdown right there, but he didn't, and
little Harris brought him to earth at the
twenty-filve-yard line. Big wag laid out by
the force of the collision, and lost a
couple of molars, but pluckily resumed his
place.

Gophers Take a Brace.

The gophers here braced and held dog-
gedly, Nebraska losing two yards on two
plays. Benedfet falled to get a plaee kick
over, but Harris wak-downed on-the fwo-
yard line, and- things looked - vefy.shaky

the ball, Minnesota punted and then held
Nebraska for three downs. Benedlet tried
another place kick and falled. Minne-
sota’s defense was stronger, and the vis-
ftors could not galn consistently through
the line.

Harris got the leather at the fifteen-yvard
line, and Knowlton again had to punt,
Benedict running the ball back to the
thirty-five-yard line. A third attempt at
a place kick by Benedict was no more
suocessful than the others, and Knowlton
agaln punted out of danger. "

Then Freeman and Powning went in at
right end and right half, and Nebraska
celebrated thelr arrival by going around
right end for twenty yards.

Nebraska Gets Touchdown.

That was the finish. The cornhuskers
tore the left side of the line clear open
and went through for eight yards. Then
Bender hit the right side for five more.
The ball was now on Minnesota's tivo-
vard line,. and twice the cornhusgkers
smashed viclously Into the line. That put

and a touchdown seemed inevitable. It
not only seemed so. but was, for on the
next play Bender went clean over. Then
Benedict kicked the goal and it was all
over. Time was called shortly after the
kickoff, with the ball in Minnesnta's grasp
at the fifty-yard line.

West'Poiut, N. Y., Oct. 20,—Five thou-
sand spectators witnessed - the military
academy football team score against the
strong Harvard eleven in a fiercely-con-
tested battle* here  Saturday. The game
was an exciting one from start to finish,
resulting In a score of 14 to 6 In favor of
Harvard.

Nichols, who, at the last moment was
substituted for Gardiner, kicked off at
3:30 and Harvard carried the ball back a
few yards, advancing it very slowly. Har-
vard then succeeded in reaching West
Point's twenty-yard line, from which they
made steady gains until Jones was forced
over for a touchdown, Barnard kicking an
easy goal. The ball did not® leave Har-
vard's possession from the beginning of
the game until they scored. 3

West Point then made good gains and
gradually advanced to the goal line until
Torney was forced over for a touchdown
and kicked an ecasy goal.

After the kick-off, a hard-fought battle
ensued and time was called with the ball
in the center of the fleld. Score: Harvard,
6; West Point, 6.

Harvard kicked for thirty-five yards and
the ball was brought back to the center
of the field by West Point.
