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SENATOR NELSON ADDRESSED
THE BIGGEST MEETING YET

A Great Gathering at the Exposition Building Cheers the Senior Sen-
ator’s Forcible and Logical Speech to the Echo—Issues of the
Day Are Carefully Weighed and Party Records Contrasted —
Van Sant and Fletcher Warmly Indorsed.

Four thousand interested and enthusi-
patic republicans, an array of brilliant
speakers, threé blg mlilitary bands and
several fife and drum corps made the Nel-
son meeting at the Exposition bullding

last evening the biggest and most mo-
mentous politleal meeting of the cam-
palgn In Minnenpolis, The vast crowd

was thrilled to its highest degree of exul-
tation by the stirring yells of the many
republican c¢lubs and the Inspiring strains
of patriotic music rolled out by the bands.

The “Ski-u-mah yell of the big uni-
versity contingent was answered by the
unique “Wah-Hoo-Wah'' ery of the Flam-
beau club, and the spirited challenge of
tha Roosevelt Rough Riders re-echoed to

the “Victory” battle cry of the Twelfth
Ward club. It was a great and glorious
night for the republicans and filled every |
candidate and the campalgn managers |

with Intense satisfaction as a presage of
a decisive victory next Tuesday.

The escort tendered to Senator Knute
Nelson must have been highly compllmen-
tary to the old war horse, It approached
the dignlty of a parade and was the only
street demonstration of the campalgn to
attract general attention., In the line,
besides the varlous ward clubs, were the
picturesque Flambeaus, the highly re-
spected Unlon Vewernns'  league, Lhe
Roosavelt club and other well known or-
ganlzations. At the Expositlon bullding
the eacort was met by the university stu-
dents with the big band, and the echoes
of the meeting are stlll heard over the
Blty.

Eustls Tells a Secret.
Ray W. Jones, the rapublican eandidate

for lleutenant governor, presided. He |
called on the eloguent Willlam Henry
Eustls to open the largest and most au-
gpiclous meeting of the campaign. The
ppeaker caught the attention of the audi-
ence at once by producing a confidentlal
letter to the democratic leaders In vari-
ous parts of the state. They were ad-

vised to get a correct list of all the voters
in thelr respective precincts and to “check
our men' as they voted. If they had not
¢ come to the nlls by 2 p. m.
them' was the advice. The work must
he done very gyuietly so as to not arouse
the republican “stay-at-homes."” The
whola state was organlzed In the same
manner and the final Instruction was to
*“keep thls a profound secret.”

“Ta be forewarned I8 to be forearmed,"”
paid Mr. Eustis. “They want you to stay
home; will vou fool them? They say you

mmust not be aroused. Are you awake?
Now vou've got their line of battle. If
you don't win the fight Nov. 4, don't lay

it to the fact that you did not know the
line of attack of the enemy.”

Ten minutes were allowed to Alderman
Fred M. Powers, the republican candidate
for mayor. He sald that he was a flrm
bellever in the eight-hour day for working
men and wns satisfied that the abollsh-
ment of the contract system on publie
works was the best method of preventing

corruption among aldermen. Mr. Powers
for the first time In the campalgn pre-
dicted his own election.

Congressman Loren Fletcher was next
fntroduced by Chairman Jones, and re-
celved an enthuslastle welcome. His

time was limited, but he took the oppor-
tunity to place himself squarely on rec-
ord as a protectionist. favoring revision
of the tariff, but declared that the work
must be done by the friends and not the
enemies of the protective system. He
declared himself In favor of reclprocity
with Canada, and believed that the whole
Minnesota delegation favored the proposi-
tlon. Likewise did he favor reclprocity
with Cubn and with other countries In
the manner and degree which would pro-
mote the interests of the United States.
As a conslstent bellever in reciprocity he
romlsed the president all the assistance
L could glve.

Senator Nelson's Best Story.

Congressman Fletcher retired in favor
of Benator Knute Nelson, who was ob-
liged to walt several minutes until the
cheers which greeted him had subsided.

“Phe best story that I can tell you to-
night,” sald Senatcr Nelson in opening.
“ig the story of our great advancement

in Industrial, financial and commercial
life during the past decade. The repub-
Yecan party through Its great protective

polioy has made this country the great-
est country in the Industrial life of the
world.

“0Of all the difficulties the party has
had to contend with the greatest has
been the democratic party, which has
opposed the beneflcent measures of the
republicans, but most particularly the
protective policy. When they speak now
sbout tarlff revision, they mean along
the line of free trade, and have no con-
mideratlon for the Industries of the
gountry.”’

The speaker recalled the trials glven to
the democrats In the past and particularly
the last one, In 1802, when President
Cleveland was inaugurated. Minnesota
remained lovally in the republican column,
but it was the people and especially or-
ganlzed labor in the manufacturing dis-
iricts who elected Cleveland. It was a
rather unusual coincldence that those who
were the first to support the change In
administration were the first to feel the
distrere which it caused. The next vear
gaw the country in financial stagnation
with crippled Industries on every side.
Money disappeared, Investors became
tim!d and ruin and sorrow were the logical

results.
The only attempt of the administration

to allay the general distress was in a
special seasion of congress. It was called
to repeal the silver purchasing clause,
The democratic party was at war with the
chief executive and the only relief was
that brought by the republicans. The
democratie majority in congress passed
a tariff blll which would have greatly in-
creased the misery, but the senate suc-
ceeded In toning down some of the most
drastie measures.
The ““Free Silver' Cure.

The *“dear money"” complaint of the
i democrats in 1896 had as a rellef measure
the *‘free silver' cure, by which a good
| many people were almost led to belleve
that they could go to the United States
| treasury and help themselves to silver and
| have abundance of money. Free colnage
of all the silver In the world at the ex-
pense of the 'nited States was the demo-
cratic panacen.

The republicans. however, declared for
an Industrial regeneration, for the oﬁen-
ing of mills, factories and mines.

Happlly the republican ldea prevaliled in
1896 and again In 1900, and it has been
proved that money has become cheap and
easy because wages are high.. A revival
of manufacturing and commerce and a

restoration of confldence was all that was
needed.

The War and Results.

The speaker MPelt at some length on
the Spanish-American war and the libera-
tion of Cuba, Porto Rico and the Philip-
pines from the yoke of Spain. The war
did much more than to strike off the
shackles of oppression and dishonest gov-
ernment from milllons of human beings.
The ridiculous ease with which the Unit-
ed Btates troops defeated overwhelming
numbers of Spaniards, admitetd to be
among the best troops in BEurope, worked
a revolutlon in the minds of European
statesmen regarding the TUnited States.
Ridicule gave way to respect, and where
the Americans had hitherto been merely
tolernted they were now sought In friend-
=hip. From being nobodies In the world's
politics, the Americans became the chief

The Philippine question was no longer
an Issue, and the democrats had even
abandoned their farcical “water cure’ agi-
tntltnlnn. The number of soldiers in the
FPhilippines had been reduced from 60,000
to 20,000 In one year, and the whole army
from 100,000 to 66,000,

The Trusts.

Benator Nelson gave considerable at-
tention to the trusts, argulng that the
remedy for the trust evil was not in tariff
revislon so much as in modification of our
corporation laws. He cited the action of
the democrats in congress in defeating the
proposed amendment to the constitution
giving congress the power to regulate
trusts, and read a statement from the
democratic leaders In the house to the
effect that the reason the democrats in
congress opposed the amendment was that
it would have taken the trust question
out of politics and deprived the demo-
crats of valuable campaign thunder. This
was proof of the shallowness of demo-
cratic anti-trust talk.

Touching upon the merger question,
Senator Nelson sald: *'Take the Northern
Becurlties company as an example. They
take one share of the Northern Pacific at
120 and one of the Great Northern at 180
and merge them Into three of the new
company. Northern Pacific draws a div-
idend of 4 per cent and Great Northern
7 per cent, or 11 per cent on both. The
three shares of the new draws & or 6 per
cent, and a leadlng rallroad official (re-
ferring to J. J. Hill), In a speech the other
day, maintalned that it might be 7 per
cent. That is a dividend of 21 per cent
on Inflated stocks that formerly drew but
11 per cent, Give the government the
power to llcense, regulate and control
these trusts, and the question will be
settled, and settled right. This ocer-cap-
italization and inflation of values is only
a scheme to draw bigger dividends.”
Indorsements for Van Sant and Fletcher.

Toward the close of his address, Sena-
tor Nelson referred to Governor Van Sant
in the most eulogistic language and pro-
voked the great gathering to continued
bursts of applause.

“It's an easy matter to be governor in
times of peace,” declared the senator with
an air of conviction, “but when great
questions are at stake, affecting the rights
of the common people of this state, then
you should all come to the side of that
manly and courageous man, who is fear-
less enough to refuse to sit by as an idle
spectator while this grgat rallroad merger
went on.

“If you allow these great monopolles to
get a taste of blood by the defeat of Gov-
ernor Van Sant, then they will feel en-
couraged to grapple with our young and
vigorous president, Theodore Roosevelt,
who .1s making such a courageous stand
against the trusts."”

The speaker also had some kind words
for Congresaman Fletcher, to whom he
referred as the “hardest working and
nobles Roman of them all,”" an old-
line, thorough-going and earnest repub-
llcan. He sald that he .had never seen
a congressman who worked with as much
zeal for his constituents as did I.oren
Fletcher. There was not one reason why
he should not be returned to congress,
and he urged the voters of Hennepin.
county not to waste their political priv-
{leges by sending a democrat to congress.
Ray W. Jones came In for some high-

complimentary remarks from =all the

speakers, and Senator Nelson, in.closing,
declared that he would -make the best
lteutenant governor who could be se-
lected.

Story That He Will Succeed Arch-
bishop Feehan in Chicago
Is Revived.

0’Gorman to Succeed Him in St. Paul
—Heffron to Go.to Sioux
Falls.

Semi-official confirmation was glven in
St, Paul last night to the report pub-
lished some time ago that Archbishop
Ireland would be transferred to Chicago
in succession to the late Archbishop Fee-
han. The statement was positively re-
peated last night by a member of Arch-
bishop Ireland's household, who had just
come from a dinner at the archiepiscopal
resldence, where had been entertained
fifteen of the prominent churchmen
brought to St. Paul Tuesday by the con-
secration of Bishops Keane and Stariha.

The transfer of Archbishop Ireland, if
made, will extend his opportunities for
achievement and distinction according to
his recognized place In the Catholic world.
The province of Chicago is four times the
size of the province of St. Paul and In-
cludes a population of nearly one mlillion
Catholies. ;

The same authority announced that
Archbishop Ireland would be succeeded at
Bt. Paul by Bishop O'Gorman of Sioux

Archblshop Ireland, St. Paul.

Falls, 8. D., whose position in turn wouid
be takem by Rev, P. R. Heffron, D. D,,
rector of the 8t. Paul seminary.

Bishop O'Gorman was born in Boston.
He was educated in Chicago and St. Paul,
and was made a priest in 1863. He com-
pleted his studies in France. Nine years
ago he had the high honor of receiving
his degree of doctor of divinity from the
hands of Pope lLeo XIII. From 1867 to
1878 Bishop O'Gorman labored as a priest
In this state. During the four years end-
ing with 1882 he served with the Paulist
community in New York. Afterwards he
was made pastor of a church at Farl-
bault. He was named the first president
of St. Thomas, St. Paul, with which in-
stitution he remained from 1886 to 1830.
During the next five years he was pro-
fessor of modern church history in the
Catholic university at Washington.. His
broad experience and proved ability na-
turally suggested him for promotion to

Bishop O'Gorman, Sioux Falls.

a bishopric, and he was placed in charge
of the Sioux Falls dlocese six years ago.
Since the departure of Archbishop Ire-
land has been rumored, Bishop O'Gorman
has everywhere been mentioned as the
logical successor to his distinguished chief.

And if Dr. Heffron of the St. Paul sem-
inary should be sent to Sioux Falls, the
tenth bishop from the province of B8t
Paul within twenty-seven years—a dls-
tinction not attained by any dther Amer-
fcan province—will be a theologian of na-
tional reputation. Under the guldance of
Dr. Heffron the 8St. Paul seminary has
attracted students from all parts of the
United States. To his many admirers in
the twin clties Dr. Heffron is endeared
equally by his rare eloquence and his un-
assuming urbanity. Before he was pro-
moted to his present station Dr. Heffron
was one of the most popular of the many
superior men, including Archbishop Ire-
land, that have been pastors of the St.
Paul cathedral.

No Word In Chicago.

Chicago, Oct. 30.—Concerning the re-
port from St. Paul last night that Arch-
bishop Ireland had been declded upon to
succeed the late Archbishop Feehan, Bish-
op Muldoon said: *I have heard nothing
about the transfer of Archbishop Ireland
from the St. Paul to the Chicago diocese.”
Father Thomas P. Hodnett, church of the
Immaculate Conceptiion, =zaid: “No news
of the appointment of Archbishop Ireland
to the Chicago dlocese has been recelved
by me It would be possible for Arch-
bishop Ireland to be appointed without
holding a convention, as the power lles
with the pope”

promise on {huse terms, but proposed an equal
division of disputed territory. When this was re-
tused, the westerners offered the. American Asso-
cintion $20,000 for the franchises of the two
cities.
