Governor Van Sant Campalgns the Iron
Ranges—Tawney at Austin.

CLOQUET, MINN.—Governor Van Sant
spoke yesterday to Immense audiences at
‘Carlten and Cloquet. To-day and Satur-
day he wlll make the iron ranges on a spe-
elal traln, and every town of importance
will be viaited. Monday night he will ad-
dress a rally in Duluth.

After the Braham meeting Wednesday
afternoon the governor visited Cambridge,
and In company with Chairman Sullivan
of the republican county committee called
upon the leading men of the party and
later held a reception at the Willlams
Hotel. A good report was obtalned of
the political® situation.

From Cambridge he drove to Isantl for
his evening meeting. There the second
surprise of the day was found. People
had come from a distance to hear the
governor. Not much Interest has been
shown in Isanti, and the people have not
seemed to reallze a great and important
eampalgn was In progress. The governor's
visit and address changed this, The
meeting under the spirited address of the
governor aroused the greatest enthusi-
asm. The full republican vote will be out
Nov. 4.

The first speaker of the evening was
Daniei Anderson of Cambridge, who was
introduced by the mayor of the town. }le
is a member of the siate board of equal-
ization, and his remarks were devoted to a
description of the work of that board.

Governor Van Sant spoke for about two
hours, and held the close attention of the
blg audlence. All of the Issues oi the
campalgn were fully discussed and much
information as to state affairs glven with
good effect.

Asslstant Superintendent of Public Edu-
eatlon Bhultz also spoke.

AUBTIN, MINN.—Congressman James
A. Tawney spoke to a large audience at
the armory Jast night. He believes, under
present Industrial conditions, In a read-
Justment of several of the existing sched-
ules of the present tariff law, without
jeopardizing present prosperity, conform-
ing mora fully to present industrial condli-
tions. This revislon should be made
along lnes of protection. This can be
best accomplished by our adopting the
modern European tariff system of maxi-
mum and minlmum tarlff, thus enabling
us to secure advantages In forelgn mar-
kets without delay, controversy and tur-
moll. With a minimum fixed, various in-
dustries would know the extent to which
the duty on any line could be reduced to
securs reciprocal advantages and always
keep in safe condition. Mr. Tawney de-
nied that he'or any of the Minnesota del-
egation was In opposition to reciprocity
with Cuba or to President Roosevelt. He
stands by his position in the conference
committee, to take off the differential on
refined sugar, or he will not favor the re-
moval of a protective duty on raw sugar,
a product of the American farm. On the
lumber tariff he reiterated hils position,
takkan befors the primary, that rough lum-
ber should be admitted free and for a
modificatlon of the lumber and other
schedules.

JACKS8ON, MINN.--C. N. Andrews of
Mankato, the democratic congressional
candidate from thls district, spoke to a
emall audience last evening. at the opera
house. He devoted about twenty minutes
of his tlme to Congressman McCleary.
Among other things he saild the present
prosperity did not affect many outside
of the trusts and capltalists. The crowd
did not show much enthusiasm.

26,000,000 GROSS TONS

Lake Output of Iron 74 Per Cent of All
Mined In the Country.

DULUTH, MINN.—There is no question
but that total ore shipments from the
northern lakes will exceed 25,000,000 gross
tons for the year. This wlill be doubls
the business of 30 recent a year as 1897,
and equals all that was shipped from 1855
to 1884. It Is a larger percentage of the
total ore production of the United States
than ever before, except In 1809, and is
74 per cent of the whole mined 1in the
country. Thera will be, It is estimated,
a total of about 33,500,000 tons of ore
mined In the entire United States this
Year.

Ore deals of the Shenango Furnace com-
pany, of which W. P. Snyder of Pitts-
burg, 18 the president, and which have
been grossly. exaggerated In press dis-
patchen, Include only the Shenango mina
and the Webb property on the Meesaba
rangs and a half Interast in the Antolne
Ora company in the Menomonle range.
The first named has show up about 12,-
©€00,000 tons and the second 9,000,000, while
the Antoine mines may have up to 50,000,-
000 tone of a low grade siliclous ore, now
eoming Into wvalue. The Clairton Steel
company, of which Mr. Bnyder is also
president, but all of whose stock is owned
by the Cruicible Bteel company of Ameri-
ca, has also bought the Clalriton mine on
the Mesaba, which it is now opening, and
the Little. These contaln about 7,000,000
tons so far as shown. Other companles,
in which Mr. Bnyder is a stockholder, hava
about 30,000,000 tons of ore shown, but
these mines are In no way the property of
any of the independent steal making con-
cerna of which he 1s a stockholder. Tha
press story that these mines were being
gathered In aB a step toward war with the
United Btates Bteel corporation is about
as far from the truth as anything well
ean be.

The propertles of the Antoine Ore com-
pany are the Traders, Clifford, Keel Ridge
and Antoine mines, and contain a moun-
taln of ore. They are owned jointly by the

Bnyder Interest and the Republie Iron and

Bteel company, and will be used as a mix-
ture for their low-silicon Msaba ores.

The state school fund of Minnesota is
lkely to recelve another large addition

{rom the Mesaba range. in the opening of

the Mesaba Chief mine, which is in the
hands of the Great Northern road under
an option which the road is sald to in-
tend to close at the proper time. This
mine has been explored four or five times
without result. Once the Rockefeller com-
pany pald down $15,000 to bind the bar-
gain for purchase at $150,000, but found
nothing and abandoned the payment.

Deals Made In This Country.

DULUTH, MINN.—Henry Tourlsh of
Buperior has sold all his interest in the
(Duluth, Virginia & Ralny Lake railway
and in the Minnesota land and Construc-
tion company that is operating it, and In
the ownerships In and options on more
that 1,000,000,000 feet of standing timber
along the road, to his former partner, W.
H. Cook of this city. He takes Mr. Cook's
share of their combined holdings in Idaho,
where they bought pine about a year ago.
With Mr. Coock now come In Charles li'_‘.

Ruggles of Chicago, and other wealthy
men assoclated with him.

In connection with the Cook-Tourish
deals, Messrs. Culligan and Gilchrist have
sold to Cook and his new assoclates their
80,000,0000 feet of standing timber In the
northern part of St. Louls county, for
$328,000. This deal has been pending for
some time, hinging on the successful
termination of other negotlatlons in con-
nectlon with the rallroad and with the
logging contracts of Cook & Tourish. This
timber, as wel als that belonging to Cook
& O'Brien, is on the lien of the Duluth,
Virginia & Rainy Lake road and will be
hauled by that road. At a meeting a day
or two ago of the Duluth, Virginla &
Ralny Lake road and of the Minnesota
Land and Construction company, Mr.
Ruggles was elected vice president and
Hansen Smith of Duluth, who represents
Mr. Ruggles and his friends, secretary and
l!l‘eﬂﬁul'(‘l'. Mr. Cook remalins as presi-
dent,

In explanation of the several deals that
have been pending In these various inter-
esta the past few weeks, it is announced
that Cook & Tourlsh had for several vears
been buying timber north of the divide, In
St. Louis and Itasca counties, for outside
men, including Messrs. Edgar, Alexander,
Putnam, Mortenson, Stein, Levy, and
others, until they had accumulated more
than a billion feet. On this they had tak-
en back options for purchase or logging
at higher figures, and it is the taking up
of these options that has caused the great
movement along that line. Many of
these options have been exercised already
and others are belng closed, and Messrs,
Edgar, Alexander, et al., ara stepping out
at a large profit. Most of the new money
with which this has been and is being
done was secured by Mr. Smith from Mr,
| Ruggles and friends.
| In all its ramifications and possibilities
| this is one of the biggest deals In timber
that has ever taken place in this country.

Contracts will be let soon for the Cook
& O'Brlen mill at Virginia, and it is ,the
intention to bulld another mill soon after
at or near Pelican lake, In township 64-19,
thirty-five miles north of Virginla.

AN ACCOMMODATING POSTMASTER

Dated a Money Order Back a Month to
Help a Frlend.

CEDAR RAPIDS, IOWA.—The federal
authorities to-day informed Grand Secre-
tary Maxwell of the Order of Rallway Con-
ductors of the sequel of an attempt to de-
fraud the order of $3,000. Dec. 14, 1901,
Maxwell received a postal money order
for 33 In pavment for delinquent assess-
ment of a member of Centralia, Ill. The
member was declared delinquent Nov. 30
and suspended on Dec. 9. He was injurcd
in a wreck and had lost a leg which would
have entitled him to $3,000, if his dues had
been pald. .

The letter contalning the money was
dated and postmarked Nov. 12, as was
the money order. An attempt was made
to show the letter was missent and had
been in the mails for a month. Secretary
Maxwell was suspicious and reported the
matter to Postmaster Bond who notified

the postal authorities. It developed yes-
terday that the postmaster at Centralia

had issued the order Dec. 12 and dated
it back to accommodate the wife of the
Injured man. The postoffice inspector re-
ported his findings and urged the imme-
dlate dismissal of the postmaster.

E. W. Stubbs of Emporia, Kan., last
night received a letter at the Clifton
hotel from a son supposed to have been
massacred on the island of Samar. The
young man was with the army at Pe-
king, after which his regiment was sent
to the Philippines. He was subsequently
reported dead and his name so stands on
the records of the war department. The
letter received to-day is from Ipia, South
America, and says Stubbs ls practicing
his profession of clvil engineer and is
prospering.

GETTING OUT THE VOTE

Democratic Committee Meatln'g In lowa
Causes Republicans Anxlety.

DES MOINES, IOWA.,—The democratic
state central committee held a meeting
here to-day to urge forward steps for
getting out the vote. It has developed
the democrats are quietly making a deter-
mined effort in this direction, and the
knowledge of this fact has caused the re-
publicans no little apprehension in the
close districts. The democrats are mak-
ing much of the recent address by Secre-
tary Shaw at Marshalltown, in which the
secretary expressed himself on the Iowa
idea. This address made it plain Secre-

tary Shaw was not in favor of revision of
ihe tariff, although the Iowa idea was not
attacked as such. In thelr literature, the
democrats are pointing to Shaw's address
as another evidence of the fact that the
republicans of the state are divided Into
two factions on this question.

Governor Cummins is being urged to
commute to life imprisonment the sen-
tence to death of Louis Busse, the Butler
county wife murderer. Busse was sen-
tenced to death last spring in the district
court of Bremer county. He is now at
Anamosa prison, and is scheduled to hang
April 17.

The supreme court has not yet decided
the appeals of Phillips and Brooks, the
Greenville bank robbers. The court ad-
journed yesterday without acting on these
cases, and is expected to hand down a
decision shortly after meeting for the ad-
journed session of the October term.

The supreme court has siruck a
hard Dblow at the liquor traffic
through express agents by Trevers-

ing two cases, one from Washington
county against the United States Express
company, and the other from Tama coun-
ty against the American. In both the
express companlies had liquor in their pos-
sesslon which they were deliverlng to
purchasers for C. O. D. payments. The
liquors were selzed and the cases trfed in
the district courts, which decided that
such a proceeding was no violation of the
mulct law. The supreme court yesterday
reversed both these decisions and holds
that such goods are contraband.
MARSHALLTOWN, 10WA — Through
the efforts of the Marshall county offlcers,
the Zearing robbery has been cleared up
and most of the stolen goods recovered.
The thieves broke Into the station at
Zearing and stole a sample trunk belong-
ing to Louls Goette, a representative of
the John Pritzloff Hardware company of
Milwaukee. The trunk contained about
$400 worth of cutlery. The officers here
got a clue and followed it, arresting one
T. B. Green at Tama. Green was put
through the sweating process and dis-
closed the fact that there was a fence at
Farguson, also at Walford, and the fact
that the goods had been taken from the
trunk at Ferguson and shipped in a tele-

scope to Walford to one Willlam Stokes,
known as “Iowa Bill" and leader of the
gang. Stokes, however, must have
grown suspicious, for he has kept clear of
Walford, and never appeared to claim the
telescope. After walting several weels,
the officers took.posmgession of the stolen
goods. Greene has been indicted by the
Storey county grand jury.

They were arrested
at the time of glving Jones the beating,
but later released. They are all Wells
county farmers. Efforts are being made
to fix the matter up without prosecution.

LAKE SUPERIOR COPPER

Fwo Hundred Fifty Tons of the Red Metal
Are Produced Each Day.

HOUGHTON, MICH.—The lake mines
are now turning out refined copper at the
rate of almost exactly 260 tons a working
day, the bulk of the production being
smelted locally, although a good part of
the crude mineral of the Calumet &
Hecla is sent to the Buffalo refining works
for reduction. Unlike last year, there
has been no considerable amount of re-
fined copper collected at any one time in
the lake district, as all metal has been
forwarded almost as rapidiy as smelted.
The close of the season of lake navigation,
due this month, will ind the wharves of
the lake smelters almost or quite bare of
copper, and it is probable that the all-
rail shipments of the past three winters
will be continued,

Statements appearing in Buffalo news-
papers, and telegraphed from that point,
to the effect that the Calumet & Hecla
was begging to be let into a combination
with the Copper River Copper company
and the Garretson Pyritic Smelter com-
pany are absolutely without foundation.
The Calumet & Hecla has always stood
alone, and will always continue to stand
alone, until there is a radical change in
management, which i{s not at all likely,
as thg men in control are representatives
of ‘family Interests that own outright
more than half of the stock. The Copper
River company is behind the projected
Alaska Central railroad.

All diamond drilling has been discon-
tinued at ithe Wyandot property. The
Winona mine, adjoining, is continuing de-
velopment work, and is to have a complete
mill-test of its rock soon. At the Elm
River property very little is being done.

The new mill of the Trimountain is
fairly In commlssion, and with a few
minor defects, which are being remedied
a8 rapidly as possible, s glving excellent
satisfaction.

It would not prove surprising were the
Centennial to ararnge for the use of one
or two heads at the Arcadian mill, as
these will socn be released by the Tri-
mountain. The Centennlal has opened
two shafts on the Kearsarge lode, one of
which is nearly a half mile in depth, and
has slopes of good miiling rock available
for use whenever desired.

Explorations at the Ahmeek continue of
an encouraging nature. The Phoenix Is
arranging to begin production as soon as
the one-stamp mill can be completed, and
has a large stock-pile of high-grade stamp
rock on hand.

For the completion of equipment and
other necessary work the Champlon mine
will require about $300,000, which will be
furnished In equal shares by the Copper
Range Consolidated and St. Mary's Min-
eral Land company, the Jjoint own-
ers. This will make a total invest-
ment of almost exactly two milllons of
dollars for the opening and equipment of
the property, which figure is about high-
water mark in the lake district. The enor-
mous value and wonderful possibilities of
the Champion, Trimountain and Baltic
mines are beginning to be understood, even
by those who formerly spoke of them as
“good little mines."”

The matter of organizing a local stock
éxchange is receiving serious considera-
tion. If formed, it will be composed of
men of sufficient standing and capital to
assure the confildence of investors.

The likelihood of a dollar assessment
on Mohawk is rumored. The president
says no such action has been considered,
officially or otherwise, by the directors.
The Mohawk will begin production in
about a month, there having been the
usual annoying delays in the receipts of
machinery for the mill, and Is certain to
prove a highly valuable property.

The Baltic lode has been reached by
No. 4 shaft of the Trimountain. Diamond
drill operations at the Globe tract. next
south of the Champion, give results of an
encouraging nature. It is stated, appar-
ently on good authority, that the present
earnings of the Tamarack show a ma-
terial decline from the earnings of last
year, and the likelihood of a dividend
seems small.

The output of the Mass Mine for Oc-
tober is bhelleved to have exceeded 175
tons, which is a good showing for a single
stamp. The daily shipment of rock to the
mill average about 520 tons.
