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• The format ion 'o f trusts proceeds apace in Canada and 
Mexico a s w e l l - a s in the Uni ted States . In both countries 
American capital is largely interested, but the M e x i c a n ' 
trusts s e e m to be about a s American a s our own. The 
Mexican government , however, is said not to be worrying 
about the trusts , a s it has the power a t a n y t ime to remove 
the tariff duties,' in order to- break down monopoly. I t is 
wil l ing that Mexico should profit to the fullest ex tent from 
the superior advantages of consolidations of capital. A t the 
s a m e t ime i t feels that the knowledge that the scratch of 
a pen will t a k e off the protect ive tariff will tend to keep 
the trusts in their place and restrain their greed. 

In deal ing wi th railroad trusts , otherwise mergers , the 
government has taken a s tep that is decidedly novel. The 
federal government has recent ly purchased the major part 
of the recent issue of the Interoceanic Railroad company's 
bonds, thus obtaining the controll ing Interest in the road. 
The bonds were bought a t 90%, and bear interest a t the rate 
of 4ty per cept per annum. 

P a y m e n t w a s made from the reserve funds of the n a ­
tional treasury. 

. The bonds were bought not a s a profitable inves tment 
of reserve funds, but to prevent the formation of pools a n d 
trusts hav ing in v i ew the control of the import and export 

traffic of the republic. I t is calculated by the/ government 
' tha t being In control of so important a railway a s t h e Inter­
oceanic it wil l be in a posit ion to prevent, a n y mergers l ikely 
to operate to the d isadvantage of nat ive manufacturing and 
commercial interests . ' 

There may be a hint for American rai lway 'policy In 
the above. W h y would it not be a good plan fc$ congress 
to authorize the inves tment of some of the ' t reasury surplus 
in the bonds of ra i lways forming a transcontinental* l ine? 
A line thus indirectly under government control, but still 
under private m a n a g e m e n t and nomina l ownership,- "would 
tend to have a salutary effect on rates . A t the s a m e t i m e it 
would be l ikely t o escape the evi ls of actual government 
operation. , 

In the early s event i e s a Uni ted S ta tes senate commit tee , 
of which the late Senator Wil l iam W i n d o m w a s chairman, 
did sugges t a government rai lway b e t w e e n St. Louis and the 
At lant ic seaboard a s a m e a n s of restra ining ra tes . Such a 
l ine w a s sugges ted on the sound theory^ that where c o m ­
pet i t ion ex i s t s b e t w e e n private companies combinat ion is 
a l w a y s possible. But , it w a s argued, if there w a s a n eas t 
and w e s t trunk line, under, g o v e r n m e n t control, dangerous 
combinat ion of private parallel l ines would be impossible, 
s ince they would a lways have to reckon w i t h the "reasonable 
rates that would be maintained on the government line.

Grand Jury Criticisms. 
The report of the September grand jury 

i s a business l ike document, replete w i t h 
Intelligent cri t ic ism of mat ters wi th in i ts 
authority and full of good suggest ions . 

The Jury deplores the fact that there 
Is no fund which grand jurors can use in 
bringing to just ice the perpetrators of 
crime. This is a very serious flaw in our 
criminal sys tem. The grand Jury i s m o s t 
effect ive w h e n it is an invest igat ing and 
Inquiring body and is not content wi th 
mere quasi-judicial funct ions. The grand 
Jury that s i ts in i ts room and w a i t s for 
ev idence to come in will rarely be able 
t o return indictments Ih certain spec ies 
of crime, no matter how notorious the 
prevalence of the same m a y be. 

A defect of a similar nature is the a b ­
sence of any law providing funds to m e e t 
t h e expenses of the sheriff of Hennepin 
county in bringing back persons arrested 
in other s ta tes under extradit ion papers 
The nex t legislature should be asked to 
e n a c t legis lat ion which shall m e e t both 
of these crit icisms. 

The jury does well to condemn such 
patronage contracts a s that entered into 
by Mayor A m e s , Wil l iam Russel l and Dr. 
F . R. Woodard. whereby the t w o lattei 
agreed to vote for appointees of the board 
of charit ies and corrections named by 

* A m e s . 

Perhaps the most important crit ic ism 
m a d e by the jury is that leveled a t the 
lack of sy s t em in audi t ing the \ a r i o u s 
departments of the city government . 
The recommendat ion that such audi t ing 
be provided is excel lent and should be 
acted upon. The accounts of the various 
departments of the St Paul c i ty govern­
m e n t are, by a special arrangement , a u ­
dited by the s tate public examiner, w h o 
rece ives special payment for the work. It 
might be well to Introduce a similar s y s ­
t e m of inspect ion here. If that is not 
advisable the ci ty controller's authori ty 
ought to be extended to include the r ight 
and duty of rigid inspection of the a c ­
counts of all departments . 

Another good recommendat ion made by 
t h e jury is that all c i ty departments 
should be required to deposit daily wi th 
the c i ty treasurer all moneys collected 
up to the close of bus iness on the pre-

; ced ing day. 
In making these various cr i t ic isms and 

recommendat ions , a s well a s in other 
ways , the September grand jury has 
proved itself a worthy successor of the 
f a m o u s April grand jury.

In the Business World. 
The g r e a t factors of an unfavorable n a ­

ture, that from t ime to t ime work into 
the financial s i tuat ion, are often the re­
sult of other adverse influences that have 
passed.

This w a s hardly surprising in 
v iew of the a lmost uninterrupted rise for 
three w e e k s that carried December up 
from 67%c. Flour demand has not been 
quite so brisk, but the Minneapolis mil ls 
are oversold to Dec . 1, and are grinding 
about 1,750,000 bushels of w h e a t every 
week. Rece ipts here meanwhi le are m o d ­
erate and e v e n w i t h the increase of 791,103 
bushels in s tocks las t week, and another 
increase of 603,624 bushels th i s week .

reserve a g a i n s t deposi ts is reduced below 
the l imit fractionally. 

Mr. Vanderlip ment ions one object ion­
able feature in the s i tuat ion in the ex ­
pansion of $1,300,000,000 in nat ional banks 
during the last three years , while the 
bas i s of gold and legal tenders back, of 
this large amount is a little smaller than 
it w a s a t the beginning of the period, and 
deposits of other banks and trust com­
panies have increased about $3,000,000,000 
wi thout increase in their gold and legal 
tender reserve. H e th inks too much cap­
ital has been put into fixed forms of in­
ves tment , and it is inferable that there 
is an approach to the exhaust ion of the 
surplus capital, indicated, Indeed, by the 
large indebtedness of American bankers 
to European bankers There is, however, 
no cause for alarm in this , for t h e coun­
try i s abundant ly able to m e e t all i t s f -
e ign obl igat ions, and this year's crop will 
effect such liquidation. Mr. Vanderlip ad­
mits our strong advantages over our E u ­
ropean competitors , and he would only 
have "a judicious recognit ion of the re­
strict ing condit ions now visible in our 
financial s i tuation." In this period of the 
forming of new enterprises, bankers 
should be discriminating a s to their quali­
ty and not feed the reckless speculat ive 
spirit. The country is in a m o s t pros­
perous condition, and there m a y be no 
doubt on this point so long a s the iron 
and steel bus iness is in i t s present s ta te 
of act iv i ty , the demand for iron being so 
strong that large orders have had to be 
filled in Europe. 

In contrast, the London Board of Trade 
reports that hard t imes are imminent in 
England; there is an- oversupply of labor 
and greatly diminished demand for Brit ­
ish manufactures , and w a g e s have de­
clined; shipbuilding is inact ive and the 
iron trade is restricted by foreign compe­
tition. In Germany there is great de ­
pression in the iron market and iron 
s tocks are burdensome and offered a t un -
remunerat lve figures. < 

W e have reason to be thankful over our 
o w n advantages and to keep cool bus iness 
heads.

The cit ies stood 
their fair share of the raise in values , and 
the only reason the raise w a s not made 
by the s tate board w a s that it w a s saved 
the trouble. The board did not raise 
realty values in St. Louis county, but the 
county board added $20,000,000 to the val ­
uat ion of the iron ore lands. W h y not 
take these l itt le mat ters into account 
w h e n making campaign arguments? 

Dunn Praises Board's Work. 
State Auditor D u n n is out in an inter­

v i ew In which he says that the s tate board 
this year accomplished more than any 
similar board s ince the s tate w a s organ­
ized. The raise in real e s ta te values w a s 
only to keep pace wi th ris ing prices. Some 
counties returned a valuation a third 
lower than adjoining counties jus t a s 
fertile. The board brought t h e lower ones 
up to the higher level. L o t s in the c i t ies 
are often as ses sed for more than they are 
worth, whi le country property i s se l ­
dom asses sed a t more than 25 per cent 
of i ts present se l l ing value. Good s u b ­
stantial Increases were made in the a s ­
se s sment of public service corporations.

No Change In the Law. 
The Red W i n g Republican says* 
"The sudden death of State Senator 

Ives of St. Paul caused a vacancy on the 
democratic t icket in the thirty-fifth sen­
atorial district , which the democratic 
committee filled by the nomination of 
John C. Hardy. Under the recent ruling 
of the supreme court, that commit tees 
have no right to fill vacancies , the nomi ­
nation of Hardy is really illegal, but the 
republicans are not likely to make any 
protest in a case like this, where the v a ­
cancy w a s caused by death " 

Mr. Hardy's nomination was perfectly 
regular The supreme court decision only 
applied to cases where no candidate is 
put up a t the primary election. Commit­
tees still have the right to fill genuine 
vacancies , caused by death or withdrawal 
of a candidate. 

A. L Dixon of Waterford, '*ho w a s 
knocked off the ballot a s republican 
candidate for the house in Dakota coun­
ty, has not quit h is campaign He says 
there is a blank space under Kelly's name, 
where republican voters can write in the 
name of A. L. Dixon.
