sec ietary 5 report w a s read b y Mrs J a m e s 
K Hosmer who spoke of the loss the 
board had sus ta ined through the death of 
three of the m e m b e i s of the advisory 
board J S Pillsbury, Frank H P e a v e j 
and H a r v e y W Brown Their places were 
taken by W H Dunwoody , Judge M B 
Koon and F M Prince 

The treasurer s report w a s read by Mrs 
George H Christian and showed that the 
expenses had been $13,783 43, cash on 
hand $3 239 07 There have been so m a n y 
eonfagious d i seases a m o n g the children 
l h a t the expenses have been unusual ly 
hea-\\ but the l i tt le sufferers were g iven 
such good care that there w a s only one 
death Treatment •with ant i tox in saved 
the l ives of twenty- f ive w h o were suffering 
from mal ignant diphtheria It is hoped 
that $2 500 will be raised by the charity 
ball Friday even ing 

In her report of the house commit tee 
Mrs Jos iah Thompson said that the new 
annex had been completed and can be 
used a s soon a s the rooms are furnished 
The annex adjoins the old bui lding but it 
can be complete ly isolated in case of con­
tagious d i seases Mrs T B Walker is 
chairman of the children s c o m m i t t e e 
There are ninety-fiA e children in the home, 
the older ones go to school and the y o u n g ­
er ones are in the kindergarten The n u m ­
ber includes for ty - seven Amer icans thir­
ty - three Scandinavian, t w e l v e Engl ish , 
e ight German three Candadian, one m u ­
latto fifteen German-American, s e v e n 
Ir i sh-American and seven F r e n c h - A m e r ­
ican children There are t w e n t y old ladles 
occupying pleasant rooms and the number 
is larger than ever before
