“Let Him Who Is Without Sin Cast
the First Stone,” Said the
Preacher.

Omaha, Nov. 10,—"Let him who Is with-
out sin cast the first stone,” said Rev.
Thomas Anderson of Calvary  Baptist
church as he stepped into the pulpit of
the Baptist church to preach the funeral
sermon of Miss Augusta Busch.

Twn hours before: the time of the fu-
neral a great crowd of 2,600 women assem-
bled In and around the German Baptist
church, straining every nerve and elbow-
ing each other roughly to galn admilssion.

The church was packed, the audience|
being mostly women, only fourteen men|
being in the building. 'The floral offering
consisted of a single star and a broken
wheel, both sent by officers of the church.

Mr. Anderson referred openly to the
tragedy in his sermon, saying:

“Many of you Christian men and women |
will make much of the fall of this mrml'
and this woman, but 1 prefer to overlook
her faults. All of us are weak, and she
fell before temptation.

“We are in no mood to moralize over the
bier of the dead, therefore my talk will
be mercifully short. God's verdict is not
basad on the falls and struggles of life,
but on the inslde battles which take place
in our own souls and of which men know |
nothing, so It is best to leave the dead and |
their destiny In the hands of the Lord.

“If none but =aints are to be buried
from the church, then the church will
never witness funerals.

“My brother ministers protested against
this being held in a church. It is a ser-

fous mistake to think that the church
condones the terrible wrong which has |
been done and the oruel blow given our
common Christianity by a sin unspeakably!
eacrilegious and devilish. But there is
nono beyond the power of temptation. This
Eirl has been more sinned against than sin-
ning. We have no right to assume that |
she has been living in hypocrisy, or that|
her act was one of selfishness, 1 want to
look back upon my memory of her a.ml|
think of the many acts of kindness she
has done to the poor and needy, to sea|
the sunshine she has brought into the life
of many small children, rather than to this
unspeakably sinful and pitiful end."

As the pastor closed a single voleca in
the choir sang “Rock of Ages.” and the
pallbearers moved down the crowded aisle.
Suddenly the casket lurched and the for-
ward end went to the floor with a thud.
The handlas had broken. The over-
wrought audience gasped and shivered,
Many women, already half in hysterics,
groaned aloud. The coffin was quickly re-
covered and the procession proceeded
down the aisle.

The remains of the Rev, Mr. Rabe were
taken to Buffalo.
