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"SEATS ARE ON SALE

Rush to Secure Tickets for Satur-
day's Gridiron Contest
Begins.

Betting Upon the Game Is Brisk
With 0dds of 5 to 4 Offered
on Wisconsin.

With the Wisconsin-Minnesota football
game only four days away, betting upon
the result is already brisk. Wisconsin has
always been a favorite speculative propo-
sition with Minneapolis men who are
bound to neither team. and in addltion
there are many badger alumni in the city.
This, In connection with Wisconsin's
prestige ,of former years, and her good
record this season, combined with Minne-
sota's defeat by Nebraska, makes the
badgers the most popular team for the
betting fraternity.

Aslde from Minnesota students and
alumni, whose sympathies unconsclously
influence their judgment, Wisconsin is the
almost unanimous cholce of the specu-
lators. In down town cigar stores dozens
of bets are posted at odds of 7 to 5, 4 to
5, 10 to 8, or 12 to 10, on the badgers.
These odds, irn the opinion of many Min-
nesota men, are none too high. Indeed,
many enthusiastic supporters of the
gophers have, to quote from Billy Baxter,
carefully “'sewed the human pocket shut,”
and steadfastly declined to wager thelr
coin upon the result of Saturday's con-
test. The general opinion among the
more conservative is that a wager upon
Minnesota Is unwise unless the bettor can
well afford to lose his money.

Others Not So Conservative.

But others are not so conservative.
Many wagers at the odds quoted above
have been taken by Minnesota men, and
hundreds of dollars are now up upon the
game. Still enough Wisconsin money re-
malns to keep the odds up. Many Minne-
sotans are waiting for the arrival of the
badger cchorts from Madison, in the hope
that when Wisconsin men find little Min-
nesota cash in sight, they will make a
better proposition than any of those men-
tioned.

FPractice on Northrop field
was comparatively light. There was no
serimmage, the time being devoted to
running through signals. Darkness com-
pelled the squad to seek the armory short-
ly after 5 o'clock. The gophers are In
good condition with the exception of
Thorpe, whose knee was stiffened by a
knock he received during Saturday's
game. The injury probably will not keep
him out of the game for more than a day
or two. All the other men are in good
condition. Davies and O'Brien, the
fastest halfbacks, were not used In Satur-
day's game, and the impression prevalls
that Dr. Willlams is saving them for the
Wisconsin game.

Sale of Seats Is Brisk.

The interest in the game, not only in
Minneapolis, but also in northern Wiscon-
sin and all through the state of Minnesota,
is evinced by the orders received by Man-
ager Luby for seats. Mall orders have been
coming in for a week past from the smaller
towns for blocks of tickets ranging in
number from twenty-five to 100, Duluth
ordered fifty seats, and then sent for fifty
more. Clarke Evans, who is now in
Crookston, sends for fifty seats for citi-
zens of that town who are planning an ex-
cursion to Minneapolis for Saturday. Fari-
bault orders twenty-five, and far away
Moorhead twenty-five, besides which or-
ders for blocks of varylng size have been
received from Buffalo Lake, Lake City,
and various other towns. Madison, Wis.,
sent for 300 seats and two boxes, and a
block near the center of the grandstand
has been sent to the Badger camp. Chip-
pewa Falls ordered forty-five seats, and
has been assigned a block in the same see-
tion with the Madison men.

The railroads running out of Minneapolis
have granted a round trip rate of one fare
and one-third from all points from which
the one-way fare to Minneapolis or St.
Paul is $3 or less. On these excursions the
tickets are goed returning up to and in-
cluding Nov. 17.

Sale Opens in Minneapolls.

In Minneapolis tickets are on sale at
Voegeli's, and at the Student’s book store
on Fourteenth avenue and Fourth street
SE. A block has also been sent to Tib-
bel's in St. Paul. The sale opened this
morning, and a long line of purchasers
was walting at both Voegeli's and the
Student's book store long before the time
set for the opening. Manager Luby sald
that from present idications the entjre
block of 6,000 reserved seats exclusive of
the boxes, would be disposed of by Thurs-

admission seats,

The price of all reserved seats has been

placed at $2, and general admission at $1.
The box seats are sold at $2.50 and $3.

The Record-Herald says that Minnesota
has shown a good improvement over last
vear's form, but that still more speed is
needed to defeat the badgers, who are
likely to get the charge upon their op-
ponents. The Minnesota eleven s ad-
mitted still to be coming. The Record-
Herald admits that Dr. Willlams, who
did not play his fastest backs Saturday,
may Intend to use an altogether different
style of play against Wiuconﬂin from that
which he employed against Illinois.

Summing up the situation, the badgers
are held by the majority of nonrpartizan
writers to have more speed than the gop-
hers, while the Minnesota team is thought
to have an advantage In weight, If this
Is true, a fast dry fleld will benefit the
‘| badgers, while a heavy, soggy fleld would
give the gophers a corresponding advan-
tage. Granting this, the weather will play
an Important part in determining the out-
come of the game.-

It is a doubtful quaestlon, , however,
whether Minnesota will: excel Wisconsin
in weight as much as Wisconsin is com-
monly supposed 'to surpass Minnesota in
speed. It.is.not known to anyone exeept
Dr. Willlams himself whether he intends
to use hls fast men or his heavy men
against Wisconsin. His wisdom in keep-
ing this peint a secret will be admitted
by all. It would be too much of an ad-
vantage to tell Phil King what sort of
an attack to prepare for.

Question of Expedlency.

Dr. Willlams undoubtedly has made up
his mind by this time whether light, fast
dodging backs llke Davies, Irsfield and
O'Brien will be more effective against the
badgers than heavy but slower men, such
as Van Valkenburg, Thorpe and Lafans.
His cholce of a back fleld for Baturday will
dépend upon which style of play he be-
lleves will be better against such a de-
fense as the badgers are likely to exhibit.
Both sets of backs are good in their re-
spective ways.

In this respect Minnesota has the ad-
vantage over Wisconsin, as the badgers
are currently supposed to be .short of
good back fleld material, as shown by
King's weakening- his right end to
strenghen the backs, in shifting Juneau.
Minnesota's attacks, when the hevy backs
are used, is very wearing upon the other
team, possibly more exhausting than even
that of Michigan. It may be that the
badgers’' tackles and backs cannot stand
the hammering to which they will be
subjected if Dr. Willlams plays his heav-
{est men. In that case Minnesota may
employ the mass formattons to wear Wis-
consin out, and if this plan succeeds, put
in the faster men to finlsh up. It has
been decided to start Saturday’s-game
half an hour earlier than usual, beginning
play at 2 o'clock. Last Saturday specta-
tors in the grand stand could hardly dis-
tinguish one player from another towards
the close of the game, and the change is
intended to avoid the possibility of the
crowd belng deprived of a good view of
the end of the contest.
