PRACTICE INTHEMUD

Gopher Players Disregard the Rain
—~Gridiron Promises to Be
Muddy Saturday.

Allegeil Spy Is Discovered Overlook-
ing the Practice From a Near-
by Building.

Although the mud was almost knee
deep In spots on Northrop field yesterday
afternoon, the Minnesota team had one of
th= hardest practlees of the year, and
shortly after 5 o'clock thirty tired players
retired to the armory. drenched to the
skin, and with thelr uniforms plastered
with mud from collar to boot heels.

It is almost certain that Northrop fleld
will be pretty heavy Saturday afternoon,
and this fact confirms the public In the
opinion that Dr., Willlams will send in his
heavy backs at the beginning of the
game. The Minnesota coach refuses to
deny or confirm this supposition, but In
view of his past preference for weight,
there is little doubt that Van Valkenburg
and Thorpe will work In the back ficld
with Knowlton and Harris.

This morning the covering of straw
which has been spread on Northrop field
every day, except when the squad was
out for practice, was removed, to let the
alr dry out the gridiron as much as pos-
pible. Despite all the efforts taken to
keep the fleld in good condition, however,
there is little hope of having it hard and
dry for the coming game.

Juneau WIil Play.

Advices from authoritative sources in
Madison state that the badger lineup will
be the same Saturday as it was at the
beginning of the Madison game. Juneau
will play but Driver will not. The tales
from Wisconsin of Juneau's disabllity
eppear to have been exaggerated. They
were given credence by Minnesotans be-
cause Juneau was seen about the city and
at the game last Saturday carrving a
cerutch. Late Saturday night, however, o
Minnesota man saw Juneau hurrying
briskly along one of the less frequented
gtreets carrying the cruteh under his
arm. which adds weight to the statement
that the fast half back will be in the
game Saturday.

Driver probably will not play. The
opinion of those who saw him at Chicago
1n the Wisconsin-Michigan game was that
the full back could not possibly get duw_n
to weight in two weeks. Vanderboon is
glated for full back, and Liljequist will
play right half.

Statement by Dr. Willlams.

In connection with the reports f_rom
Madison of Minnesota sples w;ztching the
badgers' seeret practice, Dr. W H‘liam'x‘ to-
day made the following statement to T he

J o ;‘l:\‘er_\- bit of information that has come
to the Minnesota coaches this year has
been secured by Minnesota representatives
at open games played by Wisconsin this
genson. The Minnesota men have boup_:rht
thelr tickets, and not even asked for side
line privileges.”

\-\'I;l:'nusin continues to be the favorite
among Minneapolitans, except for the go-
pher alumni. The fact that the field
promises to be wet, however, has cnuserﬂ a
elight reaction in Minnesota's favor. V\_ls\—
consin is expected to depend for gains
upnn speed and team work, and a s0EEY
gridiron will tend to even up things in
the matter of speed. On the other hand,
Minnesota's heavy backs will be able to
use their mass plays with just about as
good effect as on a dry field. .

Moreover, one of DMinnesota’s
wenknesses in the past will not be so ap-
parent on a muddy gridiron. The gophers
have never shown great stremgth in bro-
ken field work. Harris, Davies, Rogers,
O'Brien and Irsfield are good shifty men
to carry the ball in a broken fleld, but
Minnesota's tackling under such circum-
stances has always been rather feeble, If
the gridiron is muddy Saturday, Wiscon-
gin's fast men will not have so good a
chance to get started.

Michigan Will Swamp Chicago.

The opinion prevails that Michigan 'v:-'il‘.l
gwamp the Chicago team Baturday. The
loss of Maxwell, the clever quarterback,
to the maroons, has necessitated playing
Sheldon In that position. This not wly
'deprives the maroons of their best “vi:k,
but also mars the team work which Stagg
has striven so hard to build up, Sheldon
has not played quarter since 1900, and will
not make a brilllant showing, in all prob-
gbility, but Stagg has no other man for
the place. )

Stagg sald, a day or two before the acci-
dent to Maxwell, that the speed to defeat
Michizan was not in his men. In this he
ggrees with the majority of those who
have seen both teams play. The general

Puiladelphia, Nov., 13.—Flve members of the
University of Pennsylvania varsity football team
were summarily dismisesd from the practice on
Franklin field yesterdsy afternocon because of a
Inmentable display of a lack of knowledge of the
rudiments of the game. The men sent from the
ficld were Fullback Bennett, Quarterback Dale,
Right Guard Perkarski, Right End Metagar and
Left Halfback Wheeler., Hligh interference tack-
ling were the charges against Dale and Bennett;
Plekarski, Metzgnr and Weschler were accused
of listlessness and copy playing.

It was durlng the first ten minutes of the daily
serimmage between the varsity and the serubs
that the dismissal of the first team men oc-
enrred.  After bolding the varsity for downs on
the thirty-yard line, the scrubs rushed the ball
straight down to the ten-yard line and an at-
tempted drop kick was blocked. The varsity
could not gain and Fennett kicked to the thirty-
yard line. From there the scrubs agaln rushed
the bail down the fleld, and this time Kinkle
ecored a touchdown.

The wholesale dismlissal of varsity players fol-
lowed.  Substitutes took their places and in the
remaining half hour the reorganlzed varsity
played llke fiends, scored three touchdowns and
never allowed the serubs to get within striking
distapce of the gdal line.

THE UPPER MISSISSIPPI

An Improvement Convention Held

at Quincy.

Quiney, I, Nov. 13.—The upper Mjs-
sissippi Improvement convention brought
200 men from the citles along the river
from St. Louls to the twin elties, with
the ldea of uniting on a general pan for
the preservation and Improvement of the
Mississippi from its head waters to its
junction with the M:.ssourl river.

Nearly all the commerclal bodies were
represented, and a definite program will
be provided. A temporary organization
was perfected with M. M. Walker of u-
buque as chairman and Charles R. Hen-
derson of Quincy as secretary. A com-
mittee composed af one member from euach
of the twenty-one cities along the river
was appointed. This committee had a
long session, with much discussion, and
after advancing ideas for a concerted
scheme of river improvement referred the
detalls to a subcommittee of five.

At the afternoon sesslon addresses were
made by Lyman . Cooley of Chicagn,
Congressman G. W. Prince. Congressman
James T. Lloyd, Missouri, and Congress-
man Thomas I). Hedge of Iowa. The
concensus of legislative opinion was that
if the cities and states along the river
could unite upon a direct and compre-
hensive plan for river improvement free
from local pealousles and schemes, proper
appropriations from congress could be se-
cured.

It was decided to make the assoclation
permanent, and the next convention will
be held at Davenport at a date to be de-
cided later,

AT DOORS OF BOISE

Late Stories of Remarkable Gold Ore
Finds Confirmed Upon Fuller
Investigation.

‘Wygant of Denver, in Boise on Busi-
ness, Finds a Ledge of Great
Richness.

Special to The Journal,

Boise, Idaho, Nov. 13.—The original
‘story, as told in the Associated Press dis-
patches, of a remarkable gold discovery
in the Black Hornet district, almost at
the doors of Boise, is borne out by the
facts .that have been brought to light
since the discovery, although it js found,
on sober investigation, that the first
rumors of the strike were somewhat exag-
gerated, as is usually the case In gold
finds.

There is a ledge of seven feet of fairly
good ore, which has been worked for
weeks, but the ore which shows gold to
the naked eye, and the discovery of which
caused a wild stampede from Boise, is
only a ledge about fourteen inches wide,
This ore has been taken out since the
first great exeltement of a week ago at
several different points along the vein for
a distance of many hundred feet.

The country for miles around has been
staked off and is being dug over by the
exclted and eager prospectors In search
of the yellow metal.

Following upon the heels of the first
discovery another rich find was made
by a Denver man in the same district by
accldent. Thomas H. Wygant, who Is in
the ecity as the representative of a Denver
syndicate, which is seeking a street car
franchise in Boise, went out to look at the
new fleld, accompanied by a friend. After
looking over the ground the two started
upon their return to Boise. They had ad-
vanced for perhaps a mile and a half
when they saw a dull looking streak of
rock crossing the road in front of them.
One +f them as a joke proposed that they
locate this “ledge.” Climbing from the
wagon, they began to examine the streak
and were surprised to find, at the very
side of the road, and within a foot of the
surface, org which showed gold to the
naked eye. They Immediately filed a loca-
tion notice and proceeded to Bolse to
record fit. Assays show the ore from
their claim to go about $1,700 a ton. Sev-
eral men are now working upon the acei-
dental find and the rich streak of ore 1s
holding its own with depth.

Some of the claims in the new district
have been sold. D. Mackenzie, a capital-
ist of New York, has purchased the four
claims upon which the original discovery
was made for $100,000. Five thousand of
this was cash, the remainder being on
time.

L. M. Johnson, the original locator of
the claim that caused the stampede, is a
well known mining man of Idaho and
Montana, and has made some rich dis-
coveries in his time which have brought
him good returns. He sold a group of
claims In Idaho a few years ago for
$250,000. He was not so fortunate, how-
ever, in this last discovery.

The Black Hornet district is only ten
miles out of Boise. The rich discoveries
just made are on the Idaho City wagon
road, and teams have been traveling over
the ground for forty years. Johnson made
two locations on the strength of finding
a good looking piece of float rock. He did
not even: . drive his stakes nor do any
representation work when he sold the
claims to J. W. Mehargue of Anaconda,
Mont., and a man named Baker, for $2,000.

Mehargue and Baker-at once’ went to

‘| work to do the representation work and

at the depth of twenty-two feet uncov-
ered the vein that assays over §10,000 a
ton. i

AUTO RACER WAS KILLED.
