But the prioclpal strength
came again from corn. December corn spurted
4 cents In Chieago, and this bull market in the
corn plt made sentlment everywhere ineline
toward the bull slde. Chicago wired early that
trade thers in wheat was not remarkably heavy,
although there wus a falr degree of activity.
Armonr was apparently doing nothing, but every
one was talking of higher prives to come, In both
wheat amd corn, New York had good foreign
buying of December and May wheat, while St
Louls reported buyers on the toor representing
corn exporters of New York, Philadelphin and
Baltimore, Liverpool was strong again, closing
13 @ % d higher.

Bradstreet’'s report of the change in the world's
vislble sbowed an increase of 2,140,000 bu in the
quantity east of the Itockies, and an increase of
2,600,000 bu In the quantity afloat for Europe,
a total galn of 4,740,000 bu. While this was a
trifle larger than was expected, it was In no
sense henrish, but, on the contrary, seemed bull-
ish when compared with the lncrease of 10,600,-
(¥ bn at this time last year. The primary re-
celpts fell under last year by 104,000 bu, totaling
1,242,000, agalust 1,424,000, Shipmments from
primary points were 540,000 bu, agniust 406,000,
Wheat and tour clearances equaled 426,000 bu.

New York, Nov. 18.—Speculative interest cen-
tered in Manbattan, which' opeped wide, 6,000
shares changiog hands at from 140 to 139%, the
lower figure representing ‘yesterday's - close,
Trading otherwlse was:in small volune and
prices were drregular. Fluctuations elther way
were narrow, but St. Paul and Reading showed
decided heaviness, ;

Selling orders outwejghed the demand and
there was a general decline to below yester-
day’'s final figures. St. Paul and Reading lost
over a point, while Manhattan dipped-to 1387%,
The Pacifics and Southwestern stocks were less
active and were not much affected, while Iock
Island successfully resisted the tendency nand
gained a point. Large orders for Sugar carrled
it up to 118, later eausing & sympathetic recov-
ery elsewhere which was not well maintained.

Price moveinents were malnly unlmportant,
although there were mpome feverish Huctuations
In 8t. Paol, Louisville and Colorado Fuel. The
last named showed a loss at one tlme of two
points.  Generally speaking, the market was
steadler, the ahsence of aggressive bear selling
encouraging a light demand for bLoth accounts.
Sugar was lifted above 110 and Reading made
a full recovery, which, contributed to a better
tone. Professional operators ure disposed to
limit ventures pending turther light on monetary
conditlons. The recent large outgo of money
to the interior for varlous purposes and the re-
duced offerings of time money tend to hold
speculation in check.

Honds at noon were quiet and easler for the
geml-speculative lssues,

All grades of refined sugar have been ad-
vanced ten points.

Efforts to market slocks on the improvement
disclosed a very limited demand and the bears
promptly sold the list. St. Paul. the Pennsyl-
vania group of stocks, the Paclfics, United States
Hteel stocks and Manbhattan sold below thelr
lowest prices of the forencon and reflected
losses In some cases of over a polnt.
