Largest Known in Years,
and at Good Prices,

Fruits of All Kinds Moving Out
Freely and Holding Up Strong-
ly in Price.

Naturally, the center of interest awong the
trade durlog the week has been the poultry
yuestion,  Early reports were to the effect that
the turkey “‘crop’ was light thls year, and, as
the consumer never takes such matters into con-
sideration, the all-important question has been
bow to secure an ample quantity to supply the
ever-increasing demand on this market. It is
usually the case that only a very small propor-
tion of arrivals at Thanksgiving time are suf-
ficlently fattened to make a nice appearance,
The present year is proving no exception, and
this is causing faney, fat, nlcely dressed turkeys
to bring top prices.  Opiolon among the trade
hias been variable as to what prices would pre-
vail, but to-day's outlook is that from 1lle to
11%¢e will be the ruling figore, although lighter
receipts than expected would be llkely to force
values a shode higher. Ducks and geese will
be good sellera, but chickens will make better
money held back a week.

The butter market has gained in firmness dur-
Ing the week. Complaints are heard in all
directlons of the fulling off in the milk supply,
and this has reduced production. 'The trade so
far have paid the higher prlces on fresh-made

gonds in preference to taking storage lines. A
sharp turn to colder weather will still further
rednes the supply of fresh butter aud put a
brighter smile upon the faces of the apeculatora,

FEggs hauve shown sfrong tone most of the
week, but to-iday sees a shade of weakness de-
veloping.  Jobbing offerings are heavy of fresh,
and a large proportion of buyers are taking stor-
age stork at the lower prices, and this is cnt-
ting into the eall for stock from country points.

Cheese riles irm,. Supplies are ample for im-
medlaie necessities of the trade, but factorles
have a sirong vlew of the situatlon and 1t Is
doubtful it present stocks will be able ty be re-
placed at prices goods are now jobbing at.

A lower range has developed on venl and
hogs, owing to incrensed receipts, with no im-
provement in the demand.

The frult and vegetable lists have shown
much activity. Apples are holding steady in
pries, and will continue to do so until holdings
in eommon storage are cleaned up. The orange
situation Is somewhat certaln. Shipments of
Mexlcan stoek are about over. Moderate ar-
rivals of Floridas are comlng. Several cars
of Californla stock are in transit, due to arrive
Maondayr, but are likely to prove too green to en-
conrage o free movement or give entire satls-
faction to the trade. Lemons have advanced
somewhnt, with cranberries showlng the usual

higher featurea. The vegetable list is being
midded to by rather liberal receipts of southern
atnek, but prires hold to a high range.

The call for special Thanksgiving lines has
bern of the most satisfactory character.

CONGESTION OF FREIGHT

This the Only Handicap to Business
—~General Conditions Very
Favorable.

New York, Nov., 22.—Bradsteet’'s to-day says:

“‘Favorable conditiona stlll govern the trade
situation. The mild, open weather Is com-
plained of as restricting the movement of winter
goods at retall and delaying collections at a few
polnts, but it is not to be forgotten that present
temperature favor the continued growth of the
cotton crop and a larger yleld than heretofore
expected, while it is enabling the rallroads to
make a far better fight agalnst the prevalling
freight congestion then was‘earlier deemed pos-
sible, Export trade returns look better than
preliminary reports foreshadowed. Agricultural
reports, owing to high prices, have gone abroad
in smaller volume than expected, but there s
evidently a larger movement of manufactured
goods,

“The railroad situation 1s certainly a remark-
able one. The complaint Is no longer one of
car shortages, of lack of motive power, or even
of insufficlent yard facilities. The fact Is be-
coming appreciated that the business of the
country offered to the rallroads Is so large that
new measures must be devised to meet new con-
ditions.

‘‘The strengih of the raw materlal has been of
benefit to the cotton goods market, which, how-
ever, remains qulet. The woolen goods sltuatlon
is without special feature. Leather and hides
have ruled steady in prices and manufacturers
of shoes report quite good orders for the sea-
£0N.

“‘Among the features brought out in telegrama
to Bradstreet's this week is the increased activ-
ity noted by Jobbers In holiday goods, especially
{he better grades of jewelry and fancy products.
Faney groceries are also moving more freely.

“The fron trade situation is rather stronger
than a week ago. Plg lron prices, subject to
Ilmmediate delivery, are slightly higher. The
fuel scarcity still dominates the situation and
prevents high production approaching more near-
Iy to a parlty with consumption. Western buy-
ing of plg Iron has not been notably actlve, but
a sharp demand 18 observed at the east. Res-
semer pig iron is 50 cents higher at Plttsburg
and at Philadelphia. Western steel rail mills
are reported to have sold practically thelr en-
tire 1803 produetlon. Plate and structural men
are also heavily sold ahead, and the latter con-
tinues quite active, desplte the advanced stoge
of the season. Good-sized transactions In steel
blllets are reported occurring at Plttsburg.
Thera is little new to report among the finlshed
products. Heavy hardware Is reported quieter
at western markets, but 1light bLardware is
active.

FREIGHT MOVING

The Pittsburg Blockade Will Be

Broken To-morrow.

Pittsburg, Nov. 22.—With no new
freight to handle on Sunday an execellent
opportunity will be given the railroads to
break the freight congestion and in their
efforts to accomplish this to-marrow will
witness the greatest movement of freight
ever known in the Fitteburg district. RBe-
tween 12 o'clock to-night and 5§ o'clock
Monday morning, 40,000 cars of frelght are
to be moved by the Pennsylvania railroad,
Baltimore & Ohio, Pitisburg & TLake Erie
and tributary lines. Freight trains will
be made up as rapidly as the regular full
forces, aided by hundreds of extra men
can get them together. The trains will
be run out fifteen minutes apart, with five
minutes extra on the main lines to avoid
danger on curves and bridges.

Officials of the roads spoke encouraging-
Iv of the progress being made and declared
that after to-morrow there would be no
need of any mills in the country shutting
down.
