FRANCHISE FOR TROLLEY 
Granted at Mankato Last Night 

—Line Eventually Coining to 
the Twin Cities.

Mankato, Minn.. Nov. 22.—The city 

council last night passed an ordinance 
granting a street railway franchise 
through the city on the main business 
streets to U. P. Hord, of Aurora, 111., and 
F . G. Keator, of Chicago. These gentle­
men expect to put in an intorurban line 
to St. Peter and eventually to go on to the 
twin cities. No bonus was asked. The 
council also approved the street lighting 
contract with the American Development 
company of Chicago to begin Dec. 1 and 
replace electric lights with gasoline gas 
lights. The change is due to the alleged 
poor service and high prices of the home 
company which have caused more or ess 
local agitation for years past. 

The council also voted to deed back to 
the heirs of the late Colonel J. E. Tourte-
lotte the hospital building and grounds 
which he donated to the city fourteen 
years ago. A hah* interest goes to Dr. J. 
T. Tourtellotte of Minneapolis, The hos­
pital was not well located and a much 
larger one was subsequently erected, mak­
ing this one unnecessary, and the city 
neglected to keep it in repair. This led 
to a demand by the heirs that the prop­
erty be deeded back. The heirs say they 
will give it to any church society that will 
operate it. 

A jury In the damage suit of Henry 
Klugherta vs. the Chicago, Milwaukeo & 
6t_ Paul railway company has returned a 
verdict for the plaintiff for $1,538. A 
boy's leg was badly fractured by the re­
coil of a wire cable while watching the 
process of unloading gravel cars in this 
city last summer.

Northrop at Red Wing Meeting.

Weitbrecht of St. Paul. Supt. G. A. Frank­
lin of Faribault, Supt. E. B. Uline of Man­
kato. Mrs. M. J. Blair of St. Anthony Park, 
Furt . F. J. Sperry of Anoka, Prof. W. M. 
Hays of the school of agriculture and 
State Superintendent J. W. Olsen. Offi­
cers will be elected late in the day. 

THE NEW INDIAN 

Commissioner Jones Tells of His Ad­
vance in Civilization. 

Washington. Nov. 22.—Commissioner of 
Indian Affairs Jones, in his annual re­
port, estimates that the government, from 
its foundation to 1890, spent $845,275,290 in 
fighting, subduing and controlling the In­
dians of the country, and $240,000,000 for 
the education and care of their children. 

"The extent and demoralizating effects 
of the ration system evil," says the com­
missioner, in explaining his policy of abol­
ishing that system, "were generally rec­
ognized and universally condemned, ex­
cept, perhaps, by a mistaken philanthropy, 
which, ignoring the natural law that man 
m u s t earn his living by the sweat of his 
brow, would exempt the Indian from la­
bor and carry him upward on flowry beds 
of ease. Now the Indian's manhood is 
appealed to and he is to be taught self-
reliance and self-respect. The results of 
the policy have been favorable even be­
yond expectations, and there is every rea­
son to believe that the final success of the 
plan,' if carried out judiciously, is assured. 
As a first result, over 12,000 have been 
dropped from the ration roll, being wholly 
self-supporting." 

The total cost of Indian schools during 
the fiscal year was $3,437,785, or $138 per 
capita. This amount maintained 249 
schools, with an enrollment of 24.434 pu­
pils, and in addition a number of pupils 
a t the Hampton, Va., institute and at 
public schools. 

MILLIONS FOR RELIEF 
London. >.*ov. 22.—The letters between Secre­

tary Chamberlain and General Botha over the 
appeal of the Boer generals to the world for 
financial assistance were made public to-day. 
Chamberlain protested against the exaggerations 
In the appeal and pointed out that Great Britain 
had not only given the Boers $15,000,000 for 
relief but was spending In addition $1,000,000 
* month in maintaining Boer camps. General 
Botha replied that if the Boer generals had 
knoun that $15,000,000 was for Boer relief the 
appeal to the world would hare been Issued In 
different form.

MR. GOMPERS 
' IS RE-ELECTED 

The Secretary Is Instructed to Cast 
the Unanimous Vote of the 

Convention for Him. 

The Federation Refuses to Increase 
the Number of the Execu­

tive Committee. 

New Orleans, Nov. 23.—A resolution in­
troduced by Delegate Berger to increase 
the members of the executive council 
from nine to eleven was reported ad­
versely by the committee on law In the 
federation of labor convention this morn­
ing. Delegate H. N. Randall of Birming­
ham, Ala., spoke strongly in favor of en­
larging the number for the reason that 
the south and southwest were not repre­
sented on the board, and he believed they 
were entitled to it. Others spoke in favor 
of it. The report of the committee was 
adopted. 

The report of the grievance committee 
which was unfinished last night, was then 
taken up. It related to internal affairs 
of local unions and for the most par t its 
sections were approved without debate. 

The election of officers was the special 
order of the day for 10 o'clock, and it was 
taken up a t that hour. Delegate James J. 
Cremer of the machinists, nominated 
President Samuel Gompers for re-election. 
There were no other nominations and 
upon motion of W. D. Ryan of the mine 
workers, the secretary of the convention 
was Instructed to cast the unanimous 
vote of the convention for Mr. Gompers. 
This was done and he was declared duy 
elected. 

Owing to the applause that followed, it 
was long before Mr. Gompers could make 
himself heard when he arose to thank 
the delegates for the honor, bestowed upon 
him. He promised to at tempt as much 
for trades unionism in the future as he 
had in the past. 

For first vice president, James Duncan 
was unanimously re-elected. The secre­
tary was instructed to cast the unanimous 
vote of the convention for him. 

For second vice-president. Delegate 
Drlscoll of Boston nominated John Mitch­
ell, who was also elected unanimously. 

The other officers were re-elected as 
follows: 

Third vice-president, James O'Connell; fourth 
vice-president. Mar Norris; fifth vice-presidelDt, 
Thomas I. Kidd; sixth vice-president, Dennis A. 
Hays; treasurer, John B. Lennon; secretary, 
Frank Morrison. 

For fraternal delegates to the next la­
bor convention of Great Britain, Andrew 
Feruseth and Max R. Hayes were nomi­
nated. The former announced tha t it 
would be impossible for him to serve and 
withdrew his name. Hayes was then 
elected unanimously. 

For the second fraternal delegate to 
Great Britain Martin Lawler was chosen 
unanimously. For fraternal delegate to 
Canada, John Coleman, Mack Taylor and 
Edward J. Lynch were nominated. There 
was no "election on the first ballot and an­
other ballot will be necessary. 

As the city for the next convention, 
Boston. Philadelphia, Milwaukee, San 
Francisco, Asheville, N. C , and Galveston 
were placed in nomination but before a 
vote was taken the convention adjourned 
until 2 o'clock. 
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"KID CURRY" GUILTY 

The Montana Train Robber to Be 
Sentenced Next Week. 

Knoxvllle, Tenn., Nov. 22.—Harvey Lo­
gan, alias Kid Curry, the Montana train 
robber and safe blower, was found guilty 
on ten of a nineteen-count indictment in 
the federal court. ' 

Sentence was not passed on the prison­
er by Judge Clark, but court was ad­
journed to Saturday, Nov. 29, a t which 
time a motion for a new trial will be ar ­
gued, and if overruled sentence will be 
pronounced. 

Logan, by the indictment, has . been 
found guilty of forging the names of bank 
officials to the Montana bank notes, in 
passing illegal money and having it in his 
possession. The lowest punishment is 
five years and the maximum fifteen. Some 
of the counts being virtually the same, 
however, Logan stands to receive a sen­
tence of from thirty to ninety years. 

Logan and his» band July 3, 1901, held 
up a Great Northern train near Wagner, 
Mont., opened the express safe by dyna­
mite and secured $40,000 in complete new 
bank notes of the National Bank of Mon­
tana, the notes lacking the signatures of 
the bank officials. Logan was arrested 
near this city Dec. 13, 1901, after shoot­
ing two policemen and has been in jail 
since.

BAPTISM IS 
NOT ESSENTIAL 

Some Surprising Remarks Made by 
Mr. Rockefeller's Baptist 

Pastor. 

No "Cleavage in the Body of Christ 
Along the Line of Ceremonial 

Observances." 

.Newr York Snn SpeolaX Semrtoe 
New York, Nov. 22.—The Rev. Dr. R. P. 

Johnston, pastor of the Rockefellers, 
father and son, has set Baptist ministers 
of this city to talking vigorously by his 
utterances in a paper read before the Bap­
tist church congress, just held in Boston. 
Before he departed for Boston he called 
together a number of New York ministers 
and read to them parts of his paper. Some 
advised him to make public his views, 
while others deplored the step. 

What he said was that baptism was 
no essential to church membership. The 
practice of taking people into churches 
without baptizing them is.common among 
Baptists in England, and the. pastor of 
the Fifth avenue church in this cjty thinks 
the practice should become general- here. 
Par t of what Mr. Johnston said follows: 

''Could there be a church without bap­
tism? One's answer must depend upon 
one's views of the efficacy of baptism. I 
assume baptism is an expression of con­
fession merely, an act of obedience only, 
and that it is an essential neither of sal­
vation nor of the highest type of Christian 
character. To make baptism essential to 
church membership is to perpetuate the 
cleavage in the body, of Christ along the 
line of ceremonial observances, to disre­
gard the fundamental biblical principle of 
the right and duty of individual freedom 
ot «crlptural interpretation. 

'"The policy of receiving members with­
out 'baptizing them has been followed by 
many English Baptist churches. I ts adop­
tion here would not mean the discontinu­
ance of baptism, nor the disappearance of 
immersion." 

Speaking of these expressions to-day the 
Rev. Charles E. Nash, of the North Bap­
tist church, Manhattan, said they were 
totally contrary to views generally held 
by Baptists. 

The Rev. H. L. Morehouse, secretary of 
the American Baptist Home Mission so­
ciety, said the Rev. Dr. Johnston's logic 
was bad, and that his practice, if adopted, 
would be worse. 

One of the Baptist ministers who was 
called in conference before the paper was 
read in Boston, said to-day that the Fifth 
avenue church pastor expected to stir UD 
talk.

These in­
accuracies were discovered* by a commit­
tee of the national board of trade, to 
which the mat ter was referred for inves­
tigation, and Mr. Hyde feels tha t he has 
scored a point. Ask^d to make a s ta te­
ment for T h e J b u r ' h a l i n reply to the 
report of the national board of trade 
committee, Mr. Powers said: 

'The conclusions of the board of trade 
committee concerning the work-' of the 
census office are presented in eight para­
graphs. As those numbered two and 
three are complimentary to the executive 
management of the office, I take no time 
in referring to them. Those numbered 
one, four, five and six are substantially 
statements made by myself to the com­
mittee concerning the work of the office. 
The last three of those paragraphs con­
tain an exhibit of the sources of error, 
which this office has to guard against. 

"In the seventh paragraph, the commit­
tee says that it has not been able to reach 
any conclusion concerning the success or 
failure of the office in its efforts to over­
come the sources of error pointed out by 
myself and referred to in the conclusions 
of paragraphs, four, five and six. 

"In other words, they confess that so 
far as the census office is concerned, they 
did not press their investigation suffi­
ciently to find .any answer to the ques­
tions raised in the public mind concerning 
the agricultural statistics. They, how­
ever, do say in the conclusion of para­
graph 8 that those questions concerning 
the census statistics have arisen largely 
from comparison with other statistical re­
ports constructed on more or less seri­
ously faulty lines, some of which show 
results in excess and others are less than 
those of the census. 

"The numbered recommendations of the 
committee are four. Those numbered 1 
and 3 embody plans for the office which 
I informed the committee were being 
formulated for the next census of agri­
culture when taken. The greater prepa­
ration of clerks mentioned in recommen­
dation 3 is secured by the permanent cen­
sus, as was pointed out by my statements 
to the committee. 

"Following the four numbered recom­
mendations the committee has made cer­
tain general statements which embody 
largely the plans of the office as stated 
to them by myself. Based upon those 
statements and what they learned con­
cerning the census office, they make the 
only important recommendation of the re­
port, the only recommendation not based 
upon statements of myself. But the 
recommendation is for an agricultural 
census every five years. Such a census 
has been requested by the National Live 
Stock assdeiation and the recommendation 
of the committee of the board of trade, 
which I deem good, and emphasizes the 
conclusion of all practical men that the 
census with all its faults is the only 
method of securing reasonably accurate 
agricultural statistics, and that more fre­
quent census reports are the only means 
of insuring fairly accurate annual agri­
cultural statistics."

Johnson Workers Invade Babcock's 
Home District and Secure a 

Bundle of Votes. 

Johnson, Babcock or a dark horse. This 
is fhe alternative presented to-day in the 
speakership contest. The situation has 
grown more complicated every day, and 
was this morning very confusing. 

The first and fifth districts are playing 
the part of Alphonse and Gaston. I t is 
"after you," with each delegation. The 
steering committee from the first met this 
morning a t the Windsor and was in session 
two hours. Dr. Babcock and Lawrence 
H. Johnson were both called before it, and 
each stated his case. The first district 
wanted to know what Hennepin would do, 
and adjourned for luncheon without doing 
a thing. I t was reported that J. H. Burns, 
recently an anti-Babcock candidate, had 
made terras with the doctor and favored 
his indorsement. However, the sentiment 
of the delegation as a whole, is strongly 
against Babcock. 
, It is thought that they have some hope 

of a deadlock which will let in a first dis­
trict man. The anti-Babcock men are not 
all for Johnson, and may force the selec­
tion of a dark horse from the outside. The 
name of W. A. Nolan/of Grand Meadow, 
chairman of the first district steering com­
mittee, is most frequently mentioned in 
that connection. 

Hennepin's delegation was to meet a t 11 
a. m. and all the members appeared but 
C. B. Shove, whose proxy was held by 
J. D, Shearer. The members waited, 
however, for the first district committee 
and spent the time conferring in two? 
and threes. They had somewhat recov­
ered from the heat of the evening before, 
but talk was more conciliatory. The 
Johnson men claimed -that eight of the 
fifteen would stand by Johnson in the cau­
cus, and that five of the other seven had 
agreed to stand by the majority. 

The sixth district is still broken up. Ed 
Hinds of Park Rapids, who has been 
claimed for Babcock, says he is with the 
administration from star t to finish. 

A Break In the Eighth. 
The break in the eighth district has 

come. James A. Martin this afternoon re­
ceived messages from Captain Ray T. 
Lewis and J. R. Randall, two of the Duluth 
members who were In the caucus with the 
sixth district, saying that they are with 
the administration and against Babcock. 
A third member declares he is not pledged 
and will not support Babcock. All of the 
St. Louis county members have been inter­
viewed by a Duluth paper and declared 
they were with the administration. It is 
believed tha t they will leave Babcock in a 
body. 

"We are not making this fight for Hen­
nepin county," said Mr. Martin this after­
noon. "If they don't want the speaker, 
they don't have to have him. We are 
making the fight against Babcock, and he 
is beaten already." 

"We have not lost any ground and have 
gained some," said W. E. Verity, mana­
ger of the Babcock campaign. 

The first district conference continued 
a t a lively rate this afternoon. The Hen­
nepin delegation sat in the lobby of the 
Windsor, awaiting the result. I t is cer­
tain that neither the first nor the fifth will 
go to Babcock, and the indications this 
afternoon were that the fifh would sand by 
afternoon were that the fifth would stand 
by Johnson. 

Invading Babcock's Territory. 
Both sides carried the war into Africa 

yesterday.

The delegation cau­
cused and declared for Babcock before 
the lines were drawn in the present fight 
and before they realized what the Bab­
cock .candidacy stood for. Now the six 
members declare they will not go to Bab­
cock. They will go to a candidate friendly 
to the administration. Perhaps it will be 
Johnson, perhaps some other man but 
should Hennepin stand by Johnson he 
could not fail to win. 

The rub is in Hennepin. While John­
son s friends on the delegation, counting 
on solid support a t home, were working 
in St. Paul to win him the speakership, 
there was the usual "knockers' club'' 
working a t home. Other members of the 
delegation, who preferred a good, fat com­
mittee chairmanship for themselves 
rather than the success of their colleague 
were stirring up trouble, which cul­
minated last night in a stormy session a t 
the Windsor. It was adjourned without 
result, to meet to-day. Members of the 
delegation said this morning that there 
was nothing in the report that eight 
votes were mustered for Babcock. 

The fact that Dr. Babcock had "indi­
cated" his intention to give Hennepin nine 
chairmanships, including the Judiciary 
committee, probably accounts for the 
friendly feeling toward him in Hennepin.

The Names of Wealthy Corporations 
Are Brought In. 

Chicago, Nov. 22.—Under cross-exam­
ination in the Gormley case, Luke Whee­
ler brought new names into the tax-fixing 
conspiracy. 

Wheeler testified that Richard Wagner, 
attorney* and credit man for the private 
banking firm of McDermott, Dorgan & 
Co., first suggested to plot to "fix" the 
Masonic, Temple taxes. Wheeler also 
brought in the name of Attorney Justus 
Chancellor as a tax fixer. He Said that ' 
he told Miles J. Devine, his own lawyer, 
of the plot before he fled from Chicago,-
and he brought into the case the name of 
John B. Rawe, a real estate dealer. 

Wheeler swore that notes • bearing the 
signatures of wealthy corporations and 
firms, which the grand jury charged him 
with forging, were not forged. He said 
that he had secured the reduction of a 
prominent politician's taxes for $200, and 
that the state's attorney was now inves­
tigating this case. 

The notes which Wheeler declared were 
genuine bear the signatures of the follow­
ing firms: Boojth Packing company, 
Walker and Erman Screw company, N. B. 
Holden Shoe company. Union Showcase 
company, ' Rudolph Wossliek Catering 
company, Hill Jewelry company and the 
Frank A. Buzlitz company.

KIDNAPPING OF ALLEN 
A Rather Interesting Case of Al­

leged Insanity in the Van­
derbilt Family. 

New York, Nov.22.—William S. Vander­
bilt Allen, great grandson of Commodore 
Vanderbilt, society man, art is t and form­
erly well known here and a t Newport, and 
who disappeared rather mysteriously six 
years ago has been during that time an 
inmate of a private sanatorium in .Con­
necticut. His whereabouts became known 
when he was brought to New Rochelle for 
examination before a commission as to 
his sanity. The action was brought by E. 
H. Sutton of Bloomfield, N. J., who is re­
lated to Allen and who says that Allen 
suffered from hallucinations that he was 
being pursued by creditors and asked that 
he be legally committed to an asylum, no 
such step having previously been taken. 

Allen then addressed the commission in 
carefully chosen language. He was utter­
ly in the dark he said, as to why the pro­
ceedings had been brought and he asked 
for counsel. He was kidnapped six 
years ago, he declared, by two doctors. 

"They took me from my sister's home 
at Rye, where I was visiting," he con­
tinued. "They came there pretending they 
were detectives who were interested in a 
case of mine in New York. They got me 
to drive with them to Port Chester. When 
we got to the station I was snatched up 
by two attendants, placed on a train and 
taken to Connecticut. I was placed in a 
sanatorium there. At first I was allowed 
the privilege of the library, but for the 
last nine months I have been confined to a 
hall room. 

"It has been impossible for me to com­
municate with any of my relatives. I have 
a $6,000 library a t Rye, and there are 
enough pictures locked up In my sister's 
storehouse to pay all my debts." 

The commission decided that Allen 
should have a full examination with coun­
sel and set the hearing for Dec. 3. 

As an art ist Allen was well known up to 
a short time preceding his disappearance. 
His work was largely along the line of 
sporting scenes. He was a member of 
several leading hunt clubs, the members 
of which were numbered a«i«png his pat­
