Such a m a n a s J P Mor­
g a n is the fruit df the civi l ization in 
whi^h he li« os. Great m e n are the flower 
and ' f iu i t of the generat ion in which they 
live. W e are not m a k i n g Shaksperes in 
th i s -commercial age , because w e have 
changed pur ideals "If a grea t nat ion," 
sa id Mr B e d e 'will rear a n y s ingle Idea 
and mainta in it a s ingle generat ion it will 
produce m e n after that idea This ideal 
must, be mainta ined long enough tp l e t the 
product g e t ripe. Late ly w e have been 
better a t mult iplying than distributing 
Congress cannot correct all defects . The
