On the subject of children's diet, it may
be stated, on the authority of a physiclan,
that the proverbial '‘sweet tooth” of a

child has a reason for being, and may be

gratified without harm if pure sweets at
suitable times are given. . Candy is harm-
ful only when it is impure, when it is par-
taken of unreasonably, or between meals
when the stomach is empty. A little good
candy may appear fairly often as a des-
sert at the family table, and it will be
found that this method often satisfies thc
children’s craving for sweets. Even two
or three cubes of loaf sugar given after a
meal will often equally control the sweet
tooth.

A Dbit of kitchen economy is that cold
fried or scrambled eggs, which would seem
to be no longer useful, may be chopped
and mixed with mincemeat, to the lat-
ter's improvement. A poached egg, too,
that was not needed may, if it is not
broken, be returnedto the water and boiled
hard and used to garnish or mix with a
'salad.

A very convenient nut dish is of glass,

and is divided into compartments, each
holding a diffierent variety of nuts.
In making an omelet, try using hot

water in the proportion of a tablespoonful
to each egg instead of the milk usually
advised. It will be found that the omelet
is much more tender when made in this

| way.

A young chicken should be washed in
warm water after picking, that the pin-
feathurs may be removed easily. Cold wa-
ter contracts the skin, the pores of which
have been expanded in scalding.

Haricot Salad—Three medium-sized
red beets cleansed, then boiled tender and
skinned and cooled. Press through a fine
sieve and add six tablespoonfuls of malt
vinegar, and gradually beat in one cupful
of olive oil. Add a pinch of salt and pa-
prika. a few drops of nutmeg,. cloves, cel-
ery, cinnamon and onion extract. Beat
to a smooth cream, then toss over one
quart of steamed slender green beans.
Heap in pyramid on salad plate and gar-
nish with crisp greenery.

A Modern Diving Rod.

‘are driven Into the earth and the resist-
ance of the intervening medium . de-
termines whether or not any of the metals
exist.
