WEATHER DELAYS TRAINS 
Those from the East Three to Four 

Hours Late—Some Overlands 

Abandoned. 

None of the trains running into Minne­
apolis were able to make schedule time 
this morning. Morning trains from the 
•ast. due from S o'clock to 9, came in at 
noon. Western overlands were abandoned 
in some cases and others came in to "rag 
time," which is railroad slang for any 
time which they could make. By noon 
almost everything had arrived. Both the 
Milwaukee and the North-Western are 
having difficulty on the west encls o$ .ac­
count of the high windn which fill the cuts 
as fast as they are cleared. The roads 
expect to make time to-night. 

On top of the difficulty from snow, came 
the severe temperature this . morning, 
which made it difficult to carry steam. A 
train once behind, is not allowed to make 
up time in such weather, even if it is 
possible. 

Cars off the track in the St. Paul yards 

The breakfast food mill of.S. G. Neid-
hardt. at Delaware street and the Mil­
waukee tracks, was burned this morning, 
entailing a loss to building, machinery 
and contents of about $10,000. Two freight 
cars standing on the sidetrack near the 
mill were also destroyed, adding nearly 
another thousand to the loss.

When the fire was discovered early this 
morning the building was already a mass 
of flames. An alarm was immediately 
turned in and when Engine company No. 
IS arrived, a second alarm was sent in. It 
waa seen that the entire mill would he lost 
and the department devoted its energies 
in saving the surrounding property. 

The mill was a two-story frame build­
ing about 40x70 feet and the heavy timb­
ers afforded fine food for the flames. The 
building was valued at $5,000 while the 
machinery and contents were worth 
$5,000. 

Early this morning a fire was discovered 
in the roof of the boiler room at the ma­
chine shop of Strong & Northway, 251-263 
Third avenue S. An alarm was turned in 
and the flames were soon under control. 
The fire was reported out but later broke 
out again, only to be soon extinguished. 
The damage to the building and boiler is 
estimated at $800, fully covered by insur­
ance. , 

The Are will in no way interfere with 
the firm's business. Power is obtained 
from other sources and wcrk will go on 
with characteristic promptness. 

Several other Christmas alarms kept 
the firemen busy. A still alarm called an 
engine company to the St. Charles church, 
Thirteenth avenue S and Fourth street, 
where there was a slight blaze in the 
parish residence.

They are thankful to get those and the 
disappointment over not being able to 
have the many fine things is a healthy 
one that leaves no heartburning. The 
presence of Santa Claus, however, injects 
a wholly new factor into the situation. 
The child accepts Sana Claus and the 
most extravagant notions of his power 
with implicit faith and never troubles his 
head to try to find out how Santa Glaus 
accomplishes his marvelous feats of gen­
erosity. 

"If children never saw Santa Claus with

It 
struck fairly upon the hammer and was 
discharged*.

Minneapolis Theosophical S.S. Gives 
for Benefit of Poor in India. 

A group of Minneapolis children will 
share their Christmas with the pariahs of 
far-away India. The young people are 
the members of the Theosophical Sunday 
school In South Minneapolis, which is con­
ducted under the auspices of the TggdraSil 
branch of the-society. • It is about four 
years since the Sunday school was organ­
ized, and Miss May CulVer has been'super-
intendent from the'beginning. 

Karly in the fall Colonel Glcott, who is 
in charge of the theosophical educational 
work in India, issued a pamphlet in which 
he told of the destitute condition of the 
pariahs in India, who have sunk into a 
condition little better than animals. They 
receive no recognition from other castes, 
and, though they were starving, the na­
tives will not help them. Colonel Olcott 
has opened a school for these degraded 
children and once a month he gives each 
one a cup of rice, to insure an occasional 
meal. Many times the children come to 
school faint from want of food, but they 
are anxious to improve themselves, and 
their efforts to learn are aided in every 
way by Colonel Olcott and; his corps of 
teachers. 

Miss Culver told the children of her Sun­
day school of the pitiable condition of the 
pariahs and suggested that they take the 
money which would be spent on a Christ­
mas Sunday school celebration and 
send it to Colonel Glcott in Adyar to 
be used for the pariah children. t h e 
Minneapolis boys and girls were enthusias­
tic over the plan, and they have saved 
their pennies untH Miss Culver has about 
$3, a sum which might'not go far in Min­
neapolis, but which has much purchasing 
power in India. 

The little Minneapolis theosophists are 
not to lose anything "by their Unselfishness, 
for people to whom Miss Culver told the 
sto"ry of their savings have planned a little 
party for them Saturday evenings When 
there will be games and a supper, atid the 
seven boys and srirls will enjoy the affair.

Legislation as to Speed Useless Un­
less You Can Prove Rate. 

"It will be of little use to pass a law 
regulating the speed of automobiles," said 
Representative-elect Lawrence H. John­
son yesterday, "unless there is also a way 
provided to show how; fast the machines 
are going. There is a device now on the 
market which would fill the bill, and 
there may be others. It is a speed indi­
cator, consisting of a large dial, which 
can be fastened on the outside of the 
machine. . The figures are very large, and 
the pointer can .be seen plainly, so that 
the pedestrian can tell as an auto whizzes 
by just how fast it is going. If it goes 
too fast to see the indicator, then it if 
going, faster than the law alloWs. Of 
course' a law requiring the use of, such a 
device would be a good thing for the 
manufacturer, but if it benefits the gen­
eral public nO one cares who may be 
helped incidentally. The legislature should 
do something to protect the farmers and 
those who live in small villages from the 
reckless driving indulged in by .a few auto 
owners. If this is not done the farmers 
are going to protect themselves, so they 
tell me."

Minnesota's Cows Give an Average of 166 
. Pounds of Butter This 

Year. v 

The Minnesota cows of which there are 
now 400,000, paid for themselves in the 
year now closing. According to calcula­
tions of the state dairy and food depart­
ment they have produced, on an average, 
166 pounds of butter—more than the equiv­
alent of their own value. The production 
of this amiable animal has notably in­
creased since 1900, when the average but­
ter record was only 130 pounds per annum. 
Thus the North Star moo-^cows are now 
laying nearly 30 per cent more butter than 
they boasted of two years &go. 

SIOUX FALLS, S. D.—Samuel Hoge of 
Red Lake, Brule county, has been ad­
judged a voluntary bankrupt, by Judge 
Carland. Hoge schedules his liabilities 
at $14,025 and his assets at $240. The 
case has been referred to S. A. Ramsey, 
referee in bankruptcy, of Woonsocket for 
adjudication.—Bishop Hare has returned 
to his home in this city. He is mending 
rapidly and-expects Within a few days to 
recover fully from his accident.—Commis­
sioner Ware of the pension'bureau has 
officially informed H. B. Swearingen, 
special pension. examiner for South T>a-
kota, that the entire state of North Da­
kota and nine counties in the northwest 
corner of' Minnesota have been added to 
his territory. 

No Interruption in Its Unique Record as 
a Producer of Gold. 

HOT SPRINGS, S. D.—The Homestake 
mine a t Lead continues its wonderful rec­
ord as a producer. It is estimated It has 
produced between $70,000,000 and $80,000.-
000 worth of ore. The present company 
and those absorbed by it have paid in 
dividends about $17,000,000.

The plant is one of the distinguishing 
features. It has required a monster out­
lay to equip it with the necessary ma­
chinery to earn those profits, and every 
year the company adds to Its appliances 
at great cost. It has also been continu­
ally adding to its acreage besides acquir­
ing water rights costing millions, to say 
nothing of its constantly growing mill ca­
pacity. 

The famous Ellison host Of the Home-
stake Is the"' largest and costliest of any 
gold mining plant in America. A com­
pressor is being installed with a capacity 
of 2,000 drills. The company owns a 
water right which was installed at a cost 
of $1,500,000.
