Washing-ton. Jan, 7 —The following a b ­
stract of the attorney general 's recom­
mendat ions regarding trusts and combina­
tions, which yesterday were -made public, 
represents the general at t i tude of the ad­
ministration on this subject a n d ' w a s a u ­
thorized by the president: 

The people do not desire the bus iness of 
the country to be interfered v.ith beyond 
the regulation necessary to control com­
binat ions where they act improperly and 
to correct any tendency toward m o ­
nopoly. In this country, where money is 
cheap and abundant and wi th in the reach 
of keen and capable men, monopoly wil l 
be impossible if compet i t ion is kept free. 

Small enterprises have certain ad\an-> 
tages over large combinations, and will 
live and thrive if ^assured of an open 
and fair field. 

Rebates and discriminatory l a t e s con­
st i tute one of the chief i e s t u c t i o n s an 
competit ion They unjustly swell the 
earnings of favored concerns and, sup­
porting a vast Aolume of capital stock 
which represents noth ing tnft unfair ad ­
vantage over rivals, contribute largely to 
.the upbuilding of monopoly. • 

The situation respect ing transportation 
discriminations and the entry qt inde­
pendent capital into new industries has 
lately been improved. It is now known 
that the amount of capital embarked in 
independent enterprises in the past two 
years a t l eas t equals the total capital of 
the great combinat ions .-formed within tb»« 
previous twe lve years . .Wi th assurance 
aga ins t predatory, competit ion this im­
provement will continue. Individual in­
dustrial experience, w i t h the certainty of 
secure employment of capital, m a y be 
t r u s t e d , t o compete , effectively wi th such 
selfish combination's a s are not formed 
fpr sound economic reasons, but merely 
in order to capital ize the country pros­
perity for the benefit'"of their promoters. 
The ex i s tence of most of these combina­
t ions has not increased the productive ca­
pacity of the country; they have merely 
acquired the ownership of pre-ex i s t ing in­
dustries . ' ' . , ' • ; 

That .a l l discriminatory practices affect­
ing interstate trade be made offenses tp 
be enjoined and punished. . , ,» " 

Such legis lat ion to be directed al ike 
aga ins t those who g ive and, those who re­
ceive illegal advantages , and to cover dis ­
crimination in prices a s aga ins t compet i ­
tors in particular localities, resorted to for 
the purpose of destroying competit ion 

In order to. reach producers gui l ty of 
these offenses who are, a s producers, 
merely beyond national, control, a penalty 
should be imposed upon'the interstate and 
foreign transportation of goods produced 
by them, and federal courts should be 
g iven power to i e s t i a i n such transporta­
tion a t the government ' s suit. 

Such legislation is necessary because tho 
exist ing interstate commerce law does 
not g ive an effective remedy in this c lass 
of cases aga ins t e i ther shipper or carrier. 

The casus omissus in the interstate 
commerce act should now be supplied by 
imposing a penalty upon carrier and 
beneficiary alike, and by g iv ing to the 
courts the right to restrain all such i n ­
fractions of the law. 

The prohibition against carriers should 
be l imited to those subject to the ac t to 
regulate commerce . Only carriers opera­
t ing a line of railroad Or a rail and water 
line a s one line are required to publish 
their rates and adhere t o them. It is im­
practical ' to, eontrol l ines operating whol ly 
by water R a t e s of -water transportat ion 
are necessari ly open td the freest compe­
tit ion, and imarjab ly low by comparison, 
and this naturally furnish the s tand­
ard or reasonableness wi thout express reg­
ulation. 

It should be made unlawful to transport 
traffic by carriers subject to the inter­
s tate commerce ac t a t less r a t e than the 
published rate and all w h o participate 
in violat ing the law should be punished. 

Provis ion should a lso be made to reach 
corporations and combinat ions which pro­
duce wholly wi th in a s tate , b u t w h o s e 
products enter interstate commerce . Th i s 
provision should relate, first, to concerns 
which fat ten on rebates; second, to con­
cerns which sell commodit ies be low the 
general price in particular localit ies , or in 
a n y other w a y in particular localit ies seek 
to destroy competit ion. 

There should be a comprehensive plan 
to enable the government to ge t a t all the 
facts bearing upon the organization and 
pract ices of concerns engaged in interstate 
commerce, not with, a v iew to hampering 
a n y legi t imate bus iness of s u c h concerns, 
but in order to be in posit ion to take a c ­
tion if necessary. 

To this end a commiss ion or a special 
bureau In the proposed department of 
commerce should be created, whose duty It 
should be to inves t igate the operations of 
concerns engaged in interstate or foreign 
commerce, to gather information and data 
enabl ing it to m a £ e recommendat ions for 
addit ional legis lat ion to report to the 
president. This would be a first s tep in s e ­
curing proper publicity 

This commiss ion should h a v e authority 
to inquire into the management of a n y 
concern doing an interstate bus iness 
whenever it becomes necessary or desir­
able; it should have the authori ty to call 
for reports from them, to compel tes t i -
tnony from all w i tnesses and b y the pro­
duction of books papers, etc. 

These recommendat ions are based on 
the central thought that the first s tep 
should be taken by a law a imed a t What 
are certainly known to be reasonable 
pract ices directly restr ict ive of freedom" 
of commerce, and by a law securing s o m e 
governmental- supervision as outl ined 
above. A special a c t should be passed at 
once to speed the decision of cases pend­
ing or to be raised uhder the present ant i ­
trust law, providing for the hearing of 
such casjes by a full • bench of circuit 
judges and a direct appeal from the cir­
cuit courts to the supreme court of the 
Uni ted States .

nes s for the .purpose, of obtaining .certain

also declared in the argument that Gen­
eral Chaffee had sent a te legram to the 
department of Southern L*u?on, where Ca-
belle's force w a s operating clad in Ameri ­
can uniforms. The t ex t of th i s te legram 
is g iven a s follows:
