Washington,Jan. 12.—It {s a question of
some interest to public men How far their
pictures may be uised for advertising pur-
poses without their consent. . Often there
is no connection between the reading
matter and the picture, the latter being
used for the sole purpose of attracting
attentlon. The concern does not clalm
that the person pictured uses the partic-
ular brand of whisky or nerve food, al-
though there may be such a hint inferred
from the mere juxtaposition. In someé
instances .the use of their portraits has
proved very annoying to men of national
fame. It was not long ago that a nerve
food company began using President
Roosevelt's picture on bill boards and in
magazines, with the suggestion that its
product was great stuff for the strenuous.
Becretary Cortelyou wrote to the com-
pany a polite request that the discon-
tinue the practice, and it was discontin-
ued. There is a bill board picture in
which Senator Depew, scveral of the
presidents of the United States, and May-
or Low of New York are depicted drinking
A certain brand of champagne. Nobody
minded, it until some estimableladies,
zealous for the cause of temperance,
raised all kinds of a clutter about the
unoffending head of Brother Low for thus
publicly countenancing the drinking ‘of
spirituous liquors.  Last winter almost all
the wives of prominent senators in Wash-
ing awoke to find thelr pietures in the
front leaves of a magazine encircling the
praises of a brand of soap. The funny
part of it was that nearly all of them had
been bribed to give up their pletures by
the presentation of a great box with a
hundred pounds of soap—more than they
were llkely to use all the rest of their
natural lives.

A Boston congressman, Mr. Fitzgerald,
thinks the federal government should take
cognizance of the matter, and protect the
people in thelr right of privacy. He
thinks the interstate commerce clause
could reach it, and has introduced a bill
to this effect.

‘Then my father took
my mother and pushed on with the one
horse., But it was slow going, and before
we ‘could arrive—the very night befora—
with the promised land just in sight, I
was born."” (Large and enthusiastic ap-
plause,)

Representative Julius Kahn of Califor-
nia is going to contest his election, and it
is more than likely that the union labor
agitator, Edward M. Livernash, will not
be seated. It ir admitted that the con-
‘test wlll be based on a technicality.
Livernash did, as a matter of fact, poll
more votes than Kahn. But there is a
ruling by the supreme court of California
that ballots marked with a cross opposite
a space ‘where ‘no mnomination” s
printed, shall be regarded as a marked
ballot, and thrown out. There were about
a. thousand of such ballots cast for Liy-
ernash. and it is the purpose of Kahn to
have them discarded by the congressional
e:nn‘;mlttco on elections, and to take the
seat.
