DIOCESAN BAND MISSION

church, Twel f th a v e n u e and Seventh s treet 
SK. I t wil l cont inue one week. Services 
wil l be held a t 6 a. m., 9 a. m. and 7:30 p. 
m. There h a s been inaugurated in the 
jurisdict ion of Archbishop Ireland a d io ­
cesan miss ion band of the clergy of the 
diocese. A miss ion is understood by 
Catholics to be a comprehensive explana­
t ion of Catholic belief and a n appeal to 
those w h o profess belief to put fa i th into 
practice. Rev. Joseph F. Busch, a gradu­
a te of the Imperial Koyal un ivers i ty of 
Innsbruck, Austria , and of the Catholic 
univers i ty of Wash ington , D . C , w h o for 
some years ac ted a s Archbishop Ireland's 
private secretary, has been appointed to 
take charge of this n e w department of 
church work. H e has asoc ia ted w i t h h im 

Rev. George A. Arctander w e l l . k n o w n in 
Minneapolis . 

T h e even ing services of the miss ion wil l 
be g iven over particularly to the a n s w e r ­
ing of quest ions from the quest ion box a t 
the door and to lecturers on the doctrines 
of the church. The morning service wil l 
be devoted to addresses of a moral char­
acter and t o devotional exercises . The 
subjects are: Sunday, "Christian Unity' ' ; 
Monday, "Why I a m a Catholic"; T u e s ­
day, "Confession and Pardon of S in"; 
Wednesday , "Invocation of Sa ints and the 
Blessed Virgin Mary"; Thursday, "The 
Real Presence of Christ in the Eucharis t"; 
Friday, "The Catholic Church and the 
N e x t World"; Saturday, "Catholic Church 
and the Outside World"; Sunday, 10 a. m., 
"The Sacrifice of the Mass"; Sunday, 
7:30 p. m., "Religion in the H o m e . " 

V. P . Roberts , of the Uni ted S ta tes 
Roof and Pa in t ing company, res iding a t 
2604 H o w a r d street N E , i s wi l l ing to tel l 
the author i t i es where Dr. * A. A. A m e s , 
former m a y o r of Minneapolis , can now be 
found. In a letter to T h e J o u r n a l , 
Mr. Roberts , w h o returned las t w e e k from 
the doctor's bedside in the east , in t imates 
that the only reason w h y he has not d i s ­
closed full information a s to the fugit ive's , 
whereabouts , i s that he h a s riot been a p ­
proached on that subject by the county, 
authorit ies . 

If the grand jury w a n t s to inves t igate 
h is ac t ions in "conceal ing t h e doctor's 
whereabouts ," s a y s Mr. Roberts , it is the 
jury's privilege to do eo. H e "adds that 
he h a s not refused information bear ing on 
tha t subject to anyone whose bus iness it 
i s to k n o w and he m a k e s no secret of the 
fact tha t he "knows exac t ly where the 
doctor m a y be found and arrested wi th in 
t w o hours' t i m e if such <a course s eemed 
desirable under the c ircumstances ." 

Continuing, Mr. Robei-ts s a y s : 
"The fac t s are that I v i s i ted the doctor 

in h is s ick room, a n d he w a s not only 
wil l ing, but anx ious to return w i t h m e to 
Minneapolis , but it w a s a case of life and 
death for h im to do so. T w o of the bes t 
phys ic ians I could secure in t h e east , af­
ter h a v i n g made a thorough examinat ion , 
informed the doctor that he m u s t not u n ­
dertake to leave h is room under a n y cir~ 
cumstances unti l he had great ly i m ­
proved. T h e y told m e that if the doctor 
tried to m a k e the trip in his present con­
dition, I would be a lmost absolute ly sure 
to have a dead m a n on m y hands before 
I could reach Minneapolis . A s I am not 
in the undertaking bus iness , I preferred 
not to take the responsibi l i ty of bringing 
the doctor w i t h me . 

"As to the court decis ion in the K i n g 
case , I would s a y t h a t n o decis ion in that 
case had been reached unt i l after I re ­
turned, a n d the doctor had heard noth ing 
about and k n o w s noht ing about it to-day. 
H e probably will never hear of i t unti l he 
rallies* from h i s present s ickness , and fur­
ther I a m sure if he k n e w al l about the 
case, that i t w^uld m a k e no difference 
about h is returning, because al l he e x ­
pects i s a fair trial. The writer- k n o w s 
noth ing about the gui l t or innocence of 
the doctor. 

"I am, however , satisfied tha t t h e doc­
tor is a wreck mental ly , physical ly arid 
financially. My vis i t to h im w a s friendly 
because I had been in correspondence w i t h 
them a n d k n e w the doctor w a n t e d to re­
turn a n d stand trial. The writer never 
voted for the doctor and never admired 
h i s adminis trat ion, b u t did h a v e p i ty for 
his condit ion and sought to a id h im in 
returning voluntari ly for trial a s he feels 
res igned to accept the result . I a m safe 
in say ing that if the doctor is left a lone 
unti l sufficiently recovered he will appear 
in court in Minneapolis for trial w i thout 
be ing brought back by the sheriff." 

THE BOARD WITH NELSON 
The , C?Lty. ?hysieian'a Position 

Contagious Cases Is Of­

ficially Indorsed. 

The board of charit ies and corrections 
las t e v e n i n g supported City Phys ic ian H. 
S. N e l s o n in h is content ion t h a t the 
heal th department h a s n o l icense to send 
him contagious cases u n t i l he has had 
an opportunity t o invest igate . In brie 
ins tance Dr. Ne l son s a y s the .hea l th d e ­
partment s en t h im a case of diphtheria 
from a n immoral resort. H e mainta ined 
that the w o m a n should l i a v e been sent 
e l sewhere a s it w a s a n injust ice to re ­
spectable pat ients to place her in the 
same ward w i t h them. H e declared also 
that th i s should have been a "pay" case, 
and t h a t the board of heal th should have 
col lected a hospital fee from the keeper 
of the resort. -• 

After a l engthy discuss ion of a m b u ­
lance service, the city hospital commit ­
tee and health', commiss ioner were in ­
structed to report a t the n e x t m e e t i n g a s 
to the advisabi l i ty of establ i shing a su i t ­
able ambulance service for emerbency 
acc ident cal ls . A t present the police 
patrol w a g o n s answer all accident calls 
and the c i ty ambulance a t tends s imply to 
sick calls . 

The c i ty physician, judge of probate and 
the .state board of control wil l consider 
the wisdom of establ ishing a ward for 
insane pat ients and those afflicted w i t h 
chronic d iseases . 

The annual report from the c i ty h o s ­
pital showed these tota ls : P a t i e n t s a d ­
mitted during year, 1,745;. pat ients 
treated, 1,871; discharged* 1.581; deaths 
during year, 175; sti l l in hospital , 115; 
total expenditures for year, $50,460.19; in ­
come during year, $5,878.60; balance, 
$44,581.59. 

The report of the workhouse superin­
tendent showed a total expenditure of 
$18,943.65 during the year. 

The poor department during the year 
cared for 810 families, of which'694 were 
adults and 2,082 children. The c i ty paid 
for 100 J m r i a l s and 4$8 were furnished 
w i t h transportation to other c i t ies . The 
total expenses of the year were $32,451.13, 
and the s u m of $3,320.14 w a s refunded, 
l eav ing a balance of $29,130.99. The e x ­
penses of th i s year were $1,671.36 greater 
than for 1901.

Wil l i s Landis , a young m a n arrested*on 
a charge of forgery, a t t e m p t e d t o commit 
suicide yes terday in h i s cell a t the Cen­
tral police stat ion. B e secured a towel, 
and, t y i n g one end to ^the bars"of His cell 
and the other about his neck, he jumped 
from the bunk: Sergeant Rankin, w h o 
had chearge of the stat ion, heard h i s 
h e a v y breathing and cut him down before 
he w a s m u c h the worse for the experience. 

Frank G. Westcot t , arres ted b y officers 
from the South Side police stat ion, made 
another ineffectual a t t e m p t to commit 
suicide a t the county jail yes terday . H e 
pushed a handkerchief into h is m o u t h to 
stifle all sounds and t h e n tried to choke 
himself to death wi th a neckt i e . H e w a s 
found m t ime to prevent h is doing serious 
injury to himself , .

H e helped build the log chapel 
in 1841 from w h i c h the c i ty w a s named. 
W h e n Labissoniere helped h e w the. logs 
and put them in place, St. Pau l w a s 
k n o w n by the euphonious n a m e of "Pig's 
E y e , " a nanie w h i c h i s now resented by 
the down-r iver communi ty w h e n used b y 
Minneapol i tans . 

Labissoniere addressed the State H i s ­
torical soc ie ty m e e t i n g last evening . H e 
spoke interest ingly of h i s experience in 
eluding Indians a t one t ime w h e n a m a s ­
sacre a t Pig ' s E y e seemed imminenjt..'. 

J. B. Chaney described the large and 
valuable se t of Ohio newspapers recent ly 
presented to the soc ie ty by H. R. W . Hall .
