Tha week has shown but UtUe improvement 
o»er last, so tar as volume of business is con­
cerned. In. tad , toe opening of the year's trade 
has fallen considerably under that of a year ago. 
The reasons are not apparent, outside of the 
fact that values are too high to encourage any­
thing like n normal movement. 9enera> produce 
lines show a weaker tendency, except on poultry, 
which continues to show a scarcity 

Considerable effort has been necessary on the 
part of handlers during the week to prevent a 
•harp decline In butter. Receipts have been 
heavy, as compared with the outlet, <md Inne-
what of an accumulation is In evidence at\$he 
close of the week, and a lower range of prices 
daring the next ten days is likely unless some 
decided improvement ln Ike situation develops. 

Eggs have fluctuated slightly during the week 
Northwestern fresh have not come in freely, 
but southern receipts have been generous, with 
a disposition on the part of receivers to urge 
tbem out quickly, shading regular quotations in 
order to do ao A generous amount of cooler 
btock Is also still in evidence, and are a depress­
ing factor at this time, as holders are anxious 
to cloan them up this month, and not allowing a 
shading of prices to interfere with sales. 

The eheese trade Is quiet. Buyers at country 
point* seem well loaded up, and are only taking 
small lines, as a shortage in their supply devel­
ops The milk production appears to be light, 
aud factories are generally advancing asking 
pneet,, especially on brick. 

Poultry is in light supply. The movement Is 
moderate, owing to the high prices. The veal 
market eased off a half cent the middle Of 
the week, receipts showing a big Increase, with 
no corresponding improvement in the demand, 

Fancy navy beans advanced 15c per bu. Po­
tatoes and cabbage are unchanged in price, with 
the latter especially slow there being -virtually 
no shipping demand 

Apples show a fairly firm tone. A few varie­
ties advanced during the week, becoming scarce 
The shrinkage in common storage Is heavy this 
year, and may prove an unusually important fac 
tor in cleaning up supplies before the new crop 
Cranberries advanced to $12 as anticipated, and 
as supplies area moderate all over the country, 
still further advances are not Improbable There 
Is a larger movement of Lingon berries, the im­
ported Swedish cranberry, than ever before in 
the northwest. They are jobbing at ?8 50 to }9 
per barrel. Malaga grapes have also scored an 
advance West coast fruits are out of the mar­
ket. Lemons are lower, the demand ruling 
slow.

SPRING ORDERS HEAVY 
THE TTJEL SHORTAGE THE BAB FEATVSS 

OF THE SITUATION. 

New York, Jan. 17 —B. G. Dun & Co.'s weekly 
review of trade soys: *,.*»** 

Fuel shortage lo still the one seriously disturb­
ing element in the industrial situation. Trans­
porting facilities have been diverted from other 
merchandise to the disadvantage of shippeis, yet 
iron furnaces are unable to secure a sufficient 
synply of coke and many other manufactuilng 
plants are closed because of Inadequate coal 
deliveries. Mine* are more fully operated, but 
there is no prospect of normal conditions until 
spring 

Extremely low temperature during the past 
week stimulated distribution of heavy clothing 
and other seasonable goods. Retail, trade was 
accelerated by the customary clearance sales, 
especially in dry gods anod kindred branches. 
Traveling mnn are sending in large orders for 
spring goods, the volume of advance business 
surpassing the customary amount for this time 
of the year 

Quiet <ouditIons in the iron and steel markets 
do not mean dullness or diminishing consump­
tion, but merely the oversold condition of fur­
naces and;,mill", together with the great uncer 
tainty about keeping plants active on day to day 
supply of fuel. Inquiries are numerous, especial­
ly in structural lines, but makers are not ready 
to accept bids until the future appears more 
definite, 

New plans constantly come forward for large 
of fee buildings, no tally at the west, which 
means vigorous consumption of structural steel, 
and the demands from car bnilders are phe-
nqmenal. Practically the entire capacity of the 
leading plants is already booked for six months, 
and at many concerns the last half of the year 
will bring no Idleness unless orders are can­
celed. 

Eastern manufacturer* of footwear are fully 
employed on spring slioes, but new orders are 
light for later delivery, although western job­
bers pnychase freely of fall sample*. Quiet con­
ditions in leather have been succeeded by an in 
creased demand for hemlock sole and standard 
upper, shoe inannfactuters placing liberal orders 
Last week's alight recovery in the hide market 
was not sustained. 

Dry goods trading has increased in volume, 
buyers arriving in greater numbers and the 
prospect favors still more activity in the latter 
half of the month. There is little dispoiition 
to anticipate wants in the cotton goods division, 
but immediate needs have evidently grown more 
pressing. In the woolen goods division the open­
ing of piece dyes was made at an advance, but 
not as much as some sellers anticipated. 

Only moderate fluctuations have occurred In 
the great staples, with the tendency upward, and 
a conspicuously firm tone in evidence. Higher 
prices have been charged for refined sngar and 
raw grades are firm, but weakness is the fea­
ture in coffee, owing to excessive supplies at all 
points.

Corn expoits aggregate 2,394,612 bu against 
2,856,98tt bu last week, 298,098 bu a year ago, 
and 5,184,550 bu in 1001. For the fiscal year 
exports are 15,978,018 bu against 21,255,447 bu 
last season and 108,935,495 bu In 1901.

While tbero is a total of nearly 
$bu,000,000 Involved tbe government has escaped 
with payments aggregating only $8,000,000. Only 
about a hundred of fbese cases are left, It is 
said, and the aggregate of the claims in these 
is about $750,000, Experts say that if the plain­
tiffs recover more than $50,000 they are lucky.
