Recommendations for Changes' in
Laws Relating to State Insti-
tutions Are Made,

The state board of control transmitted
to-Governor Van Sant to-day the portlom
of ita biennial report relating to appro-
pristions. The total to be Imediately
available is $145,000, exclusive of current
expenses.

The board recommends appropriations
avallable Aug. 1, amounting to §468,400,
and Aug. 1, 1904, amounting to $§306,400.
For ourrent expenses beginning Aug. 1,
1903, the appropriations recommended
amount to $606,000 and for tha year be-
ginning Aug. 1, 1904, the total is $898,600.
The total for the blennial period, exclu-
slve of the normal schools, is $2,282,300.

North>West  territories in securing an
outlet for their abundant stores of wheat
@, H. V. Bulyea, commissioner of agri-
oulture and secretary for the territories,
has come down to the twin citles to talk
over the situation with the-railway offi-
clals. The farmers of the North-West
territories, -particularly Assinibola, -have
more wheat on hand than they can. han-
dle or even store safely. £

All the elevators are full, but they hold
only 10,500,000 bushels, while the farmers
have at least 30,000,000 bushels to store
or mall. It is suspected that the Canadlan
Pacific road wants to keep the wheat back
go as to get the long haul.
~ When seen this morning at the home of
T. G. Winter, 418 Groveland averiue, Mr.
Bulyea sald: 3 ey

“The Canadian Pacific Is moving grain
to the seaboard and to Duluth and Min-
neapolis. . It is. moving, some all the time,
but we do not think it is moving enough
and are satisfied that it can do much
better.

“My purpese is to ascertain if the roads
centering here, particularly the SBoo and
the Great Northern, could not carry con-
siderably more Canadian wheat than they
do at present. I have conferred with
General Manager E. Pennington and Gen-
sral Frelght Agent W. L. Winter of-the
Soo road and General Frelght Agent G. O.

They are few In number and in
humble circumstances and . though  their
sympathy Is thoroughly aroused and their
heéarts ache they find themselves: almost
helpless in the face of the great distress
that faces Finland and the Finns,

The famine, is the most severs In a
century ior more. The unusually heavy
rains of last summer hindered, the ripen-
ing of all the crops and the early frosts
destroyed the peasants’ last hope. In
many, sections the peasants " were left
wholly, destitute are now compelled tg live
on breéad “made’ from ‘bark, ‘sfraw, husks
and  unripe. grain. . The. conditions are
much worse than in 1867 when 100,000 peo-
pla 'were carrled off by starvation. Now
about 400,000 neoplamdng'-:gth_'bf the en-
tire population—are doomed unless rellef
comes from other sources, Deaths have
already occurred. The touching recital of
the experience of a Finnish clergyman to
a brother in Chicago, published in The
Journal yesterday {s only an incident
which will be repeated hundreds of times
befora the winter is over, no matter what
steps are taken at this time.
