Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce, Jan. 20.— 
Wheat flnallv passed the 78c level this morning, 
having threatened it a half-dozen times last 
T>eek, only to halt a shade under and turn back 
down again. But this morning May sold at 79c 
earlv, and the market to all appearances was 
flrmly established around the figure There was 
the regular gossip from Chicago to the effect that 
Armour wan buying, and the lcports said hia 
purcbat.es were not especially heavy as he did 
not find it necessary to buy very much to hold 
the market. New York showed a firmer feeling 
•aid lo be due to the fact that early in the ses­
sion there was some export inquiry there result­
ing in the sale of some tpn leads to France. St. 
Louis had a good export inquiry also, although 
the first reports made the actual business moder­
ate. Tho effect of this was to Ann up specula­
tive prices in New Yoik. Chicago was back to 
her previous high point at 82%c. It was clear 
that while the tendency for Minneapolis to hold 
back on Chicago advances was as marked as 
ever, there was disposition to follow the seaboard 
strength, or any strong news separate and dis­
tinct from the manipulation of the Chicago pit 
The regular statistics were about as expected. 
World's shipments showing 5,698,000 bushels 
against 6,703,000 last week and 7,260,000 a year 
ago. America sent out 3,538,000 bushels and 
Russia 1 448,000 bushels. The Danube shipped 
80,000 bushels, Argentine 456,000 and India 
176,000 bushels. The quantity afloat for Europe 
at 23,352,000 bushels shows decrease for the year 
of 656,000 bushels, Paris was up a trifle and 
Liverpool H,A higher. There was a lack of 
bull news from abroad, although the weather in 
Argentine was again reported unsettled. Wheat 
and flour clearances equaled 576,000 bushels. 

Minneapolis would not enthuse and on persist­
ent strength in Chicago May would not work up 
much here. It is too much of a one-man market 
to please the local crowd. Armour's influence 
Js not exerted much here. There is still the 
hope on the bull side that Armour will send a 
big buying order up here some day and jar up 
the shorts. Still there are not so many bulls 
here now, the pit crowd figuring that some price 
recession is now in order according to the law 
of chances. Eighty cents is the figure of the 
loyal bulls and they do not admit that there 
will be any serious set back here until May first 
strikes that figure. 

The local bears saw with glee the posted .figures 
showing 923 cars of wheat in here against 265 
last year. Last year there was more disposi­
tion at his particular time to hold back wheat. 
This year there is more disposition to take ad­
vantage of the advance and send in wheat. Yet 
a considerable part of the wheat now coming is 
to apply on previous sole, so that the heavy gain 
is not really so bearish, since all the wheat in 
is not offered on the cash tables. The turning 
over of this wheat to millers, however, takes 
the edge off the cash demand for the time. Pri­
mary receipts naturally show a heavy gain, and 
to-day there were 1,165,000 bushels received 
against 573,000 bushels last year. 

The market fell off near the close, losing al­
most a cent from high point, May selling down 
to 78%c and closing at 78%c. 

There was a fair demand for cash wheat, but 
the premiums were not quite so firm as on Sat­
urday.

Chicago, Jan. 26.—What opened easier to-day 

on rather disappointing cables and May was off 
a fraction to %@%c, initial sales being made 
at 81%@82c. Commission houses were good 
sellers and offerings were quite free, causing a 
decline to 81%c. At the lower figures the 
leading long came to the support of the mar­
ket and bought somewhat sparingly, but it 
Mas enough to bring about a decidedly stronger 
feeling and the price rallied to 82%c but sold 
off again to 82%e.

Selling in general, however, was 
checked by the disappointing movement and bv 
further comparatively strong advices from the 
cotton belt regarding the position of spot hold­
ers. 

At noon the market was firmer on room bull­
ing and scarcity of offerings. Local shorts 
seemed to fear that the 12 00 New Orleans and 
Galveston estimates would not equal actual 
receipts for the same day last year, so covered. 
Spot held steady; middling uplands, 8.95c: mid­
dling gulf, 9.20c. Estimated receipts at the 
ports to-day were 3,100 bales, compared with 
35.731 last week and 30,790 for the correspond­
ing day last year. For the week, 200.000 bales, 
compared with 222,177 last week, and 193,191 for 
the corresponding week a yeai ago. To-day's 
receipts at New Orleans were 11,085 bales, com­
pared wath 12.229 last vear. and at Houston 
8,007 bales, against 7,666 last year.

A COMPOUND INTEREST LUNCHEON.

The Worshipful Companj of Girdlers estimate 
tint the lun/'heon given by them to the secretaiy 
of state and members of the council of India on 
Wednesday works out at something over two 
millions sterling a head.

The council agreed, and the girdlers, as a re­
sult, entertained them at a luncheon over which 
the lord mayor presided. 

There were seventy-five guests present so that 
each one, so to speak, consumed a meal costing 
over £2,000,000.
