Heavy Liquidation of Long Wheat 
With the Armour Support 

No Longer Seen. 

Traders Will Now Watch for Ex­
port Business to Develop at 

the Lower Prices. 

Minneapolis, Jan. 27.—A sharp s e t back In 
v h c a t marked tbe early session to-day. Min­
neapolis May eaine on sale on a l i t t l e early spurt, 
and Mnv havlpg opened at 77%c and having sold 
to 78i44JL78%c, fel l off to 77%c. The fact that 
Chicago diopped quk-kly fioni 81%<j|:80c even 
touching 70;»e on one trade, s tarted rumor that 
Armour w a s sel l ing. This did not appeal to 
the local traders, who were inclined to laugh at 
the suggestion that Aimom would turn seller 
on a (hopping market . There w a s at the start 
some evidence of support form Aimour and oarly 
buying orders for fair sized lots . But th i s 
ceased atter a shoit t ime The Armour in­
terests , the local crowd thought, s a w too ranou 
v b e a t coming out and instead of trying to s tem 
the tide by purchase of big lots , preferred to 
s tep out temporarily aitd lot the l iquidating longs 
have all the exci tement for themselves . The 
foreign markets fai led to show much strength, 
and an opening decline of M;d in Liverpool 
scared raauy weak holders, who figured that a 
material downturn might now be in order abroad 
since tbt; foreign markets have been on the ad­
vance for some t ime. That there were mill­
ions of bushels thrown on the Chicago market 
was evident. The decline w a s so sudden as to 
camp sell ing by maoy here who would ordinarily 
have held on. but who, seeing Chicago fall off 
violently thought there would be decline every­
where. Tbe stabi l i ty of the local market w a s 
again i l lustrated. When Minneapolis held back 
on the rise last week and permitted Chicago 
to work up almost 4c against practical ly no ad­
vance here, ther w a s mi.ch grumbling on the part 
of local longs who were Inclined, to regret that 
thoy did not buy wheat in Chicago instead of In 
the MinneapoH" pit . But there w a s compen­
sat ion and consolation for them this morning in 
the s lower and smel ler decl ine here, for when 
Chicngo broke under 80c, the decline there w a s 
almost 2c whi le Minneapolis a t 77&ic w a s off 
only ^(fa'&c from the top. 

Broomhall came In later w i t h a long cablegram 
hearing on the situation there. The weakness 
in Aineilcan markets , or mther tha tendency to 
s treet ' s figures shows a decrease of 525,000 
th i s was only one influence. Liverpool expects 
heavier Russian shipments, and has close watch 
on Argentine. Advices from Argentine to Liver­
pool a i e favorable, much more favorable on the 
whole than the rsport from Rosarlo to Chicago, 
which the Chicago bulls put out occasionally. 

The world's vis ible, according to the Brad-
s treet ' s figures rfiows adecrease of 525,000 
bushels. Stocks in Kurope and afloat for Eu­
rope decreased 1,800,000 bushels , but the Quan­
t i ty in America east of the rockies Increased 
1,275,000 bushels. 

The* markets continued on decline, Minneapolis 
fol lowing Chicago more freely later. There 
w a s l i t t l e n e w s from thes eaboard up to noon, 
which was surprising. If the foreigners are a s 
anxious to buy American wheat as t ecent re­
pot ts have s tated, there should be a b ig ex­
port business on this break. Large takings of 
w h e a t for export would make an important factor 
for strength and recovery. The trade w i l l look for 
this for the nex t few days a s an indication 
of the situation. 

Minneapolis had 256 cars against 150 la s t 
year and shipped 78 against 24. Wheat and flour 
clearances equaled 248,000 bushels. 

Prfimnry receipt" were 644,000 bushels aga ins t 
488.000 last year, and shipments 158,000 against 
857.000. 

At the close the market broke again fol lowing 
the persistent weakness in Chicago. Minneapolib 
May sold down to 7 6 ^ 0 and closed weak at the 
low oolnt.
