U. S, Senator Scott's Plan as Viewed

by Loecal Veterans of the
' War of '61-65, -

Senator Scott's plan to give every old
soldier who is more than 62 years of age
a monthly pension of $12. providing he
applies for it, radical though it may seem,
has the support of prominent Grand Army
men in Minneapolis.

Senator Scott, who is from West Vir-
ginia, by the way, in support of his reso-
lution for a commission to suggest changes
in the pension laws, made the speech of
his life, Its elogquence appealed to the

members of the senate and carrvied much
weight. It finds an echo in the hearts of

Minneapolis veterans.
The plan provides that
eran, after reaching the age of 62, shall,

upon application. be given a pension of
312 2 moath—a scanty living, but one that

would go far to keep the wolf from the
door. Sald Senator Seott: “After the age
of &2 few men, especlally those who have
undergone the hardships of war, are able
to do manual labor. Many of these are
to-day worthy and suffering for the neces-
saries of life.”

“T belleve in this short cut in the pen-
sion system.” =aid ons Minneapolis vet-
eran to-day. ““The regilor armry officers
are retirad at the age of 4 on half pay.
but the old union soldier at the age of f2
is often incapacitated by age for civil
service or for any position, in faect, and
is often left with little or nothing to live
on.  This pension of $12 a month would
be a godsend to many such.

“The old soldier who applies for a pen-
sion because of the result of weunds re-
celved in battle is not ashameod of it It
is a hadge of honor to him and he is not
unwilimg to have the fact of his disabili-
ty go on record at Washington. o

“With disabilities received following
hardships endured in campalgning it is
different, and the effect of the system
now in vogue is demoralizing to the old
soldier and cheapens his service to his
country.

“The mind has a great deal to do with
the body in nearly everything. and when

every union vel-

an old soldier has an ordinary trouble en-
titling him to a pension, he Is likely to
have fallen into a bad state by the time
his claim is allowed. |
“The plan suggested by Senalor Scott|
would do away with an immense amount
of machinery and a great many bogus!
affidavits, About 35,000 special examiners|
through the country would be let out and;
many clerks at Washington, yet the ex-|
pensé to the government would undoubt-|
edly be heavier 4t first than the cost of|
running the bureau.” |
“1 thoroughly believe in the plan. The!
government records are in such good|
shape that every veteran would be able;
to make his claim good at Washington|
and at the same time false claims wuuldi
never get through. Many veilerans have|
not and never would apply for pensions,
because of their comfortable financial {'ir—f
cumstances, but to many a soldier the;
bounty of $144 a year would be a great|
lire." |
Senator Scott gave in a few words thel
difficulties attending the securing of a!
pension under the present method. He!
sald: {
“Many a soldier files his claim and long|
before it is reached he has passed over'
the river and filed a claim elsewhere.
Nearly forty yvears have come and gone;
861,076 applications are on file; of these,
470,850 have been allowed, leaving nearly
400,000 not acted upon. : .
“At. this rate. it will require eighty
vears to complete the roll and, when com-
;)Ieted. there will be none left to answer
.

Accident insurance men gre not exhibit-
ing a ghoulish glee because of the large
increase in the Minneapolis business re-
sulting from the recent ang frequent rail-
way disasters. The published reports of
accidents in different parts of the coun-
try undoubtedly increase the number of
insurers, but at the same|time death or
disability in railway aceifjeuts hits the
companies twice as hard | as death by
other classes of accidents. The agents
are now figuring whether jthe increase in
husiness will more than gfompensate for
the loss from the double payment for rail-
way acicdent claims in chase these con-
tingent liabilities have to/be met.

It is a daily experience bf the accident
insurance. solicitor io receive as reply to
his solicitiation, “What db I want acci-
dent insurance for. I never travel?”_ The
reply seems peculiar to {the insurance
man because statistics have taught him
that the majority of accid¢nts occur right
at home or on the stregt, in falls and
ordinary mishaps so common that the
danger does not seem to| appeal: to the
average person. “Yet though one in every
eight persons nsured is Hilled or injured
and from 53 to 57 claimg every working
day are paid in the Unitedl States by the
large companles, comparatively few
claims grow out of railway accldents.

THE DRUG HABITS

Local Druggists Say That Here They

Are Largely Confined to the
Under World.

Drugs Hiist Commonly Used Are
Morphine and Cocaine—Chloral
Is Also Used.

The use o't cocaine and others

Mirneapolis, though not uncommon, has
never spread to a dangerous extent, .ae-
cording to representative ' druggists of
Minneapolis. - Though both cocaine and
morhpine are habitualiy used by hun-
dreds of persons, the greater portion of
these are found among abandoned women,
and the percentage of the middle and up-
per classes who use eéither of these drugs
is comparatively small,  while among the
workingmen and their families the habit
is almost unknown.

These two drugs are the only ones used
habitually by any number of residents of
this city. The use of bromlides is not
common, while chloral, on account of the
difficulty in procuring it. is little used.
The startling conditions recently revealed
in Chicago have no counterpart here for
the vicious population is much smaller and
much more scattered. i

Among the amandoned women here, the
use of both morphine and chloral is not
rare. This combination habit, as it may
be called, is much more ‘deadly than the
use of either morphine or chloral alone,
Except among the class mentioned, how-
ever, few persons habitually take both
drugs. Thomas Voegeli, of Voegell Bros.,
sald to-day: " -

*The use of either cocaine or morphine
among the middle and upper c¢lasses: is
not extensive enough to cause alarm.
The down-town druggists have for some
time persistently discouraged men who
were beginning to use one of these two
drugs,. ' Of course according to the law we
are forbidden to sell either one unless the
purchaser presents a physician's prescrip-
tion, and we never have sold them except

to confirmed ‘fiends,” who must get the
drug or peri=h.

A. D. Thompson of the A. D, Thompson
Drug Co. said: “We have always re-
fused to sell cocaine, morphine, or any
drugs of a similar nature, unless a physi-
cian’s prescription is presented. We re-
ceive frequent. applications for these two
drugs. however, which indicates that their
use is not uncommon In  Minneapolis,
Many voung physicians and medical stud-

ents become slaves of the habit. but aside
from - thig class, few from the better
classes call for the drugs.”
