Electric Light Man Opposed to the 

Cities Running the 

Plants.

Each community or municipal i ty may do as i t 
seems best in the matter of l ight ing Its s treets; 
may either enter upon the business i tself or con­
tract wi th a private corporation to furnish i t 
wi th the necessary l ights . The great majority 
of c i t i e s in this country stifl continue to l e t out 
the contracts for th i s wo.'k to private corpora; 
tlone, and on the -whole th i s has worked sat is­
factorily. 

The big plant in Chicago i s only doing about 
12 per cent better than the arerage of tho small 
plants throughout the s tate , w h e n w e might 
fairly look for 30 per cent. In other words, If 
by operating a big plant wi th approximately a, 
capacity o f 5,000 lamps, i t cannot show a bet­
ter economy U a n 3a per cent over the -averase 
country plant in the same s ta te , w e may fair ly 
assert that th i s plant Has fai led t o effect any 
saving to the c i ty by operating i t s own plant. 

If w e municipalize electric l ight plants w e take 
away the Incentive t o progress towards a cheaper 
method of production and a cheapening of the 
price accordingly; for i t Is a wel l-known fact 
that where municipal it ies have s tarted into any 
such enterprise so far a s they were concerned 
progreas ceased. Klectricity i s by no means fufty 
developed, and the only w a y to make .further 
improvements i s by private companies forcing the 
manufacturers to improve apparatus. 

To-day the old electric- l ight companies .are 
heavi ly capitalized, not from Injecting water into 
their securit ies , but from the fact that they 
have paid the nstial penalty for entering a new 
field. They paid high prices for original appara­
tus. In a short t i m e this bad to be replaced 
by a better grade, and this , in turn has bad to be 
replaced by modern enparatus. W h a t profits 
were tna^e -were promptly pnia o a t in di.-vta«swi& 
and nothing w a s se t at ide for the replacement of 
apparatus. Depreciation w a s never thought of, 
hence tbe burden on t b e e lectr ic l ight plant la 
much heavier than on any other form of- nutnu 
taeturinjt plant.' 

The day of secrecy in the matter of account­
ing by electric l ight companies h a s . gone by 
and there is not a s ingle modern, up-to-date plant 
in tbe United S ta tes which is not ready and 
wi l l ing to show tbe municipal i ty Just what i t 
costs to furnish them street l ights .

ICCOnomlCt a t * practiced, extOTBlons 
are well considered, improvemnts are carefully 
looked into and the business Is carried on in a 
profitable and economical w a y . 

Can we tor a moment imagine one of our .rail­
roads being managed by our c i t y council or the 
s ta te leg is lature? The results would .be reall;-
amus ins if tbey v e r a not s o serious. 

And now I ask the tpieatjon, "Who owns our 
ra i lroads!" and I answer, "The people ." 
v I may safe ly s a y that mill ions of the popula­
tion of pur country have interests la oar rail-

roads throughout the land. Tbey are, however, 
that c lass of people general ly who have earned 
tbe right to that ownership. 

I fail to see any a t tempt a t municipal own­
ership, in En rope particularly, but i s a failure a s 
considered v«ith w h a t i t m i g h t be w i t h private 
ownership. 

W e look through Enrope and «nd railroad ltoea 
operated by the government and where snch Is 
the case w e can rest assured t h a t the opera­
tion 1B not only most expensive , but extremely 
poor. 

Who would have the hardihood to think that 
if w e bad municipal control to this country for 
the l a s t twenty years w e would have bad this 
*reat sys tem of railroads that now e x i s t ? I t 
i s n fact t h a t every s ta te by i t s l a w s promotes 
the growth of railroads and encourages private 
ownership that makes our country teem wi th th» 
rails and i t s accompaniments. 

That this private ownership can be abnsed 
there i s no doubt, but w h a t cannot be? No 
matter w h a t the abases have been a s relates to 
the country i t i s far ahead of anything -lik« 
municipal control.
