Washington , March 4.—The sess ion of 
tho senate to -day w a s interest ing "not 
a lone b y the official proceedings on t h e 
floor of the chamber incident t o the las t 
day of congress, but b y m a n y occurrences 
which were purely social in their char­
acter, due to the fac t tha t the day marked 
the close of m a n y careers in the senate . 

Of the thirty senators , w h o s e terms e x ­
pired w h e n the presiding officer's gave l fell 
a t noon thirteen failed to secure re - e l ec ­
tion either through defeat or through their 
own refusals to enter the contes t s in their 
various s ta tes . Included in the number 
whose official presence in the chamber will 
no longer be noted are s i x repubicans and 
seven democrats , b u t of the republicans, 
two, Senator Jones of Nevada , and S e n ­
ator Wel l ington of? Maryland, have in re ­
cent years each suported for a t i m e t h e 
national candidates of the opposing party. 
T w o other senators , D e B o e of Kentucky 
and Pritchard of North Carolina are 
southern republicans, a n d both are suc ­
ceeded by democrats . The remaining t w o 
republicans are Senators Mason of Illinois 
and Simon of Oregon. Of the seven ret ir­
ing democrats Senators Harris of Kansas , 
Turner of Wash ing ton and Heitfe ld of 
Idaho were elected a s populists and all are 
succeeded by republicans. 

Senator McLaurin of South Carolina w a s 
elected a s a democrat and while still 
c lassed a s such h a s a c t e d independently 
during the greater part of the term. T h e 
other three senators , Ves t . Jones of A r ­
kansas , and Rawlins , h a v e from first to 
last been in the democrat ic ranks, and 
Jones and V e s t have r isen to places of 
conspicuous leadership in their party. 

In Senator Jones of N e v a d a the senate 
loses one of the t w o m e n w h o have served 
in that body for thirty consecut ive years , 
the other be ing Senator Allison. In Mr. 
Jones the senate loses one of i ts most pop­
ular a s wel l a s one of i t s most unique 
members . H e h a s not made a speech 
s ince the days of the si lver debate in 
1893, and he has not during h is entire 
thirty years service introduced to exceed 
half a dozen bills, y e t his influence in 
shaping legis lat ion h a s been exceeded b y 
that of few senators and his great abl i ty 
has been recognized from the beginning of 
his national career. W i t h a few e x c e p ­
t ions during his term the personnel of the 
senate has changed m a n y t imes over. 
W h e n Mr. Jones entered the body Simon 
Cameron and Hannibal Hamlin were stil l 
prominent characters there. Roscoe Conk-
ling w a s a t h is best , and J a m e s G. Bla ine 
had not v e l entered, the senate . General 
Logan, Carl Schurz. Al len G. Thurmari, 
Oliver P . Morton, T h o m a s F. Bayard and 
John J. Ingalls were leading figures. S e n ­
ator Jones has from the first been recog­
nized a s a n authori ty on finance and h i s 
vas t store of information has ever been 
a t the command of his col leagues. 

Senator V e s t be longs to the next gener­
ation of senators . H e entered the body in 
1879 and has served for twenty- four y e a r s 
winnig a reputat ion for brilliancy of 
speech, classic learning and sharp repar-

i tee seldom excel led in the senate . H e l ias 
been in poor hea l th for several years past , 
but notwi ths tanding he "has been a l m o s t 
blind and h a s needed constant a s s i s tance 
in go ing into and out of the senate c h a m ­
ber, he has continued to mainta in h i s in ­
terest in the proceedings and his prest ige 
as a n orator. H e has m a d e several 
speeches on current topics during the pas t 
sess ion and e a c h t ime tha t h e h a s - t a k e n 
the floor he h a s been g iven the c losest a t ­
tent ion b y both senators and occupants of 
the galleries. 

Senator Jones of Arkansas , came to the 
front during the consideration of the W i l ­
son-Gorman tariff bill on account of h is 
knowledge of bus iness detai ls and his tact 
in dealing w i t h m e n and he h a s easi ly 
held h is place a s a party leader s ince tha t 
t ime. H e h a s been chairman of the demo­
cratic conference since the ret irement of 
Senator Turpie and on th i s account and 
beqause of the fact that h e i s chairman of 
the democratic national commit tee , • ha3 
been regarded m u c h of the t i m e a s the 
official head of the party in the senate 
and in the country a t large. 

The ret irement of V e s t and the t w o 
Jones will m a k e three vacanc ies on the 
finance commit tee and also cause v a c a n ­
c ies on m a n y other important commit tees . 

Senator Mason is chairman of the c o m ­
mit tee on postoffices and also a m e m b e r of 
the commit tee on commerce . Senator 
Pritchard g i v e s up the chairmanship of 
the commit tee on patents and a l so m e m ­
bership in a number of other important 
committees . Senator Rawlins* ret irement 
will cause a democrat ic v a c a n c y on the 
commit tee on foreign relat ions and also 
in the commit tee on the Phil ippines. Sen­
ator Turner ret ires from the judiciary 
commit tee and the commit t ee on c o m ­
merce. 

Of the s e v e n democratic senators w h o 
retire, four are succeeded 'by republicans 
and of the s ix republicans w h o go out four 
are succeeded b y democrats . All the 
changes in favor of the republicans are 
in the northwest , and three of those in 
favor of the democrats are in the s o u t h ­
ern or border s ta tes .

The north­
ern hordes will come down under the t w o 
exi led leaders, a n d nominal ly overpower 
Peking , and a t the s a m e t ime swel l their 
fol lowing wiht all the forces in the capital, 
and begin a grand march of extermina­
t ion aga ins t everyth ing foreign. This 
t ime, however , t h e Yangt se region and 
every port musfr r ise s imultaneously and 
for th i s purpose a l l . t h e Y a n g t s e defenses 
are be ing brought to the h ighes t s ta te of 
effect iveness . . 

R u s s i a is very m u c h a l ive to the s i tua­
tion. The la tes t information received a t 
St. Petersburg from the secret emissar ies 
of the Russ ian legat ion a t P e k i n g indicates 
that nearly the whole celest ial empire i s 
ramified by a h u g e ne twork of secret boxer 
commit tees which only a w a i t an opportun­
ity and g iven s ignal to s w e e p the de tes ted 
whi te barons out of t h e country.
