B y a n a m e n d m e n t offered by Mr. 
Fle i schmann, the clubs are forbidden to 
pay the fine of any pla>er or to pay sal­
ar ies to players under suspension. 

Arrangements for the spring interclub 
ball g a m e s b e t w e e n the American and N a ­
tional league c lubs have been made by 
James A. H a r t and Charles Comiskey. 
April 13 and 14, the t w o days preceding 
the opening of the Nat ional l eague s ea ­
son, have been fixed for these contes ts . 
If it is possible to arange another date, 
three g a m e s wil l be played. Comiskey, 
it is said, wil l try to secure a release from 
the St. Joe game , scheduled for April 12, 
and, if sucessful , wil l go to Chicago1 on 
that date, making i t a t h r e e - g a m e series .

Sir T h o m a s Llpton said yes terday that 
everyth ing w a s practically ready to 
launch Shamrock i n . a t 1:30 o'clock on 
the afternoon of St . Patr ick's day w h e n 
a general holiday would b e declared In 
Dumbarton . 

Sir T h o m a s said h is Conviction tha t he 
had the cup "lifted" grew every t ime 
h e s a w the Shamrock III., and he w a s 
pleased to find tha t h i s opinion w a s shared 
by those w h o w e r e considered to be good 
judges . 

Des igner W a t s o n sa id that he w a s sa t i s ­
fied that the n e w boat would prove a de­
cided advance on anyth ing they have y e t 
produced and would be able to g ive a 
considerable t ime a l lowance to Shamrock 
II. Des igner Fife , w h o is general ly re ­
t icent m his opinions, admit ted that the 
Shamrock III. would be the prett iest 
boat ever s e n t across the Atlant ic . 

The first trial spin of the challenger is 
s e t for March 27. There wil l be prel im­
inary trials on, the Clyde and then in 
the Solent. Later she wil l race a t B e l ­
fast and possibly a t Kings town, Ireland, 
where special m a t c h e s wil l be arranged. 

Shamrock III. wil l l eave Scot land about 
the middle of June and i t is hoped that 
she will arrive a t N e w York in the first 
w eek of July. I t is now uncerta in whether 
there will be any trial races in Amer ican 
waters . Colonel Sharman Crawford, v i c e 
commodore of the Royal Uls ter club, will 
a c t a s manager of the boat. 

H e has contracted w i t h the crews of 
the chal lenger and Shamrock I to g ive 
twe lve rac ing trials for prize money on 
the other side. Shamrock I. rece iv ing a 
handicap of probably t en minutes on a 
thirty-mile course. It is calculated that if 
the challenger can do this she can beat 
the Columbia by a comfortable margint . 

Work on the syndicate new y a c h t a t 
the Herreshoffs is be ing rushed to the e x ­
treme limit, and the launching, it is now 
believed, i s scheduled for April 11. 

Minneauolis o w n e r s and breeders of 
hunt ing dogs are much interested hV the 
announcement that the Chicago Kenne l 
club has decided to pay move a t tent ion 
to the field qualit ies of pointers and s e t ­
ters in this year's and succeeding dog 
shows . F o r several years northwestern 
m e n have practically boycotted the Chi­
cago shows, because the bench s h o w 
qualit ies of an imals exhibi ted in j the 
classes ment ioned were given; preference 
over field qual i t ies in m a k i n g Ithe awatrds. 
W i t h the field dogs g iven a fair show, 
however, local dog fanciers will exhibit . 
m o i e freely. A dispatch from Chicago 
s a y s : 

"Because of complaints that the bench 
show clubs have not fostered the b e s t 
set ter and pointer interests owing to the 
appointment of judges w h o favored the 
toy variety of dogs , rather than the u s e ­
ful kind, the officials ot the Chicago K e n ­
nel clubs show to be held March 25 to 28, 
inclusive, have appointed for judge of 
these c lasses G. B. Whitford. 

"It is said of Mr. Whitford that he wil l 
judge se t ters and pointers a s they were 
originally judged a t shows , g iv ing pref­
erence to those dogs which combine true 
set ter and pointer character w i t h quality. 
Owing to this change the exihbi t of dbgs 
of known field trial worth a t the coming 
show promisea to be the best ever seen 
in t h e we&t " 

0 . B. Clark, one of the bes t k n o w n 
loc,al owners of hunt ing dogs, said<to-day: 
"If the Chicago Kennel club adopts the 
policy indicated in the dispatch from tha t 
city, and instructs i t s judges to pay more 
attent ion in the future to the field quali­
t i e s of dogs s h o w n on t h e bench, i t will-
m e a n a great th ing for pointers and se t ­
ters in the northwest . Minneapolis o w n ­
ers ha\-e been very much disgusted in the 
pas t because good field dogs stood no 
chance in t h e bench shows . John D a v i d ­
son, one =of the m o s t competent judges of 
se t ters and pointers in the country, said 
to me during the last show held .here: 
'The Minneapolis, dogs, in field qualit ies , 
excel any of the set ters and pointers e n ­
tered by eastern men. If I were judging 
on field qualit ies , I would have no choice 
but to g ive the prizes to your an imals . 
B u t I a m forced to judge the entr ies by 
their bench show qualit ies , and so I m u s t 
g ive the ribbons to the eastern dogs. ' 

"That has been the policy in conduct ing 
all the shows in the w e s t for s o m e years . 
Toy dogs which wouldn't las t five minutes 
in a field trial, have w o n prizes over 
pointers w h o s e pre -eminent worth in field 
trials or in actual hunt ing w a s u n ­
quest ioned. W e s a w some t ime a g o that 
i t w a s use les s for u s to enter our dogs in 
the bench shows a s they have been con­
ducted, tha t there w a s no inducement for 
m e n w h o were breeding field dogs to enter 
their an imal s in competit ion. 

"Personally, I bel ieve that there should 
be t w o c lasses , that the bench show ani ­
m a l s should be shown by themse lves , and 
the field dogs b y themse lves . Th i s would 
leave no room for dissat is fact ion a m o n g 
owners of either class . If, however, the 
Chicago Kennel club goes ahead on the 
l ines indicated in this dispatch, appoints 
judges w h o can appreciate field qual i t ies 
in a dog, and instruct them to award 
the ribbons according to the field qual i t ies 
shown, the future wil l see m a n y entries 
from Minneapolis a n d the northwest in 
the setter a n d pointer c lasses ."

1, 1903. 

The club securing the contes t m u s t de ­
posit a certified check for the entire 
purse ten d a y s before the fight. It w a s 
also agreed that t h e contesfeuits shall 
deposit certified checks for $2;500 in the 
hands of some one to be clecided upon 
later a t t h e t i m e the offer of the club of­
fering the largest purse i s accepted.
