LIGHT FOR THE BLIND

Professor Steins Proves That Man
Does Not See With His
Eyes.

Paris. March f.—Professor Peter Steins
elaims to have discovered the secret of
restoring sight to the blind. It is possi-
ble not only to restore lost sight, but to

give vision to those who have never
Known it.
Professor Steins took Dr. Caze into a

dark room and bandaged his eyes so he
could see nothing. He heard the profes-
sor walk to and fro, strike a match and
light a lamp. Then he felt an apparatus
fixed around his temples, whereupon he
instantly saw a dim light which enabled
him to distinguish surrounding objects.
Presently the.light became stronger and
Dr. Caze was able to count the profes-
sor's fingers when they were held up
before him, and to enumerate other things
in the room. Just as he was feellng that
his vision was clearing further and he
was convineed that he would soon see
normally, Professor Steins suddenly re-
moved the apparatus and Dr. Caze was In

total darkness.
Professor BSteins' clailm rests on the
theory that man does not see with the

eve, but with the brain, the eye only serv-
ing to receive the image, which the optle
nerve transmits to the seat of percep-
tion. If then the image can be trans-
mitted to the brain without eyes a blind
person can see as well as anvbody else.
The professor's’apparatus has the same
sclentific basis a the telephone, with the
substitution of light for sound.

THE BRITISH ARMY

Longe Debate in the Commons. and
Much Criticism.,

London, March 6.—In the house of lords
yesterday a motion presented by FEarl
Carrington to reconsider the government's
plan of military organization was = de-
bated for five hours. The motion was
defeated by 63 to 15, The debate brought
out severe criticism of the governmeént's
conduct of the Boer war by Earl Carring-
ton, who predicted that the army scheme
might end in a ghastly tragedy, and
“easily provoke a democratic revolution.”

The British army estimates for 1903-4
call for a total expenditure of $171,225,-
000, and provide for 235,761 men, exclu-
sive of the troops in India.

The estimates include $20,000,000 for
special expenditure in connection with
Bouth Africa, part of which sum is for
payment of compensation claims and
$2,600,000 for the China and Somaliland
expeditions.

It Is estimated that the expenditure of
$137,940,000 for normal services is almost
the same as it was for 1902-3.
