TO INCREASE SAFETY 
Two Twin City Roads Are in the 

Market to Buy Automatic 
.;. Devices. 

They Are the Milwaukee and the 
-Bock Island, Says Rail- • 

, way Age. 

T w o Minneapolis roads are considering 
the adoption of automat ic safety s ignals . 
The Rai lway Age says this week: 

"Several roads are reported a s being 
in the market for the purchase and in­
stallation of automat ic s ignals . It is im­
possible to say if inquiries have been 
st imulated by the number of serious col­
lisions that have happened lately or from 
a desire to run a larger numbe^ of trains. 
The N. C. & St. L.. contemplates equip­
ping th ir ty - two miles of s ingle track with 
the automat ic semaphore signal. The 
Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul is asking 
es t imates on s ix ty mi les of double track 
work and the Chicago, Rock Island & P a ­
cific expects to put in these signals at an 
early day on certain parts of double 
track divis ions. Several other roads have 
the mat ter up wi th the signal companies 
and are reported as intending to equip 
a large mi leage . This action s h o w s a 
growing appreciation of the reliability and 

efficiency of the automatic signal sys­
tem. 

The greates t object ion to the use of the 
automat ic s ignal has a lways been that 
there w a s no a g e n t on duty a t the signal 
to report a failure to obey the indication 
g iven and therefore the englnemen b e ­
c a m e careless , and by not obeying a n in­
dication to s top m i g h t run into another 
train s tanding in the block ahead. That 
automat ic s ignals should be put in on 
double-track l ines to a greater ex tent 
than on s ingle track is to be expected, a s 
in the majority of cases a direct sav ing 
in operating expenses is determinable; On 
s ingle- track l ines the telegraph operators 
are needed for the purpose of dispatching, 
trains and arranging ineet.ing points, and 
the instal lation of automat ic s ignals m a y 
be expected to increase the cost of opera­
tion. •..-,.• 

"The economy of such i n s t a l l a t i o n s ' i s 
derived from the increased protection 
aga ins t collisions, both head and rear, and 
in the possibility of running a larger n u m ­
ber of trains in a given direction a t the 
s a m e t ime. , When us ing the telegraph 
s y s t e m of blocking trains on s ingle track, 
but one train a t a t ime m a y be safely 
permitted to occupy a block, while with 
the track between two s ta t ions divided 
into several short b locks by automat ic 
signals, as many trains m a y be safely run 
in a given direction b e t w e e n s tat ions , 
as there are blocks. It therefore follows 
that automat ic s ignals , outside of safety 
considerations, will be of greater, benefit 
to l ines where trains are run in sect ions 
close together than if run •separately with 
a long- t ime interval between. Undoubt­
edly the recent perfect ing of the motor 
and gas operating mechani sms , whereby 
it is possible to use semaphore s ignals in 
place of those of the disc type, has had 
much to do wi th the introduction of the 
automat ic signal, for while the disc s ig ­
nal when newly painted and wi th a good 
background can be seen a lmost as well 
as the semaphore, the latter in g iv ing the 

indicat ions by the posit ion of the arm is 
a m u c h more dis t inct ive signal and can 
be . seen in the majori ty of instances much 
farther a w a y than the disc s ignal ."

Oriental Agent at Chicago Said to Split Up 
* Merger Traffic. 
T h e maintenance of a n oriental traffic 

official a t Chicago under Darius Miller of 
the Burl ington is not pleas ing to the 
freight men of the Northern Pacific and 
the Great Northern. One twin c i ty official 
s a y s : 

"It does not mat ter w h o rounds up the 
b u s i n e s s ' i n the east , t h e oriental agent m 
Chicago sends i t over the road he pleases 
from here west . Great Northern freight 
men in the east, m a y corral a sh ipment 
which is delivered to the Burl ington a t 
Chicago, but the oriental a g e n t is a s 
likely to route It over the Northern Pacific 
from here a s over the Great Northern. 

"I know personally that such is the case . 
I know of sh ipments secured by Northern 
Pacific m e n in the eas t g iven to the Great 
Northern here for the wes tern haul, and 
vice versa. The oriental a g e n t divides 
the bus iness ." 

FAST T R A I N ON O M A H A 

It Will Rival T i m e of N e w Milwaukee 
Train to Chicago. 

The breaking of the thirteen and one-
half hour rule for passenger trains w i t h 
s leeping cars be tween Minneapolis and 
Chicago by the Milwaukee road is to be 
followed up by the Omaha, which is pre­
paring to put on a short t ime train. 

The arrival of the long t ime l imited 
trains a s g iven in the records of the St. 
Paul Union stat ion for fourteen success ive 
days in February, s h o w s that even the 
long t ime trains had some difficulty in ar 
riving on the dot. In taking note of the 

table a s g iven below,*it>must b e r e m e m ­
bered that a l though s o m e of the roads had 
a much longer haul than the others, they 
usual ly had a longer- running t ime than 
thirteen and one-half hours. 

The report of arrivals a t ' the St . Paul 
Union stat ion shows that the l imited mor­
ning trains were }ate the fol lowing aver ­
a g e s for fourteen days : Milwaukee , 30.7 
minutes : Omaha, 45; Burl ington, 68.2; 
Great Western , ,61.2; Wiscons in Central, 
23.7; St. Louis, 166.3; Rock Island, 109.7. 
Of the fourteen days, those on which time 
was made was as follows: Milwaukee, 4 
days; Omaha', 1; Burlington, 1; Great 
Western , 2; Wiscons in Central, 7; St. 
Louis, 1; Rock Island, 1. 

A M E R I C A N VS. BRITON 

What the Two Have Done In" Railroad 
Development. 

""London, March'9.—The report of Colonel 
A. N. York, inspect ing Officer of rai lways, 
on his recent official invest igat ion of 
American rai lways, cons is t s mainly of a 
comparison of the sy s t ems of the United 
S ta tes and Great Britain. Treat ing of 
r o a d b e d ^ and tracks, Colonel York, after 
remarking upon certain points of superi­
ority in ' the Uni ted States , concludes that, 
on the whole, the Brit ish roadbeds and 
tracks are superior both as regards s ta­
bi l i ty and cost of maintenance . H e points 
out that the comparatively small number 
of bridge's used by American railroads 
results in no restrict ion a s to the size- of 
rolling stock, but exact ly contrary condi­
t ions prevail iri Great Britain, put t ing be­
yond hope the adoption of locomotives and 
cars of the American size in Britain. The 
report recommends the American whee l 
for freight cars. Colonel York, condemns 
the imperfections of the American s ig ­
naling sys tems; The automat ic sys tem, 
he says , is in no wise perfect, whi le the 
variety of s y s t e m s conduces to accidents . 
H e contends that Great Britain is far ahead 

of the Uni ted S ta tes in point of safety . 
H e considers that London has much to 
learn about urban traffic from N e w York 
and Boston. Regarding the personnel of 
American railroad employes , Colonel York 
declares that their superiority is unques­
tionable, because the men, in the first 
place, are picked for their physique and 
ability, whi le promotion is due solely to 
merit , thereby opening equal chances for 
every" employe. 

A N e w Line in Michigan. 
Special to The Journal. 

Menominee, Mich., March 9.—A project 
to build a branch railroad through Mari­
net te county for the purpose of opening up 
a vas t body of t imber in the eas tern .part 
of the county and in Fores t county, is 
being pushed. , The new. line will be from 
fifteen to thirty mi les long and will be 
a branch of the Dunbar & W a u s a u k e e 
road. The survey has been completed. 
In these count ies are v a s t bodies of t i m ­
ber owned by Sawyer & Goodman, the 
Marinette Lumber company and other local 
concerns. It is es t imated that there are 
several hundred million feet of pine and 
hardwood in t w o of the townships . In 
Forest county there are mill ions of feet 
of t imber which the extens ion of the line 
would mean would be made tributary to 
Menominee and Marinette and would pro­
long the life of the local mil ls for several 
years , and also open possibi l i t ies in the 
hardwood line for industries of all kinds. 
The Milwaukee rai lway will make t h e ' e x ­
tension if it is made.

N E W Q.-G. N. LINK 

It Will Connect Sioux City, Iowa, and 
" Ashland, Neb. 

Chicago, March 9.—To res idents in the 
territory served by the Burl ington l ines 
w e s t of the Mississippi river the a n ­
nouncement t h a t there wil l be a new 
branch constructed from Sioux City, Iowa, 
to Ashland, Neb. , i s considered im­
portant. This link, about 100 mi les long, 
wil l couple a t an important point, the 
Great Northern and the Burl ington s e g ­
m e n t s of the Hil l sys tem. Whi le the 
Burl ington reaches the Great Northern 
w i t h l ines farther-'to the northwest and in 
the extreme northeastern part of the - ter ­
ritory served by these roads, there h a s 
been a gap a long the middle Missouri 
river valley. That gap wil l be filled by 
the proposed branch. ' 

N e w Brakes for Lackawanna. 
The L a c k a w a n n a intends to equip its 

entire rolling stock wi th hew high speed 
power brakes , and the change wil l be made 
a s rapidly a s practicable. The new brake, 
is is said, will stop a train in a third less 
t ime than the appliance now in general 
use on American rai lways, and experi­
ments already conducted by Lackawanna 
officials indicate immense superiority for
