In ten seconds a solld wedge
of humanity was surging through  the
narrow entrance to escape the expected
onslaught of the health officers. The room
was vacant in five minutes and the spec-
tators all cleared out of the building,
thinking that a smallpox suspect had been
discovered among them,

FIND STOLEN G00DS

The Police Discover Two Plants of_
Plunder and Make Three
Arrests.

Williams and Wolford Suspected of
Extensive House-Breaking—
South Side Burgla.ry.

In Charles Williams and Charles Wol-
ford, two colored men arrested yesterday
afternoon by Detective Hicks and Pawn-
broker Inspector Scallen, the police are
confident that they have two crooks who
have been opcrating in the city for sev-
eral weeks and have robbed many resi-
dences.

By identifying the property found, the
police have been able to connect them
with the burglary of the Foster house,
First avenue 8, Feb. 1, when Joseph Hay-
nor, a roomer, lost a gold watch  and:
chain; also with that of J. O. Johnson, 520
FKifth avenue S; that of Hans Rue, 700
Fourth avenue S, and that of Carl John-
son, 211 Fourth street 8. In every case
the burglary was committed long after
midnight.

When the men were arrested, a bunch
of mysterlous-looking keys was found
upcn Willlams. One of these keys had
a small tag attached, upon which was
the number 200, while another bore the
number *30." Williams said the keys be-
longed to a friend and the friend was
sent for. When he arrived to identify
them, Willlam was asked to produce them.

The cup was
offered by W. D. Washburn in 1887, as
an interstate target trophy to be shot
for by Minnesota, Michigan, Illinols, Wis-
consin and Iowa teams. It was won by
Minnesota in 1887, 1888, and no contest
being held in 1889, The three victories
would have entitled Minnesota to the
prize, but Wisconsin protested the de-
cision of 1888, and Minnesot® permitted
the score to be wiped off the books. In
1891, the last contest held, Illinois won
the cup.

This year Minnesota will devote her
energles to rifle practice, and will issue
a challenge to all states qualified to com-
pete in a shoot for the trophy.

At the indoor rifle shooting tournament
of the Settler Rifle club of New York,
which was concluded to-night, L. P. Ittel
of Pittsburg won first prize on the ring
target by making the highest possible
score, of 225, with three targets of 75
points each, and in Vgle 100-shot cham-
pionship contest he again was first with
a total of 2,467 polnts out of a possible
2,500.

DESIRES A LARGE CHURCH

The Archbishop’s View of Needs of
Immaculate Conception Parish.

The Catholie churches of the city cele-
brated ‘the twenty-fifth’ anniversary. of the
accession of Pope Leo XIII. yesterday.
At the Church of the Immaculate Concep-
tion, Archbishop John Ireland preached.
He was assisted in the services by Rev.
Fathers Griffin, Cullen and Blum.

In closing the sermon the archbishop
unfolded the plan for the future of the
parish, which owns a site for a new church
at Ninth street and Mary place. The
archbishop said:

“The dear old church is no longer well
situated and it is too small. It is located
at an unattractive corner of Minneapolis
close to the railroad center, and not in a
district where it is desirable to send chil-
dren unattended. In three or four yvears
a new church will be an imperative ne-
cessity.”

To begin now to plan for the new
chureh, and use the present edifice until
a satisfactory price could be obtained
for the property, was the idea submit-
ted.

The archbishop desires the new church
to be worthy of the city and large enough
for the whole service of the pontificate.
He desires a pro-cathedral so that he may
in the future devote more time to this
city.

It was suggesi.d that a_ committee of
ten or more representative men of the
parish be appointed. to take charge of
the matter and Archbishop Ireland be-
lieves that the foundations of the ehurch,
to cost at least $200,000, may be laid this
year.

CLAYTON GILBERT'S WORK

Collaberates with Richard Burton in Pre-
senting a Cycle of Miracle
Plays.

Clayton D. Gllbert, who went from Min-
neapolis this year to the Emerson School
of Oratory in Boston to manage the prac-
tical dramatic and stage work of the
school, is directing two interesting dra-
matic productions outside of the school,
One of these is an entertainmentfor the
Actors’ Chwrch Alliance, which will be
given in April. The program will be made
up of a eycle of miracle plays, includ-
ing the Noah play, Abraham and Isaac,
and a third. In this production Mr. Gil-
bert is having the advice and co-opera-
tion. of Dr. Richard Burton and of Dr.
Black of Boston university. Mr. Gilbert
is also rehearsing and staging a musical
comedy for the Y, M. C, A. that wlll be
produced this month.

The new theater to be used in common
by Emerson college and the New Eng-
land Conservatory, will not be completed
until May, and for that reason no large
school productions will be put on this
vear; but Mr. Gilbert has & number of
important plans under consideration for
next year. Recently, upon his invitation,
Miss Mable Hay Burrows, who put on the
Greek play at the university a few years
ago, gave a talk on Greek dancing for one
of his classes. As usual, she captivated
her audience.
